DICTATES NOMINATIONS MADE AT
THE STATE CONVENTION.

The Senator Accords His Opponent,

Governor Hastings, the Honor of

Presiding as Permanent Chalrman

While the

Former Is Chosen as Chairman of
the State Committee by Unanimous

Vote of the Delegates.

HARRISBURG (Pa.), Aug. 28.—The
most bitter fight that has ever been ex-
perienced in the ranks of Pennsylvania
Tlepublicans is at an end, and Senator
uay is victorious, having swept every-
thing before him, and magnanimously
consented in the interest of party
Larmony to the nomination of the six
Rapublican Superior Court Judges as the
administration forces had desired.

The convention, which lasted a scant |
three hours, no recess being taken, was |
marveiously harmonious. Senator !
Quay’s success is regarded as a masterly
political acnievemen:. lHe has secured |

controi of the party organization in the |
Jeystone State, has had himself elected |
State Chairman to succeed an active po- ‘w
litical opponent, and literaily was the |
power at the convention. The fight be-
tween the factions and the unlooked for
harmonious ending at the State Conven-
tion will be given a prominent place in
the political nistory of Pennsylvania,

In addition to electing Senator (Juay &8
State Chairman, Benjamin J. Haywood of
Mercer County, who was practically un-
opposed and nominaied for State Treas-
urer, and the six Republicans wl_m Gov-
ernor Hastings appointed as Superior
Court Judges on June 27ih last, were
placed on the ticket. The latter nominees
are: lox-Governor James A. Beaver of
Center County, Howard J. Reeder of
Northampton, John J. Wickham of
Deaver, George H. Orlady of Hunting-
ton, Charles k. Bice of Luzerne, and L.
N. Willard of Lackawanna County. 'the |
sevenih member of the Judiclary ‘
Henry K. McCarthy (Democrat) of Phila- |
delphia, the law creating the new court |
providing for a minority representation. |

The first and decisive test of the
strengih of the faction was developed
when thé vote for temporary Cbairmuan
was laken, Congressman John B, Ilobin-
gon of Delaware County, the Quay candi-
date, received 1633 votes agaiust 133%
for Colonel Henry Hall of Pitisburg, the
Administration candidate.

Prior to the convention being called to
order by State Chairman Gilkeson, a
Pittsburg crowd of 100 or more, who had
retained possession of the opera-house in
tha interest of the Gilkeson forces since

1o keep out the (Quay followers, were dis- |
missed, an agreement having been |
reached by conferees of the respective
jactions to admit no one to the confer-
ence outside of delegates, contestants and
newspaper men,

Governor Hastings, with his Philadel-
phia henchman, David Martin, was one
of the first delegates to enter the hall,
Senator Quay fvllowed shortly afterward,
and, when he had taken his seat as a sub-
stitute for D. R. Corbus of Beaver County,
Lie divested himselt of his coat and sat in
his shirs-sleeves, while the crowd cheered.
'I'he convention was without the usual |
brass band, but the manifestations of
party harmony were most delightiul to
the delegates. The heat was intense, avd
Govaernor Hastings vigorously used a fan
which contained an inscription ‘‘to keep
¢cool and vote for Quay.”’

When Chairman Gilkeson bad called |
the body to order Secrelary l'etteroif |
read the call for the convention and Sec-
retary Rex called the roll of delegates.
Senator Quay was substituted for D, R,
Corbus as delegate fromn Beaver County,
and Congressman W. A, Stone took the
place of Delegate Torrence of Allegheuy
County. Congressman John B. Kobin-
son was substituted tor Delegate Quigley
fromm Delaware County, and ex-Slate
Chairman Cooper appeared for Delegate |
Whipple of the same county. All of the
280 delegates respouded to their names,
and the mnominations for temporary
Chairman were called for.

Speaker of the Pennsylvania House of
Representatives, Harry A. Walton, an
adwinistration leader, presented the
name of Colonel Henry Hall of Pitis-
burg, and Senator Quay foliowed with
the name of Congressman Johu B, Rob-
inson. Ex-State Chairman Cooper, &
Quay man, seconded the nomifation of
Robinson, and pleaded for harmony.

At this point Chairman Gilkeson called
Cooper to order, and asked upon whuti
motion he was speaking. Cooper replied
that he was seconding a nomipation in
proper order. The Chairman then re-
lented, and the ex-Chairman proceeded.
When Cooper was growing eloguent,
Senator Quay surprised the assemblage
by arising from his seat, two rows be-
hind that occupied Ly Governor Hast-
ings, and approached the Governor. The
Senstor extended his hand, which the
Governor grasped. Mr. Quay then whis- |
pered something pleasant in the Govern-
or’s ear, and they smiled simultaneously.
"I'he delegates, recognizing this as a peace
oftering, cheered terrificalls. Cooper,
thus abruptly stopped, ceased talking.

Then business went on. I'rank Will-
jng Leach and A. D. Fetterolf were ap-
pointed tellers, and the call of the roll of
the first test of the civil factions were be-
gun. Hall and Robinson voted for each
other. When the roll call ended Secre- |
tary Rex announced 1633 votes for Rob- !
inson and 1333 for Hall. This madea
total vote of 297, which was announced |
through an error of the tellers. i {

There could only be 28V votes in the|
convention, but the six contestants who
were given & half vote each were counted |
as whole votes. Quay’s majority, how-
ever, was thirty and oue-t'mr@, tue frac-
tion resulting from the election of three
delegates from the Second District of
Berks County, where only two should
l:ave been chosen. The two votes were
divided among the three, and one of
tiiem, H. Miller Kautmann, voted for
(uay. It was first blood for Quay, how-
ever, and settied the factional vattle in
b’'s tfavor.

Tumultuous cheers were given when

_Colonel Hall moved that Robinson be

chosen by acclamation, and was renewed |
when Governor Hastings secended Hall's {
n otion. The election was made unani-
mous, and Chairman Gilkeson appointed |
Mossrs. Hall and Cooper to escort Mr. |
Robinson to the chair. He simply |
theuked the convention for selecting him,
and declared himself ready for business.

Senator Quay made a motion, which |
was seconded by Congressman Stone, |
aud adopted by the conventicn, that the |
Committee on Permanent Organization |
be instructed to report the name of Gov- |
ernor Hastings for permanent Chairman.
On motion of the Governor, it was then |
decided to continue iu session until all
business shoula be disposed of.

Congressman Stone presented a resolu-
tion suspending the rule which provides
ior the election of a State Chairinan by |
the candidates selected at the convention
and ths permanent Chairman,and provid- l
ing for the election by the convention.
There was no opposition to this,

Senator Quay ihen presented a resolu-

lutions, and thereafter adopted as part of
the platform.

The Committee on Permanent Orgauni-
zation was, after very little delay, then
announced, with T. L. Kyre of Chester
County as Chairman.

The Committee on Resolutions organ-
ized with Distriet Atiorney George S,
Graham of Philadelpnia as Chairman,
and the permanent organization icllowed.

Senator Quay and Chris L. Magee of
Pittsburg escorted Governor Hastings to
the platforin, from where, after the en-
thusiasm of the delegnies had subsided,
the Ggvernor said: *Gentlemen of the
Convention—I thank you most heartily
for this great honor. The waather is too
warm; 1 will not make a speech. I may,
however, say that the recent events in
the Republican party of l’ennsylvania
prove the saying that electric storms
bave the etfect of clearing the atmosphere,
and we reserve the cyclone ior the free-
trade, debt-creating Democraltic party.”’

Atter the nomination by acclametion of
Benjamin Haywood for State Treasurer,
Senator Juay, in a brief speech, pre-
sented the mnames of six Republican
members of the Superior Court for nomi-
nation, and moved that they all be se-
lected by acclamation, believing such
action would result to the best interesis
of the party, and the motion was adopted.

At this juncture State Chairman Gilke-
son was substituted by a Berks County
delegate, and he moved that Senator
Quay be elected State Chairman. The
delegates outdid themselves in enthusi-
asm when Mr. Gilkeson had councluded,

TWO CHILDREN DROWKRED IN A

FLOOD WHICH FOLLOWS.

| A Show Tent Blown Down and the
Occupants Drenched—A Wind and

Rainstorm of Terrific Violence

Sweeps Over Syracuse, New York,

Drowned in Onondaga L.ake.

BroomiNGroN (Ill), Aug. 28.—This re-
gion was visited by a tornado and cloud-

streams. The Morris avenue road, south-
west of this city, was overilowed, and
while Mrs, Riddle and Roberts of Hey-
worth, with their daughters, were trying
to cross the valley their horse and car-
riage we reswept fromn the bridge and the
children drowned. The tents, awnings
and seats of Pawnee Bill’s Wild West
Show, at the fair grounds, were blown
away and smashed, and 5,000 people panic
stricksn.

The tents of the Wild West show are
blown down aud scattered. The men
and women attaches of the show sought
shelter in the nearest building, while
their efleets were going to ruin, and the
animals were engaged in a mad rush
about the grounds, No one was ;1)Jux‘c¢!,
but all weredrenched to the skin, spec-
tators anda performers alike, The
lasted for au hour, and when it was over
they were thankful to escape with their
lives.

STORM AT SYRACUSE.

Onondaga Lake was covered with boats
tilied swith pleasure-seekers from the
State IMair and the lake resorts when the
storm burst, and at least four persons,
and perhaps more, were drowned.

This evening’s session of the associa-
tion was devoted to addresses and discus-
sions thereon. Judge William Wirt
towe of Louisiana read the first paper.
It was on **The Historical Relation of the
floman Law to the Law of England.”

The second paper was by Richard
Wayne Parker of Newark, N. J., on
“The Prasent Scope of the Constitutional
Guarantees of Liberty and FPrivate Prop-
erty.”” Mr, Parker said thas it was little
surprising how large a part eveu of the
most modern constitutions is taken up on
with guarantees of lite, In discussing the
legal scope of the constitution guarantees,
be weot into the detail of the provisions
which told of the whole constitutional
history of KEngiand and America. The
universal repetition of these provisions,
proves thav they are ingrained in
the ilfe and love of American freedom,
he contended, and they bear the practical
character that belongs to our race. The
declaration of liberty and equality and
fraternity by the I‘rench republic has
never prevented tyranuy by police, prose-
cution by the Judges, and aii the machin-
ery which practically makes a Govern-
ment arbitrary.

Mr. Parker pointed out the difference
between the energy of the great corpora-
tion, the carelessness of the municipality
that grants the franchise, and the new
and complicated demands of the modern
city with the indisposition of courts to
invade the legislative function and as-
sume to decide on the public policy of
the new enterprise, the right of citizens
to enjoy their own, i8 strangely doubtrul.
He believed that there should be severe
constitutional prokibition of municipal
debts.

A much larger question was the mod-
ern practice of caliing out soldiers, not to
fight, nor merely to disperse mobs, but to
acl as 2 sort of special police without the
declaration of martial law. As such,
while the civil authorities remain still in
control, they carry on war at discretion.
Public sentiment supports this way of
maintaining order. Woe are told, he said,
that the city and police are in sympathy
with the rioters, and that the presence of
tronps is necessary. He saw grave dau-
ger to the whole fabric of this Govern-
ment in that view. If a populace does
not sympathize with law and order, there
18 much to be said in favor of waiting tiil
they do. Mob law will soou teach them.
When the ecitizens want soldiers for u
soldier’s work, the soldier should be on
hand. But free Americans are not un-
der a military police.

Declines to Talk Concerning Iis Visic
to kansas City.

Hornblower of New York is in this city

had contracted for the bonds, he was re-
tained by Blair & Co. again when they
became part of the syndicate. The Judge
held back his opinion on the validity of
the bonds., Story and Thorndyke, the
Boston attorneys, were willing to advise
accepting them without subrogation, but
Judge Hormblower continued to hold
back, and thus the syndicate tinally for-
feited the rights to the purchase of the
bonds.

1t is expected that damages of about
$300,000 will be asked in the impending
suit, but the attorneys for the city are
tirin in the conviction that the annulling
of the contract with the syndicate to ac-
cept a better offer for the bonds from the
National Water Works Company will
stand 1n law.

In an interview the Judge said: “I am
hore partly on account of some private
business, and partly in a profegsional ca-
pacity. I have nothing to do with the
Saunta Fe reorganization. I came this
way from the Northwest.””

When asked 1f his business here was of
public interest, the Judge looked dream-
ily away and evaded the query, Heo sat
down on the little card table in the corri=
dor, and continued: **No, 1 won’t talk
to anyone. I am going back o New
York to-morrow.”
