Severe Shocks of Earthquake in|
the Eastern States.

PEOPLE AROUSED FROM THEIR
SLEEP BY THE TEMBLORS.

New York, Penunsylvania and New

Jersey People Considerably Shaken
Plainfield,

Up, Resldents of New

Jersey, Belng Thrown From Their

Beds, Ornaments Shattered From

Mantels and Other Damace Done.

PrainrFierp (N. J.), Sept. 1.—Quite a
severe earthquake shock was perceptible
in Plainfield this morning at 6 o’clock,
lasting about seven seconds, buildings
guivering, peopie being thrown out ot |
bed, ornaments scattered from mantels
over the floors, and other evidences of
the vibraiions were observed.

Sanpy Hoog, Sept. 1.,—An earthquake,
lasting aboui three seconds, was felt hare !

about 6:08 A, M.

PriLapeLprra, Sept. L.—A distinetly
perceptible earthquake shock was felt |
here this morning about 6 o’clock. The |
vibration did not last longer than a sec-
ond or so, but it was severe enough to
awaken people from sleep and to shake
ornaments hanging on walis. Tbe direc- |
tion of the shock was from southeast to
northwest.

Hice Bripce (N. J.), Sept. {
earthquake was felt here at 6 o’clock this |
mworning, and from reports it appears Lo
have been felt all through this (Hunter-
don) county. buildings rocked, beds
were shaken, arousing people who bhad
not yet risen, and in a number of houses
srticles fell irom shelves and walls much
to the alarm of the people. The shock
was greater in the north part of the
county.

NorrTaHPORT (N. Y.), Sept. L.—Shortly
before 6 o’clock this morning an earth-
quake was distinctly feit here. Houses
rocked like cradles, and those asleep
were awakened by the vibraticns, The
rambling lasted for several seconds.

CHESTER (Pa.), Sept. .—An earthquake
shock shook this city about 5 o’clock this
morning and startled many people. The
vibration did not continue longer than |
saveral seconds. It caused windows and
buildings to tremble and wall ornaments
to become dislodged.

West CHESTER (Pa.), Sept. 1.—The
shock of an earthquake was felt very
gensibly here at 6 o’clock this morning.
Many people felt their houses sheke and
rushed to ihe doors in alarm.

Easrox (Pa,), Sept. 1.—A very percept-
ble tremor of earthquake was felt in this
city sbortly after 6 o’clock this morning.

ArraxTic HigHLANDS (N, J.), Sept. L. |
— At daybreak this morning there was an |
earthquake here that shook buildings.
It was aecompanied by a rumbling sound
that resembled thuader. Many people
awoke froin their beds in terror. Tue
shock lasted about forty-tive seconds.

Ile urged those
present not to go home and sieep, but to
go to work and rally their people and
teach their children to fight against op-
pression.

CHICAGO LABOR CONGRESS,
An Address on the Relations of the
Labor Party to Anarchism.
CHICAGO, Sept. 1.—J. Kier Hardie de-
livered a brief address at the fortnightly
meeting of the Chicago Labor Congress
this afternoon. ‘T'he relation of the inde-

pendent labor party to anarchism, he de- |

clared, is one of open hostjlity. Anarchy
represents no Government, bat the iabor
advocates believe in making use of exist-

ing forces of Government, both national |

and local, to accowmplish the betterment
of their condition. He was opposed to
revolution, because men who would not
take the trouble to vote could not be
counted upon to fight; but even if they
ionght and were successtul, they would
not be capable of carrying out the new
organization of industrial
and there would be a return to the old
conditions.

 TROUBLE LOOKED FOR

Bloodshed Feared in a Mining Dis-
trict of Michigan.

TROOPS ORDERED OUT ‘fO PROTECT
TEE WORKMEN.

An IMHistoric Play-House at Buffalo,

New York, Destroyed by Fire—An

Indiana Jail Under Gnard of a

Strong Posse of Officers to Prevent
a Threatened Lynching of a Negro

Boy.

IsupeMmING (Mich,), Sept. L.—Excite-
ment and forebodings for the morrow
expross the feeling of citizens of the Iron
Mountain town and the neighboring oue
of Negaunee to-night. A hundred and a
half of State soldiers are encamped in the
vicinity ot the lLake Angeline mine,
where the steam shovels are to be oper-
{ated by men who have been brought
! from Chicago to take the places of the

gtrikers. The mining comnpanies are de-
| terimined to begin the movement of their
ore afier & month’s idicness, and Gov-
ernor Rich has dispatched si® companies
of the I'iith Regiment of intfantry to the
scene for the purpose of affording all the
protection which the Sheriil and owners
of the great mines may need to kecp the
peace and resume business,

The thousand odd strikers, skilled
miners, laborers, trimmeors and steamn
shovel men, who have been reduced to
desperale straits by their idleness aud the
pfospect of seeing other wmen fill their
places, threaten to prevent the operation
of the shovels, and the situation is elarm-
ing.

Colonel Lyon, of the Fifth Regiment,
arrived hore thia afiernoon with two com-
panies of his regiment from Hoaghton,
{ and at once put his men in camp under
strict discipline, expecting serious work
| lor them to-inorrow. At a later hour a
i special train arrived from Ironwood,
vearing another company of the Fiith
Regiment. From Marquette, Big Rapids
{ end Ludiongton will come early to-mor-
row one company each of the Fifth, mak-
ing 300 well-armed and oflicered militia-
men, withk orders to protect life and prop-
{ eriy at all hazards,

panies have been

New OrLeans, Sept. l.—For months
past the Southern Pacific Hailrosd has
been quietly investigating the travel to
and from points in which that company
is interested. There was a great passen-
ger business, but somehow the revenues
! did not comuvare with the number of
| tickets sold. Lividently something was
| wrong, and the company tried every

plan to unearth it without success, The
more it was investigated the more appar-
ent it became that a gigantic fraud was
being prrpetrated on the Southern Pa-
citic.

Fiually, new Southern Pacific tickets
were printed and quietly distributed on
all sections whore it appeared the fraud
was bLeing worked. A Iminute check
mark on all these tickets was ihe ounly
ditference between them and the old
issue. I'he special agent of the company
at this point then began to look for bogus
tickets. ©One ticket lacking the check
meark turoed up, and with this clew the
special agent svon ran the trail down.
‘I'he conspirators offerad the agent $25 -
000 it be would simply keep his mouth
shut and let things run along as they had
been running for so long. He figured
out that while he felt sure he had his
men dead to rights, a successful prosecu-
tion might fail if the evideuce of fraud
were not strengihened by more couclu-
sive proof, iie asked for time to cousider
the oiter, and laid the scheme before the
railroad company oflicers.
