The delightful weather on Saturday,

Di-
rector Wilson presided in the judges'
stand in the forenoon, assisted by Presi-
dent Chase and Director Matthews, and
in the afternoon Directors Jklackey and
Terry officiated.

Agnew.

During the afternoon the people at the
track were treated to an equine exhibi-
tion probably never before equaled any-
where. Through the kindness of Super-
intendent John Mackey of the Kancho
del Paso the famous stallions Salvator,
Tenny, Midlothian, Water Cress aud
Goldlinch had been taken to the track,
and were led up and down the quarter-
•tretch before the stands, where S.OOO peo-
ple admired and applauded. The celeb-
rities were "introduced" to the audience
by C. N. Post, who brieily recited their
respective histories.

Salvator and Teuny were rivals for the
turfchampionshiD in 1800. In that year
Salvator defeated" Tenny by a head in a
sensational race. He also broke all rec-
ords by running a mile in 1:35) on a
•traight course. Both are yet young and
fullof spirit, and no doubt if put in con-
dition could to-day show their heels to
the speediest of the runners that per-
formed here during the fair.

•re all beautiful specimens of the thor-
oughbred, and were imported by the
P.ancho del Paso from aoro3s the water.
Goldfinch is tue oldest sou on this conti-
nent of the great English-bred borso Or-
monde, now also owned in California.

Feii From a Boat Yesterday and Was

Drowned.

Sad Result of a Bnthlng Episode—Hla

Companion Was Ihiablo to

Save Him.

A young man named Richard Seawell,
who of late has been omployed in the
horseshoeing establishment of Winters iV.
Morgan, on J street, between Twelfth
and Thirteenth, was drowned in the
river at the loot of M street, ou the Yolo
side, yesterday aJternoon.

In oompauy with another young man
ho Had been bathing in the rivor, alter
which they got into a boat. They had
been In it but & short time when in some
manner .Seaweil fellout. His companion
jumped overboard to rescue him, but was
unable to do so, as Seawell seized hold of
him in such a manner ihat in order to
save hitnsolf he had to break loose from
tho drowning youth and swim to the
shore.

A number of fishermen dra^god the
rivor in the vicinity whore Seawell waa
drowned, ijut did not succeed in recovor-
inir his body.

Seaweil was about IS years of ago, and
has relatives residing on Seventh street,
between Franklin and Webster, in Oak-
land. His lather is engaged in the
house-moving business in that city.

FIGHTING THE ASIATIC CHOLERA.

The Government Insists on a Strict
Quarantine.

Seoratary Lame of the State Board of

Health in Comnaunlcatlou

AVlth "Washington.

In his report of the sanitary condition
of the State lor the mouth of August Dr.
J. K. Lame, Secretary of the .State Board
of Health, says:

Keports from 32 localities, outside of
the larger cities and towns, give lv cases
of pneumonia, 33 ot bronchitis, 11 of
pleurisy, 2 of congestion of tho lungs, 164
ofdiarrhea, 25 of dysentery, 30 of cholera
niorbus, 39 of cholera iniantum, o" of
diphtheria, 6 of croup, 1 of measles, 32 of
whooping-cough, 44 of la grippe. 34 of
typhoid lever, laO of malarial lovers, 1 of
corebro-spinal fever, 7 of erysipelas, 8- of
rheumatism, 41 of neuralgia, 46 of ton-
silitis, 37 ol pharyngtia.

Chicken-pox was reported epidemic at
Folsom.

CUX('I-:i!MN(iASIATIC CHOLERA.
On account of reports of cholera in

China, Japan and thu Hawaiian Islands
the State board deemed it advisable, at a
special mauling bold at >.m Francisco
September :jd,to ask the General Govern-
ment to declare a quarantiuo against all
infected foreign ports, and oniorce the
quarantine laws, rules and regulations of
the United States against them. Such a
request did not c<<ntomplato an inter-
ference with, or an iulringoment on, the
duties of local or municipal hoalth and
quarantine officials. Tho Secretary of
tue Treasury issuos orders to United
Slates Consular ollicurs and to medical
oliicors serving at foreign ports, making
publicly known tho rules and regula- !
lions made by him to bo used and com- j
plied with by vessels in foreign ports for j
securing the best sanitary condition of
such vessels, thoir carguos, passengers i
and crow before their departure lor any
port in iim United Stales and in the
course of the voyage; and all such other
rules aud regulations ns shall be observed
in the inspection of tho same on the ar-
rival thereof at any quarantine station ut
the port Of destination, and for the disin-
fection and isolation of tho same and tho
treutmont of cargo and persons on board,
so as to prevent the introduction of
cholera, yellow fovor or other contagious
and mloctious diseases.

Tho abovo is recited merely to show
that the authority of the wovornmont is
extended far beyond tho jurisdiction of a
municipal quarantine, which cannot de-
cree nor enforce rules and regulations iv
foreign ports, nor on board a vesaol on
its voyage.

The enforcement of regulations at the
port of departure is regarded as more im-
portant, it anything, than the matter of
quarantining at ihu port ol destination,
lor if no uontugious disease germs get
aboard, there will be no quarantine to
undergo whon the vessel reaches port.
While on this subject ie is interesting to
note tfiat tho most advanced sanitary
authorities in the United States leau in
favor of Governmental control of ail
international quarantine.

The Texas Sanitarian, recently made an
unanswerable argument iv its favor.
Michigan, Virginia, Tennessee, Califor-
nia, Uhio aud a number ot other fetates
have, through their officials, at various
times, expressed views in favor of Gov- \
ernmental control. Itwould seem to be
the ideal quarantine, and would relieve
States and municipalities of an enormous
expense.

But there will be no clashing ofauthor-
ity in the event of cholera knocking at 'our doors. There will be harmonious
action aud a determination to prevent
its entrance.

It is a good time for local boards to
clean house by the removal ofall unsan-
itary conditions in towns and villages,
no matter how remote.

The following telegram was received
from Washington September 4th:

"J. It. Lame, M. I>., .Secretary .Stale
Board of Health, Sacramento, (Jab.—
Your telegram has been received. All j
ports on toe Pacific Coast have been in-
spected by Marine Hospital oilicers this
summer and steps taken to perfect every
quarantine deticieucy.

"Consular roports from Honolulu veri-
fied presence of cholera, also at Yoko-
hama.

"All the information is in tho weekly
abstract sanitary reports, which all
quarantine officers receive.

"Strictcompliance with Treasury regu-
lations will bo insisted upon at both lor-
eign aud domestic ports.

"Waltkb H. Wymax,
"Surgeon-General Marine Hospital Ser-

vice."
Itis found necessary to continue an in-

spector against smallpox near the Ari-
zona border. It is propagated princi- I
paily among Mexican inhabitants, near
tho Mexican border, and has prevailed
all summer. It willrequire general vac-
cination to place our people in a condi-
tion of saloiy before the coming winter.
An epidemic ofsmallpox is an expensive
luxury, and no otlort should bo spared
to evade it. Vaccination is surer than
inspection or quarantine.
