Beruiv, Sept. 15,—The military ex-
perts who have just returned from par-
ticipation in the annual maneuvers at
Stettin are unanimous in their praise of
the masterly generalship of Count Von
‘Waldersee, whe reversed the whole pro-
gramme and snatched unforeseen advan-
tages from the Kaiser himself. " The man-
mer in which he conducted his part of the
eperation has confirmed the opinion that
be will be the one to guide the German
armies in the next Kuropean war in
which Germany shall be a comnbatant. As
& tactician, he is almost if not quite the
equal of the late Field Marshal Von
Moltke, and in respect of dash and en-
ergy is second to no Geuneral that Ger-
many bas ever had.

In regard to the fighting qualities of the
German troops, the notions formed by
the various experis and correspondents
differ somnewhat, but in the main are fa-
vorable., One correspoudent says the re-
serve men during the heat of the move-
ments iay about on the ground, making
it look like a battlefieid sirewn with
wounded.. During the climbing of the
slopes for an assauli, the men dropped
ifrom the etiects of the heat as though they
had been shot, and the army doctors rode
around among them and administered
reviving cordials to them. 7The sanitary
corps unfastened the beavy Knapsacks
fromn the fallen men and assisted them to
rise to their feet. The men were always
full of grit, and moved forward as soon
as they were able after they had recovered
their strength.

Your correspondent, who was present
throughout the maneuvers, contends that
tlie men stood the hardships imposed
upon them with wonderful fortitude
without showing fatigue worth mention-
ing. Itis true that many of themn broke
down and’lay by the roadside,
men comprised only a few hundred out
of 120,000,

Of much more serious importance was
the failure of horse material, The cav-
alry became compistely played out, and
the horses of the balloon detachment
were 8o overworked ithat sometimes not
even the severest whipping suliiced to
get them up hill, The weight of the gas
resarvoir also proyed too greal a strain
for the horses, and this shows the neces-
sity for a radical reforin of the military
material.
