District Attorney Ryan's Opinion on

Bridge Repairs.

*i he Board of Supervisors held a meet-
ing yesterday for the purpose of fixing
the tax levy and attending to other busi-
ness that had been deferred from the pre-
vious meeting. Morrison, Dreman,
Todd, Curtis and Jenkins were present.

The bids for construction and repair of
trestles on the Wilder road, near Fergu-
son's, about four miles from Gait, were
opened.

The bidders -were EL Barry and Darby
Lay don tV Co., and the bids were referred
to the Koad Committee, which found that
it would take «ome time to figure them
up, and on motion of Jenkins the matter
was deferred tillafternoon.

The resignation of A. P. Montague of
Gait as Justice of the Peace was accepted,
andaipetition for the appointment of C. EL
Simons was received to lill the vacancy,
lie was nominated by Jenkins and unan-
imously elected.

The Clerk read the report ofthe County
Surveyor on the repairs and trestle at the
iienson i erry bridge near 2sew Hope.

.Morrison s*id that he believed the peo-
ple living iv that vicinity were entitled
to assitttanco iv the matter oi ingress aud
egress. Last winter they were obliged to
bring their milk to the creamery in boats
a part ol the way and in wagons tno real
of the way. The board at that time
promised to do something for them. He
did not fullyagree with the plan ul the
Surveyor, and thought that it, instead of
3§l met ol tro&tie over the sloughs, 417 feet
could be put in, it would allow the peo-
pio to pass over the road at least nine
mouths in the year. The lumber could
be brought up to Benson's Ferry, within
hall a mile, by water, which would re-
duce thu cost materially. He moved that
tho ooard call for bids forthe throe trestles
separately, to t>e opened at the October
uiuetiug, and the motion was carried un-
auimousiy.

\Y. F. Bryant asked that the road in
his district, southeast of Koutier's, ba
opened, all the laud-owners except
Ooorjie iianlon having received their
pay lor the land. The board ordered tno
load opened, and then took a recess until
•Ik>. m.

THE BOARD OF HEALTH WIDEAWAKE

How China Slough Has Been Polluted
Recently.

The Sanitary Officials Say tlie City Is

Iva Fairly Good aud Clean

Condition.

The City Board of Health held an ad-
journed meeting last evening, Drß.
Huntington, Parkinson aud Koss being
present.

The statistical reports of City Physician
Nichols, his assistant, Dr. George W.
Ogden, and other employes of the de-
partment—heretofore published—were
read and ordered liled.

In his report L>r. Nichols, as Health
Officer, says: "1 Hiring the mouth of
August much sanitary work was done,
and the city is in fairly good condition.
No epidemics have appeared during the
summer, aud with banitarv work vigor-
ously prosecuted, 1 trust we may have
none. Cholera is reported in China and
Japan, aud even as near aa Honolulu,
with which place we aro in close com-
munication, causing some danger. Of
course, San Francisco is tho point of
danger, and where the most active meas-
ures must be taken to prevent its in-
vasion. But it behooves us to have our
city clean and in good order, and to be
prepared lor any threatening danger."

Dr. Nichols said his attention had been
called to the kind of garbage which had
been dumped into China Plough at the
Third-street end. lie said he caught a
man in the actor depositing a quantity ol
objeclional garbage in tho slough, and
threatened him with arrest ifhe did not j
desist. The man obeyed the orders from
the City Physician, but said that the
Street Commissioner had given him per- j
mission to do that which he was admou-
niuhed nol to do by tho representative of
tho Hoard of Health.
