Mooseabac Hiver,
Maine; Narragagus River, Maine; Bel-
lamny River, Taunton River, Mussachu-
setts, for a few miles, 156,618, The iari-
tan River in New Jersey is navigable ior
only a few miles, and on fifteen imiles
fromn the mouth to New Brunswick over
$2,100,000 has been expended. This s at
the raie of over $110,000 a mile. Ou Wood-
bridge Creek, N. J., 319,000 was expeunded
on two and a bhaltf miles. All along the
Atlantic Coast we find the names of
small, unimportant streams varying
from two or tihree to twenly miles, that
have been improved at the expense of the
Governmenut. In many instances we find
ihe tonnage given for these streams, and
the amount in many cases is insignifi-
cant compared to the guantity of hay,
grain, wood, ete., that would be shipped
down Feather River to L\lar)'u\'ille if this
stream was made navigable!
