House~to-House Inspection of Sanitary
Conditions In San Francisco.

Sanx Frascisco, Sept. 20,—Owing to
the prevalence of cholera on the Ha-
waiian Islands, and the possibility of the |
introduction cof the disease into this city, |
Chief Crowley has determined to take
all possibie precautions ggainst the
scourge.

This morning he held a cousultation
with Captain Healey and instructed him
to order a house-to-house canvass for the
purpose of compelling all citizens to put
their premises in the best sanitaryv condi-
tion possible. Captain ileaiey thereupon |
issued the following order, addressed to
the various captaius of police:

“*I'he Chiet of Police directs the officers
of your respective districts to make a
house-to-house inspection and report all |
nuisances existing and cowming under
their observance, on blanks wnich will
be furnished by this oflice. Also to
rigidly entorce the provisions of Section
7 of Order No. 1587, relative to the use of
night carts or uncovered swill caris, etc.
Also Sections 3 and 4 of Order No. 2300,
reguiring =eparate receptacles to be kept
on preiwises for garbage and ashes, and
that ail refuse animal and vegeiable |
matter must be deposited in lighters.”

I'he police otlicers will be given blanks
on which they will set down the num-
bers of the houses, the names of the own-
ors and occupants and the condition of
the premises. The inspection is to begin
at once,
