
THE HEIRS OF HENRY WELCH SUED.

An Attorney Demands $8,500 for
Services Rendered.

He Also Wauts a Contract Straight-

ened Out, as He Was Excited

When It Was Drawn.

Henry Welch, who formerly owned
the property at Thirteenth and J streets,

•whero J. F. Hill's carriage factory is now
•ituaied, and also a ranch at Clarksburg,

died in San Francisco about seven years
ago, and after his death his estate fell into
litigation.

George \V. Johnson, an attorney, who
claims this city as his residence, but who
has an oiiice in San Francisco, has com-
menced suit in the Superior Court
against Puttie Munch, John A. Young,
jNlargaret Jane Welch and J. M. Hunter,
her guardian, heirs of the late Henry
Welch, for the recovery of $5,500 alleged
to bo duo for services rendered and
moneys advauced the estate. He has also
applied for an injunction restraining the
defendants from disposing ofthe property

beioro he is paid the" amount he has aued
for.

In bis complaint Johnson alleges that
\u25a0oino o; the heir* employed him lo com-
promise the various controversies and
bring about an early settlement of the es-
tate, lie also alleges that they were with-
out mean* and obtained considerable ad-
vances from him, and alter ward at-
tempted to obtain the inouoy from the
•state without paying him. Johnson
further alleges in hu complaint that the
defendants made contracts in writing
\u25a0with him and afterward attempted to re-
pudiate them.

Itis also alleged that a part of the con-
tract brought into question by the suit
vaa accidentally omitted through the ox-
citemout caused by the death of a barber
Earned McLeod, who was killed by the
cars at Fourteenth and X streets on Janu-
ary 1, 1890, and further by defendant,
John A. Young, drawing a loaded re-
volver on Johnson and threatening to
killhim ifhe did not manage too estate
to suit Young.

The plainturclaims that McLeod, who
was killed by the cars, was a client ofhis,
and that in addition to the excitement
and contusion caused by Young drawing
the revolver and threatening to kill him,
he being at the same time informed of Me-
Leod's death, -aused suoii a mixture of
matters that these small portions of the
contract were mislaid and overlooked.

Those facts, ho claim?, all have some- I
thing todo with iho real issues in the
case, which he states will be moro fully
explained ivcourt.

HISTORY OF HORSESHOES

The English Used Them More Than a
Thousand. Years Ago*

A horse was ridden long before he was
shod, and until it was learned how to put
shoes upon him his greatest usefulness
was not achieved. It is cause lor com-
ment th it the ancients did not really learu
to shoe him long belore they did. They
did put coverings upon the feet of ani-
mals used for draft or burden. These
coverings were made of leather, and even
plaited shoes of hemp were put upon
mules, which, by the way, were ofteuer
ridden in olden times than horses were.
By and by these were made of metal, not
as the animal's foot is faced to-day, but a
metal shoe was made into which tho
horse's foot was placed. The mules
that drove Nero's chariot were shod with
silver shoos, while those for his wife's
"turnout" wera of gold. The 6hai>e
thereof '"deponent saith not." An old
historian tells us that a people living in
Asia used to draw socks over the feet of
the horses when the snow lay deep upon
the ground, and way olfin Kamtchatka
they cover tho leet oftho dogs in the same
way. It seems as if all ancient shoes
were put upon the horse and held there
by some Bort oflacing or strapping. War
horses were not shod in any way, tor Al-
exander once is said to havo marched
until the feet of his horsos wore broken,
while in another expedition of uueiont
days the "cavalry was left behind be-
cause the hoofs of the horses were in bad
condition."

The nearest thing we find to the horse-
shoe of to-day was found in tho y;rave of
an old Kitiir ol France, who died in 481.
There were lour nail holes iv too shoo,
and this is tho lirat mention of nailing on
a shoa. It mijjht be well to notice just
hero the fact that the horseshoe "kept tho
evil spirit away" oven as long a;.-o as iv
the days of this old Kins;, 1,600 years ago,
and was doubtless placed on his gr&ve
for this purpose. A writer iuthe Phila-
delphia Tunes sayp.:

"The superstition that associates the
horseshoe with luck is very old. and pre-
vails aii through Europe and iv [Southern
Asia. Nobody can seem to settle whether
it 13 the iron ot which it us made or its
shape tbat brings good hick. The ancients
believed that iron had wonderful powers,
and when Arabs are overtaken by great
atortns they cry, "Iron! Jron!" which
they do to propitiate the evil spirits iv
charge ot tho storm. \u25a0 As to
its shape, a crescent was a form much fa-
vored by all nations. The Uhinose build
tombs in this sha; e.anu so do tho Moora."
It was lucKy to have a horseshoe around
in oluori tunes, and so the writer sums up
the lucii. ot a horseshoe as found in three
qualities which it possesses: "It is iiiado
of iron, it is the shape of a crosceut, aud
it has been worn by a horse."

So we find thuiu gilded and baribboned
in "milady's parlor" aud rusty and red
above the stable door, aud all lor the sake
of the phantom, "luck," or to drive away
tho ".spirits" of our own invention. A
shoe for "luck" should never behun^ up
with the open down, because then tho
"luck" willrun out.—The Horseman.
