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FOREIGN AFFAIRS.

Socialists Recasting the Pro-
gramme for Their Congress.

TRYING TO CONCILIATE VIEWS OF
SOUTHERN DELEGATES.

Programme for the Unveiling of the
Monument to the Memory of Em-
peror Frederlck III. at Woerth Far
Enlarged Beyond the Original Ideas
=Prediction That the Next Meeting
of the Reichstag ana Landtag Will
be a Quiet and Business-Like Gath=

ering.

BERLIN, Sept. 22.—The Socialist lead-
ers are busily engaged in recasting their
programme for the Socialist Congress,
which will open in Breslau on October
6th, and have greatly modified their pro-
posed resolutions in regard to the agra-
rian reforms. This action is taken ap-
parently with a view of conciliating the
opposition of delegates in the southern
part of Germany. Judging from the
temper of six public meetings which have
been held in Berlin during the past week,
it will not be agrarian guesiions, but
rather plans of defense against state re-
pression that will absorb the attention of
the congress.

At the meetings mentioned Herren
Leibknecht, Bebel, Singer and other lead-
ing Socialists spoke as though they bad
positive knowledge that a-coup d’etat
&gainst the sufirage was intended by the
Government, and they were unanimous
in exhorting the party to ciose their ranks
and present a determined front to the
common enemy. Despite these warn-
ings and appeals, however, many men of
influence in the Socialist party express
belief that there was no danger from the
source or of the character mentioned, and
insisted that reform of the internal or-
ganization of the party ought to be the
leading question discussed.

Finally, however, at five of the six
meetings resolutions were carried re-
quiring the Breslau Congress Lo consider
the position of the Socialist members of
the Reichsiag, and also to limis the an-
nual payment of members to 3,000 marks
& year as the maximum amount, with a
reduction in the case of those members
who earn their living as editors and in
other pursuits. The speakers, outside
of those who were paid ror_lbeir services,
freely expressed their indignation that
cersain of their comrades should not feel
ashamed to live in a nabob style of com-
fort upon the hard-earned pfennigs of
the workingmen, many of whom are
getting only fourteen marks a week for
their work.

It is certain that the congress will ap-
prove the resolutions in regard to the
salaries of members of the executive
cominittee, with sharply drawn lines

touching the compensation paid to cer- !

tain others in the party for services more
or less valuable. With the passage of

these resolutions there will disappear

fromn the ranks of socialism a number of |

men who are attached to the party
chiefly, if not wholly, for the sake of
the money they get out of it.

Herren Vollmar and Grilienberger will
not be able to attend the congress. Herr
Vollmar is threatened with cerebral con-
geostion, and it is not probable that he
will recover in timme to make his appear-
ance in the Reichstag during the coming
session. Herr Grillenberger is very ill
with a disease of the larynx, and his re-
covery is also uncertain. The absence of
these leaders from the congress is regret-
table, in view of
Herren Auer and Seifert to face thie other
leaders who are bent upon challenging
them for taking partinthe Sedan Day
celebrations. By manipulating the vote
for delegates, Herren Bebel and Leib-
knecut were able to secure a majority
against the celebrations, and on Friday
soveral Socialist communal deputies of
Rexdorfs resigned because of the packed
meeting preventing them frowm approviug
the celebratious.

If the Congress, led by Bebel and Leib-
knecht, should pass a resolution of cen-
sure and denunciation of the natlonal
fetes, it is absolutely certain that the po-
lice, who are watcning the socialists, will
break up the meeilng and arrest the lead-
ers.

According to advices from St. Peters-
burg agents of an Ameriean company are
in negotiation with Russian companies
with a view of supplying tbem with 200
new locomotives. I'ie American ageuts
met the Russiaus at Niji Novogara on
Saturday, wuen it was decided that an
American company should be formed for
the purpose of establishing a locomotive
factory in Russia, the works to be man-
aged by Aiuericans.

Dr. Poliini of Hamburg has contracted
with Maurice Grau to conduct a series of
German operas in New York. The
foundation stoue of a new theater in the
west end of Berlin, to ve called the kaiser
Wilkeliu Theater, has been laid. The
building is to cost 2,500,000 marks. The
Resideuz Theater has scored a hit by the
production of the comedy **Der Raben-
vater.”” Souzogune, of the Milan Opera-
house, opened & season of Italian opera
in the Linden Theater last week, but the
venture was not successtul, and the sea-
son will be prematurely closed T'hursday.

the Mayor had aittempted to carry out the
law. It was the universal opinion that
the Mayor’'s course was damaging to the
city, and while ithe business men favored
the general observance of the law they
did not favor extreme enforcement. This
meeting was the means of bringing the
Mayor to his senses in the matter, and
during the past two Sundays the Mayor
bas paid no attention to the law what«
ever, except that he has kept his cigar-
stand closed, —New York World.
