
THE DEMOCRATS' BIENNIAL CIRCUS.

It Had Many Ringmasters, and
Clowns Galore.

Au Exhibition at Armory Hall That

Wus Never surpassed on the

Pacific Coast.

Talk about monkey-and-parrot and
beer garden functions! The preliminary
session ot the Democratic City Conven-
tion, held at Armory Hall on Saturday
nieht, double discounts any performance
that three hundred versatile monkeys
and as many chattering parrots could
orowd into live hours of tomfoolery.

There have been some high old po-

litical gatherings here in years past

"under the auspices" of the Democratic
party, but in its palmiest days that party

never put up such an exhibition as it
gave on Saturday night. Tor live mortal
hours the rival factious that sougnt to

control the convention wrangled and
yelled, and fought, and swore, aud gen-
erally conducted themselves like a lot of
crazy beings, without being able to de-
cide ou anything or to do any business.

It was Steinman and auti-Steinman,
and the convention disbanded at 1 o'clock
tv the morning of the sabbath day, after
having been in session since 8 o'clock the
preceding evening, aud all it hud been
able to do was to elect a Chairman to

whom about one-half tho delegates
would not listen, whom a lew grossly in-
suited, and whose rulings were invari-
ably hooted down.

They will try itagain to-night, and un-
less the delegates have been shamed into
a determination to act like men, rather
than monkeys, there is reason to believe
that instead of one convention aud one
ticket, the result will again be a divided
Democracy and rival lists ofcandidates
for the several offices to be filled. Indeed,
this is what several prominent Demo-
crats declare wiil be the result.

The Central Cammittee presented its
\u25a0how to a large audience. Of the 300
delegates appointed there were abo.i

present, with several hundred other
Democrats aud about as many Republi-
cans, Populists and persons of other
political organizations in the galleries
and about the lioor of the hall.

The rival candidates for the nomina-
tion for Mayor—Steinman, Lawton and
Leonard —were all there, each confident
of victory.

When Chairman Beard ofthe City Cen-
tral Committee called tho convention to
order it was exactly fclO o'clock. At^h&t
time but one-half itiodelegates had taken
their seals and it was souue time before
order could bo obtained.

Mr. Beard staled that, two years ago, at
the memorable convention held iv the
same hall, ths present City Central Com-
mittee was elected, and ever sinoe had
tried to do its duty. He said it had re-
ceived the Widorsomeut of the Democracy
ofthis city for its untiring energy iv be-
half of the party. The Democracy had
no time to lose in making experiments,
und the man to be nominated for Mayor
was cno who desired to see the city of
Sacramento progress.

It. v. Cravens nominated J. W, Hughes
lor temporary Chairman. K. M. Clariteu
nominated C. M. Harrison.

All this time the utmost confusion pre-
vailed. Everyone was talking at once or
yelling at the top of his voice.

When the name of T. F. ilanlon was
called M. J. Desmond, Clerk of the Police
Court, jumped up aud shouted, "ilauley
is not here, for f have hia proxy in my
own pocket!"

Mr. Desmond was informed by George
Vice that Mr. Hanlon's name was called,
and not that ofHanley.

"Thai's all right, then," said Desmond,
"but I'm watching you fellows, anyhow."

J. S. Carroll, a member of the City Cen-
tral Committee, deuiauded that Owen
Sheridan's name be stricken from the
roll-call, on the ground that he was not
present.

Sheridan was present, however, aud ho
walked up to the platform and showed
himself. Carroll said nothing, but took
his seat.

After a fashion the roll was called, but
it took two hours to do it, and it was ap-
parent to everyone that it was impossible
to have a perfect roll-call under the cir-
cumstances, for amid the wild confusion
men were yelling to have their votes
changed, others declared they hadn't
voted at all, and the Secretaries were
vainly trying to get the "absentees" to
record their votes.

When the roll had beon called and it
became apparent to those who had kept
run of it as best they could that Hughes
had beeu elected by a small majority, tne
turbulouce increased, but it was

ONLY THE FORERUNNER
Of impending trouble. Delegates who j
had the courage to do so, aud some that
had tuoir leaders act for them, demanded
that their votes be changed. There was
such an uproar that hardly a word Chair-
man Heard said could be heard.

J. S. Carroll challenged the vote of
Fred. Keezal of the Ninth Ward, on the
ground that he was not present and that j

Chairman Beard rapped in vaiu for or-

der, but the delegate^ heeded him not.and
then ho frantically called upon tue Cap-
tain of l'oiico to suppress the turbulent
spirits and restore peace. Asa last resort
he appointed Steve Wilson and Paddy
Nash Sergeants-at-Arms, and instructed
them to compel the delegates to take their
Heatij. This only made matters worse, for
Nash was continually in a turmoil with
delegates, and on one occasion he and a

' young man named Powers, Mayor Stein-
man's fetenographer, got into an alterca-
tion, which had to be mopped by the po-
lice.

THE NEW CHAIRMAN.
Chairman Hughes here came forward

and announced that no business couid be
I transacted until every delegate was in
his seat. As the noise still ooutinued, he
reiterated his warning, and comparative
quiet was finally restored after he had
appointed P. .Nash, S. Wilson, 1. Mooser,
Charles Seriver, 11. W. Schadt, D. En-
right, Hen Bailey and J. L. Siller as
Sergeants-at-Arms and directed them to
dear the iloor ofall disturbers aud to see
that every delegate was in his seat.

The Chairman also appointed James <J.
Davis, Jr. and D. J. Mannix as Ser-
geants-at-Anns, but they refused to serve.In taking the chair .Mr. Hughes said hodesired to thank the delegates for thohonor conferred on him. Ithad always
been a distinguished honor to preside
over a Democratic Convention in Sacra-
mento. [Suppressed laughter.] Ho
asked the hearty, earnest and aiucero co-
operation ofthe delegates in maintaining
order, and confidently expected to re-
ceive it.

Never, in his judgment, iv the history
of the party in Sacramento had it hail
such au opportunity to uioet the whole
ticket. It hml been a saying iliat tho
party could always be relied on to make
a mistake fit the right lime, but the uolit-
i :ai history ol the city showed that all the
Democrats had to u'o was to wait for the
mistakes of the Republicans. The op-
portunity had beun given to them now,
aud ail they hud to do was to take ad-
vantage of it.

LITTLE ROY GOULD AS A FIREBUG.

A Six-Year-Oid Youngster's After-
noon's Pastime.

Little o-year-old Roy Gould, who lives
with his parents in the southwestern
part of the city, distinguished himself on
Saturday afternoon by starting two fires
that resulted in several huudred dollars'
damages to property.

The child appears to have a mania for
setting tiros, aud something will have to
be done to prevent him from giving fur-
ther rein to his oaildiah desire to see
things buru.

Tho first fire ou Saturday was In the
basement of Smith's Hall building, on
Seventh street, between Xaud L, where
a large quantity of balod hay was stored.
It was an ugly lire to handlo, but
the firemen met wilh an addi-
tional obstacle iv the person of
tho owner of the property, who insisted
ou managing the fire department, officer
Maley, who discovered the fire and
turned in the alarm, had to interfere
and keep Smith from hindering the
operations of the firemen. For this lie
was roundly abused by tho excited
Smith, who declared ho would have the
oii. era star lakeu from him.

The firemen got tho best of the fire and
saved the building, though a few hundred
dollars' damage was done to iho lower
siory, ami considerable hay ruined by
lire and water.

The firemen had no more than gotten
the fire under control when a sued in tiio
rear of Campbell's stable, in the alloy
that runs through tho block next on the
west, began to Dlaze. The shed, a quan-
tity ol hay and a portion of the r<
the stable adjoining were burned, but all
the noises and vehicles were removed iv
good season.

Chief Engineer Guthrio and the police
were informed by a boy that the Gould
child had sol the latter lire, ana hu was
arrested. At first the little fellow denied
any knowledge of the origin of iho fires,
but subsequently he admitted that ho hud
set them.

110 aUo confessed to having started the
fire that destroyed lieesly tv sou's gro-
cery stoic on X Btreet, i.> :^r Lligntb, a
week or so ago, but afterward, iv the
presence of his father, be denied this.
