There were eight different accusations
against each Supervisor, making thirty-
two in all, and the accusations bsing alike
on each count, to the effeot that the
Supervisor cast his vote for the payment
of the claim set forth in the accusation,
contrary to the form, force and efiect of
the statutes in such case made and pro-
