
THE SHOOTING SEASON IS AT HAND.

Game Reported Plentiful in All Di-
rections.

Good Results of Even Partial Protec-

tion—Now Is the Timo for Bull-

head Plover.

Sportsmen are rubbing up their shot-
guns, loading cartridges aud otherwise
preparing for the shooting season, which
opens on the loth ot this month, ono

week from to-morrow.
Reports from the tule section are to the

eilect that ducks are more plentiful thau
ior years past at this early date, and are

oomiug in quite freely from the north.
Thero waß plenty of water in the tules
last summer and the birds bred there in
larce numbers. Tlie outlook is for ox-

cellent shooting until the heavy rains
cause the game to scatter over the val-
leys.

From the foothills reports are to the
effect that the quails had a good breeding
season aud are very plentiful. The pro-
hibition of market shooting in El Do-
rado County the last two years has prob-
ably saved from a quarter to a half-mill-
ion Oirds there, and this will make excel-
lent shooting lor all who wish to obtain
birdß for their own or friends' consump-
tion aud at the same timo have some
rare sport.

This ia the season for "bullhead"
plover, and uo doubt the Yolo plains are
now covered with these very toothsome
bird. While they do not afford the best
of sport for tne huuler, they are certainly
worth the trouble of shooting them, lor
their llesh is very delicate and of excel-
lent ilavor.

The best way to hunt them ia to have a
.steady horse aud shoot from buggy or
oart. The safer way is to have someone
along to drive while you shoot. The
birds eau occasionally be approached on
loot, but after beiug hunted for a few-
days they become quite shy and then a
horse and vehicle is uecessary to enable
oue to get near them.

Un Saturday a Portuguese halted his
inouutain wagon in front ol a K-street

\u25a0tore, raised a cloth that covered its con-
tents and pulled out the carcass of a doe,
which lie laid upou the sidewalk.

A member of the lire department
looked at ihe doe and then called the
mau aside aud talked earnestly with him
for a low moments, whereupon the latter
gathered up his doe. threw it into the
wagon, coverea it up and drove away.

This fellow :s do doubt "agin" the
\u25a0State game laws, though their existence
Uo not seem to trouble him much.

Iv this connection it may bo stated that
a uiarket in this city recently had veni-
son on sale ior a week, lt was a line op-
portunity for "the poor man" so often
heard of to feast ou venison steaks, but as
beef aud mutton could be had fur less
lhan one-halt the price of the deer meat,
the poor men did not buy it, ot course.

They uover do, iv :act. It is ouly rich
people that buy venison. Before deer
were protected as they are now they were
so scarce that not more man a half-dozen
carcasses ever found their way to market
in thit city, and the meat was never sold
at a hgure that poor peouie could aiiord to
pay.

Now, however, the poor man has just
au equal show with everyone. He c.tn
go out iv the hills aud kill dear without
much trouble, ior thoy are pleutiml
everywhere. Formerly only tne rich
could spare the time and money neces-
sary to iuduige in deer-hunting, for the
few deor there were had to be sought iv
far-away places.

This shows what game protection does
for the poor man. When the shooting !
season o,n;n*. any man who may be able I
lo procure a ;;uti and cartridges can go
oul and get a good bag of ducks or \u25a0

within a reasonable distauce oi the city,
whereas, il game hud uot had better pro-
tection the la*^ Jew years than formerly
there wouid vow be nothing for iho poor
man to shoot.

1o bo dure, thore are plenty of sneak-
ing game law violators, even now, and
tiic-ic- fellows are killing ducks ami snar-
ing quail, which they are smuggling into
the cities and selling to hotel and restau-
raul keepers. Hub class of market
hunters are the poor men's enemies, lor i

If their work was not restricted lo some \u25a0

extent they would exterminate the game !
iv a very few years. But tney are not
the oniy class that slaughters game in the
dose season, as the incident published
below demonstrates.

If the present game laws were enforced
as they should be, California would soon
bave plenty ol game everywhere for the
legitimate use of her people. The pro-
hibition of cold storage and the restric-
tion of market shooting are features of
the law that everyone not engaged iv
either capacity should uphold.

DUCK SLAUGIITEB-CBS.

Two of Them Caught lv the Act by
Game Warden Helm*.

Game Warden Helms arrested two
young men yesterday named Emil Hess
and Charles Schaw, catching them in the
ao: of violating the law by shooting
ducks dowu in the "locket," south of the
city.

Helms was in the tules watching for
law-breakers aud saw three men who
were huuting ducks. Two of them fired !
into a Hook that was sitting on the water, j
killingseveral of tbem. One duck was
orippled and was making o:l when
Helms said to tho men: "there is ono
that willget away !"

< 'ne of the men waded in and got the
bini, and Helms arrested him and took I
possession of the ducks. The other men i
got away and hid in the tules.

Helms came to town with hia prisoner i
aud piaced him in the County Jail, and
j.!*!as he drovo into the alley where ho
kept his horse the other two men came
driving down the alley and he arrested
one, letting the other go, as, although be
had shot at ducks, the I *amu Warden had
seen him kill none.

Halms had placed the ducks iv cold
storage to be used as evideuco in ihe case,
but he learned subse piont.y that one of
the men waa employed in the place where
they were stored, and he removed them
to another place. Ihe two men secured
bail last night and woro released.

ii..Ms went back to "Tbe Pocket"
night and found several Portuguese pre-
paring to shoot on the evening hight,
wheu the ducks on the Yolo side were
driven across by the gunners who are

..y slaughtering them tliere. Some
ol them ilhreaiened to kuock out his
brains with their guns, but as he stay., d
on the ground thoy gave up their nhooi-
ing and weut home disgusted.

BUNCO WORKERS.

How a Pair ot Thorn Tried to Rob a
-onildlntf Youth.

A couple of bunco thievos came very
near doing up a gullible young Swede ou
Saturday with the pu/.zio-box trick. They
encountered him at Eleventh and 0
streets, aud got him to bet $60 that lie
could open the harmless-looking little
box that one ofthem carried.

As soon as he got out his money oue of
the thieves grabbed *it, aud would have
made oil with it, bat the muscular 3-oinig
Swede grabbed lain at the same time.
They were having an up-and-down timo

ofit whenia couple ofcitizens came along,
and compelled the bunco man to give up
the money. He then joined his pal, and
they both hastened away.

The funeral procession started from
Fourth and I streets. At its head, in a
close carriage, rode four musiciaus.
Another carriage containing four other
musicians brought up tho rear ofthe pro-
cession. Following the lirst band came
the hearse carrying the deceased. Tiie
column moved up Fourth slreet to J,
thence to Second, thence to I, and up tho
latter street to the Helvetia Cemetery.

Ah "Hutch," who is usually the Grand
Marshal on such occasions, was not "in
it" yesterday, and had to be content with
a seat by the driver of oue ofthe hacks
bringing up the rear of the procession.
He may have been deprived of his pea-
cock leather, but he was allowed his
ciiiar.

Xo doubt it was on occount of
"Lutch's" services being dispensed
with that two or three disputes occurred
ou the way to the cemetery. Three or
four halts were made on I streot, occa-
sioned by the numerous pall-bearers and
assistant mourners disputing about the
propriety of the chief mourner, a China-
woman, beiug conveyed to the cemetery
iv a hack. Sue waa finally bundled into
tho vehicle, and tho luneral wended ns
way.

LYNCHERS, BEWARE.

Governor Uudd Wants iliein All l'rose-
cated.

It has been announced from tbe <-ov-
ernor's otliee that he is about to oiler a
reward of jfoud for tho arrest aud convic-
tion of the men who lynched Lawrence
Johnson, William Null, Louis Marino
and Garland Semler in Yreka, Siskiyou

County, on the _'ith of last August. The
victims all had murder charges pending
against them.

The Governor will also offer a reward
ol 5500 lor the arrest and conviction of
tho-o who lynched Jack Littlelield in
Mendocino County the other day.

.V couule of months ago a man named
Lewis Adams was lynched m Merced
County for killing his father-in-law, and
the Governor will aiao oiier a reward in
thai c.iso.

He says that lynchings in this State
must slop, aud in tue cases referred to he
will send detectives lo ascertain who tho
lynchers were if tho county officers do
not reply satisfactorily to inquiries he
wiil make concerning ineir identity.

HOW SOME VERDICTS ARE REACHED.

A Case That Came to Light in Judge
Hinkson's Court.

Several Convicted Persons Uecelved

Sentences on Saturday—llecruits

for Folsom.

Superior Judge Hinkson, in whose
court there has beau a number of con-
victions in criminal cases lately, held
quite a levee on Saturday, the occasion
being the passing of sentences on several
prisoners.

Joe JohnßOu, a colored man of huge
proportions, was ordered put away in
Folsom Prison for two years for embez-
zling giiuu from S. T. D. While, a show-
man. In sentencing him Judge Hinkson
said tho prisoner had been unfortunate iv
falling iuto the hands of oue of the par-
ties directly interested iv the case, an
herb doctor who got Johnson to write
Smith's will, aud then had the latter sign
it. If it had uot been for the doctor, said
the court, Johnson would not have left
the city with the money, but would have
remained here and carried out the pro-
visions of the will. White did not die,
and was a witness in the case.
