
BLOODY AFFRAY SUNDAY MORNING.

A Quartet of Revelers Quarrel and
Then Fight.

William Derman Struck With a Hick-

ory Club and Knocked

Insensible.

A young man named William Derman
lies in a critical condition at his home at

Fifteenth and E streets, the result of an
injury received in a fight in which he

\u25a0was involved about 3 o'clock yesterday
morning.

The injury was inilicted with a portion
of a hickory wagon bolster by James J.
Moßride on Sixth street, between X

and L.
Derman, a friend of his named C.

Maugan, on the one side, and Moßnde and

another young man named Joe Hamil-
ton, on tbe other, became involved in a

dispute on the northwest corner of Sixth

and Lstreets, which ended iva fight. What

happened immediately preceding tho

light and the striking of Derman on the

head by Moßride is best told by an eye-

witness, who related to a Rkcokd-Umon*
reporter what ho Bftw and heard.

lie said he was aroused from his
\u25a0lumbers in his room iv the Berkshire
building, at Sixth and L streetß, by loud
talking. On looking out of his window
he observed four young men engaged in

a heated controversy. Two of them, he
says, insisted on fighting with the other
two. The other pair, whose descriptions
lally with those of Derman and Mangan,

aoted as though they did not waut to
fight aud made an etVort to get away.

Tbe others were so persistent in their de-
eire to light tbat Derman and his lrieud
finally accepted the deli.

Tbe fight was a vicious one and lasted

for some minutes, when Mcßride cried
tbat he had had enough, and there the
fight stopped.

After they had partly brushed the dust
and dirt Irom their clothes they ap-
parently canio to the conclusion that they
had made fools ofthemselves, and held a
\u25a0ort of a love feast. This, however, said
the gentleman who claims to have seen
from his window all that transpired, was
cut short by Mcßride seizing the piece of
wagon-bolster and striking Deruiau a
terrific blow on the right side ofthe head.
The effect ot tha blow was not instanta-
neous. Derman called to his friend Man-
gan to look out, as Moßride had a club in
his hands.

In the meantime Derman walked to
Sixth and X streets, where he fell on the
sidewalk. Blood rushed from his ears and
mouth, and it was thought he would die
before daylight. The patrol wagon was
immediately summoned by officer
Logue, and Derman was taken to the Re-
ceiving Hospital, where it was ascer-
tained that be was seriously injured. He
did not regain consciousness untill three
or four hoars afterward, when he was
taken to his home.

Mcßride, Hamilton and Manlgan were
taken to the police statiou by Logue,
Maley and Hayes, where Mcßride ad-
mitted having struck Derman. Mauigan
und Hamilton were charged with dis-
turbing the peace. >*o charge will be
put against Mcßriue pending the result
ofDerman'a injuries.

oilicer Logue, who arrested the parties
engaged In the fracas, understands the
case somewhat ditlorontly. He says that
when the men reached Sixth and X
streets he was not far away and heard a
bard blow struct. He then saw tbe men
ana rau to the spot, where he found Der-
man lying on the sidewalk unconscious,
with Moßride bending over him aud
trying to resuscitate him. The other two
—Derman's friend and Mcßride's friend,
respectively—Lad run away.

Mcßride took Derman's head on his
lap and aid all in his power to restore
him to consciousness. He even went for
water for his lallen foe.

The officer, believing Derman to be
past all help, as the blood flowed freely
from his ear, first arrested the other two
men and then had Derman taken to the
Deceiving Hospital. He says he under-
stood that it was Derman and Mangan
who had been so anxious to fight.

Derman, the injured man, was thought
to be improving last night. De is an
employe ofJ. N. Phillips, the jeweler.

Now and tben au incident occurß to
warrant the assertion bo frequently made
tbat a large portion of tbis community is
very gullible, at least in mercantile
circles. Let some fakircome along witb
a "special edition" proposition to show
up tbe resources of Sacramento in tbe
Bungtown Flagstaff or some other ob-
scure sheet, and tbe cbancos are tbat be
willfind enough business men ready to
put several hundred or thousand dollars
in bis Docket for—nothing.

Yet some of these same merchants
never think of advertising tbeir busiuess
iv legitimate newspapers of wide circula-
tion and which pay out thousands of dol-
lars weekly right in their own city. Tbis
class of business men seemingly like to

be gulled, for tbey are continually being
swindled, but come up smiling as eacb
new swindler comes along and gives
them a little "tatty."

Tbe latest piece of bunco business
practiced upon a portion of tbe commun-
ity was tbe formation of a "aYlerchants'
Protective and Guarantee Association
and Colleotiou Agency."

The promoter thereof was a stranger of
course, and he got quite a number of
merchants to put up §10 each for "mem-
bership" in bis association.

Tbe fellow, wbo gave his name as
Harry Reynolds of Chicago, worked the
racket ior all there was iv it lor a lew
weeks, collected bad bills for tbe mem-
bers of hia association, pocketed the
money, paid nothing for bis board, and
linally skipped tbe town witb a nice lit-
tlo "wad" ofmoney ln his inside pocket.

Wbilo business was brisk be took in a
! partner, George Bogote, wbo turned over
I all bis collections io Reynolds, and the
I partner now realizes tbat be was taken in
ln a double sense.

There are several collection agencies in
this city conducted by men wbo have
lived here foryears and have tbe confi-
dence of tbe public. Home of the men
legitimately engaged ln tbat business are
taxpayers aud all are interested in tbe
city's welfare. Yet there wore mer-
chants only too ready to take up a
smooth-tongued stranger and give him
the business they should have given to

j tbeir townsmen.
The victims of Harry Reynolds of Chi-

cago may sympathize witb one another
in their misery, but others are only
laughing at them.

GOOD, STRAIGHT TALK.

Belligerent**).

Ifwe bad a Jackson or a Grant at the
head of allairs to-day the arrogant and
insolent tone of Spain would soon be-
come as mild as that of a cooing dove.
To proclaim that death or deportation
awaits every Cuban lighting for tho same
independence lor which our own fore-
fathers battled more than a hundred years
ago, should enlist every American iv the
advocacy of "Cuba's libre."

For seven long yean tbe men wbo
made tbe I ni ted Stales what it ls, sacri-
ficed their lives and their lortunes at tbe
altar ofliberty, and those who survived
saw their country relieved from the op-
pression of foreign despotism and be-
come a harbor or refuge lor the oppressed
of all nations.

In those trying times a nation '>,000
miles away gave the people struggling
fur liberty not alouo its sympathy but
the material aid that made victory possi-
ble. America has never ceased to bo
grateful to France for her practical sym-
pathy, and next to the stars aud stripes
in American hearts is tbe tri-oolor of our
sinter republic far over tho sea.

lfFrance was generous euougb to ex-
tend this support to the struggling colo-
nists, it would be a disgraco to tbe Amer-
ican name to see tbe brave patriots of
Cuba, our uelghbors and friends, over-
whelmed by the hirelings of aa c;'< to
>panish monarchy. Spain is a nation
that iias lost no opportunity to show Its
dislike lo tbe American Kepublio as the
foremost champion of universal liberty,
and tbere is no reason to be discovered in

eitber diplomacy or delicacy why the
governmeut established by tbe Cuban
revolutionists should not be recognized
as a belligerent power.

Ifit should bo done, Cuba would be
freo in sixty days, and we wouid have
earned the eternal gratitude of lis people.

the following opinion relative to the
legality of advertising certain legal mat-
ters in weekly newspapers:

"Jfarri., Bros., 3fcrced Star, Merced —
(iKMi.EMKN : Replying to your favor of
recent date, and to your question as to
whether or not a legal publication for a
franchise can be mado in a weekly paper,
1 am of the opinion that under the pro-
visions of an Act apprpved March '23,
1803 (Statutes 1803, 288), every such pub-
lication must be made in a daily news-
paper.-and ihat the advertisement must
continue every day lor at least ten days.
Therefore, a publication in a weekly
newspaper would not be legal,"
