Under the
existing tarifl theduties upon petroleums
are levied in Italy, not according to the
bulk, but according to the specific weight.
This has worked to the disadvantage of
the Russian product.

REVOLT 1IN INDIA.
A Body ot Rebels Meet In Battle With
soldlers, Defeating the Latter.

Boysay, Oct. 13.--A serious condition
of aflairs exists in Goa, a territory in In-
dia owned by Portugal. Receuntly a body
of rebels, said to have numbered 1,500,
stopped a detachment of Portuguese
troops, commanded by a Lieutenant, who
were going to San Quillim, Sharp light-
