The Case of Solomon Cited — Yonns

Men Should Have a Pur-

pose In Life*

At the Sixteenth-street Lutheran
Church last evening the pastor, Key. W.
S. Hoskinaon, chose for the subject of bis

sermon, "Rejoicing in youth" iEccl. ii.,
Vj. Solomon, be said, liked to be in
touoh with youth. lie was always young
and wanted to be. Even when old be
was young. Like Gladstone some time
ago, when asked his age, said: "Iam SO
years young." Solomon rejoiced in hav-
ing a guiding inlluence over the youug.

lie was a true preacher in this. Itis our
great delight to have companionship and
guiding influence over the youug.

Too often it ia the case that young men
and preachers do not understand each
other. Both are to blame. Youne men

will not show the preachers their best
Bide and preachers will not Bhow young
men their human side. And bo many
young men come to estimate preachers
about as Sydney Smith did. He said
there are "three sexes, men women and
preachers." Now preachers are not a
freak of nature; they are simply human
beings.

Now, I do confess a partiality for
young men. Iknow they are not angels.
ludeed I feel sure they are worse than

moat preachers think, and also are they
better than most poachers think. That is,
they are a medley, a sort of mixture of
good and bad. We hare traveled with
them by rail and by steamer, and when

free to show themselves at their worst
And they were pretty bad sometimes;
aome would have thought them com-
pletely gone in depravity. But again the

conversation would turn, ana this one
and that one would say how he esteemed
this truly religious man or how much he
loved his Christian mother. And be-
neath a rough exterior we saw a very ten-
der noart and love for the good.

Many a young man has gone home
from a drunken debauch to cry aloud to
tjod for forgiveuess and help.

There is much good in young men. and
•we want to respect the good and call it
out to that which is better.

Now, as a help to this, we want every
young man to believe in his destiny. By
this we do not mean that fortune will
favor every one. Not every one is going
to be President of the United States or
Governor of California, or even Mayor of
Sacrameuto. No, not that; but that God
has made you and kept you for a purpose.
Itis not a blind late thai has your life and
has leit you a foundling at the doorstep
of creation. God is your father, and he
has put you here, free born to labor and
to learn. In the scheme of this world
there is a place for you, and with powers
aud talents you are placed here as a work-
man to do your part. Thus it is, then,
you have a destiny, and there is a reason
and purpose for your existence.

Too many of our day go on and think
that life has no purpose. Thoy pick a
tiower here and there. They while away
the hours, talk and laugh and drink, and
dance, not to gather strength for to-uiur-
row's work, but just to jass" the tiiuo.
They never ask, "What am i here for ?"
"What am Ito become?" "What am I
to do?" "What am 1 now (loing to ful-
lillmy destiny?" Trities taKe the time.
That young man looking out of the school
window aud up into the fcky, what is lie
thinking about? Uf his destiny? And
tnorju young men, with the luuaes of
BinoKe rising above them, are they dis-
cussing ttieir part in the great battle of
life ? Or is it their part in the next great
ball?

Just drifting with the tide, down the
stream of time, singing as the boat skims
along over the waves. Drifting all
through, the happy golden morning of
youth undor the beautiful .sky, thinking
that it is enough simply to live. Happy
crowd; we are glad to see you happy.
i;ut think ol' those words: " Kojoice
yountr man in thy youth," etc They
would not check your joy and giaduess,
and quiet your merriment, and cut oil
your pleasures and make you 1e93 gay.
(Solomon wants you to foel that you
should have a purpose in life. Youth, as
well as old age, God brings to judgment.

This seed-time is important, and you
are real and responsible with work to do,
and «»od to look on while you do it. You
have a destiny here and vow, and you
cannot fail in it unless you fail by your
own neglect. You are the keeper of this
destiny—the maker ot it. No mysterious
band makes your fatejfur you at ail. A
freo will is yours, aud you make or break
of yourself. You must work out your

salvation down on the street as here in
the sanctuary.

God has purchased a salvation for you
and given it to you freely—freely. It is
like a garden. You aro to make it bloom
and blossom with roses and fruits or
weeds and thistles.

Some things surround to help or
hinder, but you have the control —you
are boss. Circumstances may be cap-
tured and made to serve, like enemies'
guns. Your destiny you make as you
will. Your will and your destiny are
yours and you submit them to no one
but the willof God.

Never think you cannot help doing
wrony, neglecting duty; you can, God
helping you. Trust In God and you can
always do the right.

And this is not boasting or vanity.
Vanity fixes a man's thoughts on him-
self, not on his work. The true work-
man forgets himself in bis work. And
this is not ordinary ambition, but aspira-
tion. See the difference between the two:
Ambition wishes to have what aspiration
desires to deserve. Ambition wishes to
seem what aspiration desires to be. In
politics ambition makes demagogues;
aspiration makes patriots. In religion
ambition makes hypocrites: aspiration
makes saints. Ambition seeks wealth
and fame as linal ends of life; aspiration
seeks them as means to promote the wel-
fare of man ana glory of God. Itis the
belief that God has joined together our
destiny and our will. That maKea aspira-
tion and lifts a youug man far above the
animal and crowns him with glory.

What aspiration shall lead you to do is
not for me to say. Look to God for that
light. (July this: true aspiration will
biake any work sweet and glorious. It
made the work ofthe carpenter of Naza-
roth holy and threw a bright halo around
the tents made by Paul, and it will give
grace and beauty to any work you do.

Take hold, then, of any honest work.
Don't wait. Don't wait for something to
turn up. Turn something up. Don't
wait for some one to die and leave you a
destiny. Don't hang,around tryiug to
marry a destiny. Go out 'with the
strength God gives and make your own.

Yours is the most glorious time in
which it has been permitted mortals to
live. These are the fair, shining days
brought along by the coming of Jesus of
Nazareth. America, in which you live,
is another name for opportunity. Look
.about you, see America and the coming
in of the twentieth century ! Thank God
that you live in such a day. And may
the very thought arouse your holiest in-
spirations and noblest energies. Now,
every true etlprt will get its reward,
every aspiration that is worthy will have
a thousand doors opening to it. Glorious
is the privilege to be living in our day.
Kejoice, O young man in thy youth, in
the last live years of tho uiueteanth, 'which already begin to show the dawn-
ing of the coming twentieth century.
Everything is yours.

Nosoil produces like youra. The spring-
time of invention is yours. Marvels of
art and literature and science and inven-
tion are springing up right at your feet
and fairly covering your heads with
leaves and llowers and fruitage.

"Ah, it is a shame to have lived and
died in such an age and taken no part; to
have had no place; to have done no
work."

Don't, my brother, let this be true of
you. Go out to-night, trusting in God,
looking to Jesus Christ as your example,
to work out your destiny in the fear of
God. Thank God for heart and brain
aud hand and free will, and a glorious
destiny in the fairest land under the sky.

MEN WHO TRY TO BEAT RAILROADS.

The Act to Prevent Them is Declared
Constitutional.

Decision of the Supreme Court in a

Case of a constable Who Sued

a County for Fees.

The Supreme Court has reversed the
judgment of the Superior Court of San
Joaquin Couuty in the case of E. Gieseke,
appellaut, against San Joaquin County,
respondent. The action was to recover
from the county certain fees alleged to be
due Constables for ollicial services in
criminal cases prosecuted under Section
9 of Chapter third of an Act entitled "Ad
Act to create the office of Commissioner
of Transportation, and to define its pow-
ers and duties; to fix the maximum
charges for transporting passongers and
freight on certain railroads, and to pre-
vent extortion and unjust discrimination
thereon." The Act was approved April
1, 1V7% and took effect immediately. The
Supreme Court cites the following soc-
tion of tho Act:

"Every poison who shall fraudulently
evade or attempt to evado the payment of
his fare for traveling on any railroad
shall be lined not less than >) nor more
than $20."

Continuing the court says: "The court
below found that the services of plaintiff
in criminal actions under said Section y
against a person for having ovadod the
payment of railroad fares were not law-
fully chargeable to said county, and ac-
cordingly rendered judgment, for de-
fendant us to ail that class of charges.

"Tho actiou was defended, and the
judgment of the court is "aUvMii;>iud to be
jusiiiioilhere upon the sole ground that
said Section 9 is unconstitutional, lor the
alleged reason that thu subject of it is nol
expressed in tho title ol the Act.

"Without considering ail the points
urged by appellant, I think he is right in
contending that tha subject of tho ninth
section ia sutliciently expressed in the
litlo of the Act. One branch of tho sub-
ject of the Act expressed in the title is 'to
prevent unjust discrimination*
in 'cuarges for transporting passengers,'
and whatever may be conducive to thia
end is germane to and within the scope of
the subject oi preventing such discrimi-
nation. The following is one of the
inoaus provided by tho Act to prevent
discrimination:

"The sixth section of Chapter 2 of the
Act provides: 'It any such compauy, or
any of its conductors, shall permit any
person whatever to travel free upon its
cars, except upon the exhibition of free
passes issued as provided in said section
i>ection 3), such company, or conductor,
suall loriuit and pay lor each offense the
sum of £loo.' No doubt this is embraced
in the subject expressed in the title; and,
if so, why are not the means provided
by >ecuou !' of Chapter '\u25a0'>, by which the
companies and their conductors may
more elleetuaily prevent the evasion of
paymeuiol lares, germane to the same
subject ?

"In view of the heavy penalties to
which the companies and their conductors
are subjected for permitting passengers
to evade the payment of lares, I think it
was but just, as well as appropriate and
conducive to the saute end, that the Legis-
lature also made the evasion of payment
of fnre by passengers a misdemeanor,
punishable by line, thus enabling the
companies and c-onductors more eilect-
ually to prevent such evasions, and, at
the same time, depriving them of any
reasonable exuu.se ior not doing so.

"The caso of Dyer vs. County of Placer
ii*o Cal. 27ii) is of the same nature as this.
In that case it was held that a violation of
Suction 'J of bald Act constitutes a public
oit'ense, and that a Coustabie had a right
to charge that county lor iiis oiliuial serv-
ices in arresting, transporting and feed-
ing prisoners charged with such ollen.se.
It does not appear, however, that the
constitutionality of said .Section U was
expressly questioned in that case, though
it seems to have been necessarily in-
volved. The questions exprossly stated
and decided are, whether or not a violation
of said section was a public olleiise, and
whether or not the Countable was bound
to execute warrants of arrest for viola-
tions of said section. It is hardly (•ou-

ceivable that a violation of an unconsti-
tutional Act of a Legislature constitutes a
public ollense.

"For further authority on the question
whether the subject of the ninth section
ot the Act is suihcieutlv expressed in the
title, soe ex parte Kohler, 74 Cal. 38;
ex parte Liddell, !'.i Cal. t>;j; Johnson vs.
Harrison, 28 Am. >-t. Hep. '\u25a0'•$-; Van
Brunt vs. Hoibush, 128 N. Y.s'); Cooley's
Const. Limitations, p. U2etseg.

"I think the judgment should be re-
versed and the cause retuaudod for a new
trial."

Hie opinion was written by Supreme
Court Commissioner Van Clief, and was
concurred in by Commissioners Brut
and .Mojehor. The action of the Commis-
sioners was allirmed by Justices Harri-
sou, Van Fleet and Garoutte, coinprismj;
Department One.
