FOUR BLOCKS OF THE BUSINEES
PORTION DESTROYED.

The Town of Blanchester, Ohio, Al-

most Entirely Destroyed by Fire—

A Fire at New Orleans Resalts in & |

Large Monetary Loss.

DENVER, Oct. 18 —A special from
Creede, Col., says: About 2:30 this morn=-
ing tire broke out in the Cottage Home
Hotel, which swept over four blocks of
the business portion of the city of ¢ reede,
from Second to Fourth street, and from
the Denver and Rio Grande tracks
to within 150 feet of Cliff street, de-
siroying about $150,000 worth of prop-|
erty. Among the buildings destroyed |
are the City Hall, the Iirst National
Bank, the Creede Senfinel and Candle
and Miner newspaper oflices, the Tor-
toni Hotel and the mercantile establish-
ments of the Famous Company, Warren
& Coulson, Jesse Gulley, L. C. Trelvar,
the fabor Produce Company, Spurgeon
& Cassidy, Knodel & Stons, E. M, Mc-
Cabe and S. D. Potter. :

The Western Union Telegraph office
was destroyed, but the Postotlice, which
was on the edge of the burnt district,
was saved. i e

T'his is the second disastrous fire 1n the
history of Creede. 'Ihe first 11 June,
15892, desiroyed the entire town.

COSTLY BLAZE IN OHIO.

BraNciester (0.), Oct. 18.—To-day |
fire broke out, and this place is now al-
miost eutirely destroyed. i'be fire origl-
pated in Burke’s livery stable from the
carelessness of some swoker, _nnd has
been raging up to 10 o’clock to-nizht. A
high wind prevailed almosi the entire
time, sweeping the flames 1n almost
every direction, Other buildings caught
tromn burning cinders. livery business
house is either euiirely consuwmed or
gutted and stock completely ruined. In
addition to this wholesale desirucuon,
twenty residences are bur'ued down and
fawmiilies made homeless. Two cl.xiurches,
two bank buildings and the Odd Iellows’
and Masonic Halls were also destroyed.
Editor A. C. Bell and kred Rey,a fire-
man, were badly buruned. I'he total loss
wiil ba over £150,000, with insurauce not
exceeding $40,000,

DISASTROUS FIRE AT NEW ORLEANS.
NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 18,.—A  disastrous
fire occurred here abc siock to-day.

All the buildings fronting the river ou
tho square between Llysian lields street
and lisplanade avenue were burned, in-
cluding rice mill i, formeriy kuown as
Perseverance Rice Mill. This was one of
the finest and best equipped rice mills
in the country. It is sald that there was
at least 100,000 worth of clean rice 1n Lthe
mill. ‘The amouunt of loss could not be
stated to-night, but it is probablly ¥500,-
000, partially covered by lnsurance.

EMPEROR AND EMPRESS,

| The Imperial Party Royally Received

at sStrasborg.

STRASBURG, Oect. 18,—The Emperor
and Empress arrived at Woorth at noon
to-day, and were recoived by Prince Von
Hohenlohe-Langenburg, Governor of
Alsace-Lorraine. An immense crowd of
people had gathered at the station and
the imperial party were enthusiastically
cheered. Their majesties proceeded at
once to the battletield, where the monu-
ment commemorate of the coniliect upon
that ground was to be unveiled.

‘T'he ceremony begun with a cheral for
wale voices, sung by members of the
Strasburg Glee Union. General Von
Mischke then deliversd a stirring ad-
dress. The veil was then dropped from

| the monument, which is dedicated to the
memory of

Emperor Frederick IIL
amidst tremendous cheering. Minister
Hoffman, in a telling speech, gave the
monument into the custody of the Gov-
ernor of Alsace-Lorraine, after which the
members of the imperial
party inspected it. The KEmperor then
took his departiure for Strasburg.
