We must be able to satis-
fy a settler and his family when he comes
and this can only be done by altering the
conditions so that we oau oiler him a
small tract of land at a reasonable figure.
iD the majority of cases with water on it,
and exemplifying by our own efforts
that the small "farm well tilled willafford
his family a comfortable livelihood. In
other words, the lirst help must come
from within. A3 it now stands a ma-
jorityofthe newspapers and people who
wish a better condition of affairs to exist
are asking Eastern people to come here
and do what we refuse to do ourselves.

THE NAVIGATION OF FXA.THJBB KIVER.

A great many little creeks and streams
putting into the bay of Man Frauoisco are
receiving the attention ol their Repre-
sentatives in Congress with a view of im-
proving their navigation with Govern-
ment aid. The attention of the Uovern-
ment should be called to the improve-

.Marysville to Uroviile. Steamers did at
one time make regular trips between
these points, but the ambition of Maiys-
ville to be the cabeza dt navigations on
the Feather was powerful enough to have
that place declared the head of naviga-

j tion, and thu boats ceased their trips
: above that point. No improvement
I whatever of the navigation of the upper
' Feather was ever attempted. Now that

the bankß of that stream are lined with
thousands of acres of fruit, demanding

j cheap transportation, the improvement
of the Feather liiver from Yuba City to
Uroviile seems to be justly demanded.

APPEAL TO THE COURTS
They Will Settle lhis Most Important

Question.
[.From the Stockton Independent.]

Itis well that the dispute between the
Railroad Commissioners and the South-
ern Pacific Company has boon taken to
the courts for settlement. The questions
involved are not. merely whether the
recent reduction of freight rales It* rignt
or wruug, equitable or inequitable. An-
other and a deeper question is involved
and may be bottled. That question la

whether men elected to even quasi-
judiciat positions shall bo controlled in
their actions and decisions by parly i/lat-
forms and ante-election pledges or by
law and equity; by facia and ligures after
duo investigation and deliberation or by
threats of party vengeance. Were a can-
didate lor Judge to pledge himself to
make certain decision* in case of his elec-
tion the pledge would certainly dis-
qualify him from sitting in cases in which
me questions involved were like those to
which he was pledged.

A judicial candidate who would inako
such a pledge would be scorned by all in-
telligent voters, y&t one of the Railroad
Commissioners has said he was bound
by such a pledge, and another, after dis-
claiming the pledge, suddenly abandons
bia position of independence while a
party storm is gathering about bia head
and, by complying witu the party plat-
form, calms the tempest. Taking the
caso to the Federal Courts places the is-
sues where they will be decided without
the warping iullueuce of local interest or
parly passion. It will result in a close
definition of the powers and duties of the
Railroad Commission, as well as the

i of railroads, and though it will de-
lay the reduction of freight rates the rail-
road company will not be wholly to
blame. Much, ii not all of the blame,

.rove to belong to those Commis-
sioners who made up their judgment in
political conventions, refused to proceed
in a judicial or business-like manner to
accomplish the much desired object, and
decided arbitrarily to reduce rates with-
out evidence to show that their action
was right or wrong.

Frauds la Soap.

If,at the end of the saponifieation pro-
\u25a0 the alkaiine solution is sufficiently

n:r'>ntf, the soap wili, on standing, nepa-
rate as a lluid layer on the surface of the
Huent lye, which contains the glycerine set
free during the saponideation: but in any
case separation can be rapidly brought
about by adding salt to the liquid, whon
the soap, beiug insoluable in salt water
or brine, separates out aud is removed
and placed in molds to harden. Tho. ofsoap so cast is then cut first into
slabs and then again into bars. A soap

in this way with tallow or lard as
the fatty matter wo.ild be "white curd,"
while if yellow bar is required, resin is
added to the mixture oflye and soap after

•1 the fat has saponified.
Wuon the resin is boiled with alkaline

solutions, a compound is formed by the
(iiro'-t union of the resinous acids with
the alkali, which strongly resembles or-
dinary soap, so that the yellow soap is
really a mixture of the fatty and resin

soap, and when the ingredients are of
grsat purity the product goes by the
name of "primrose" soap. Bar soaps so
made on a large scale, are, as a rule, stock
from which the varied forms oftoilet soap
are made by processes intended to render
them more attractive for personal use,
but generally the consumer gets far bet-
ter value for his money, and far less in-
jury to his skin, by usin^ a good "white
curd" or "primrose" soaD thau by em-
ploying a high-priced toilet soap, while
cheap toilet soaps, especially cheap trans-
parent soaps, should be studiously
avoided.

The demand made by consumers for
cheap soaps, which in many cases are
sold retail at prices considerably bolow
the wholesale market price for a true
soap, has given rise to the introduction
ofhighly watered soaps.caused to set hard
by the addition during manufacture of
sodic sulphate, which enables the manu-
facturer to make a so-calied soap often
ooutaiuiug lens than 20 per cent, of true
soap.—The Popular Science Monthly.
