
FLORA HAY WAS NOT DAVIS' WIFE.

Judge Johnson Renders His Decision
to That Effect.

He Denies Her Application for a Fam-

ilyAllowance and Letters

ot Administration.

Judge Johnson rendered his decision
yesterday morning in the matter of the
estate of David Davis, deceased, which
has been before him for several days.

Flora Hay, who claimed to be the
widow ofDavis, made application to have
a family allowance set apart for her, to
bave the letters of administration set
aside and letters issued to her.

Itwas denied that she was the wifeol
Davis, aud the caso developed a decided
conflict of testimony ou that point, lt
developed tho iact that teu years ago she
came here with a mau uamed Shaw, with
whom she was liviug under tbe name of
Mrs. liay—her maiden name. Shortly
after they took rooms at the Gleemau
House Shaw deserted her, aud she be-
came acquainted with Davis, who roomed
there. She shortly afterwards returned
to Colorado, and Davis sent her money
with which to come back here, where,
after awhile, they occupied his room to-
gether. They afterwards removed to a

lodginjr-bouse, where they lived two or
three years together.

In 1891, however, an insurance agent
named Parker became acquainted with
her and she deserted Davis aud went to
the southern part of the "State with Par-
ker. Davis weut to Modesto and per-
suaded her leave Parker aud return with
him, and she oiaims tbat be told ncr tbey
would get married, but she replied that
she was not ready to be married just then,
aud he replied: "We are mau and wife."
She returned to .Saerameuto with him,
however, and they lired together till bis
death. She did uot allege tbat any mar-
riage ceremony was solemnized, but con-
tended that their agreement to live to-
gether aud doiug so was a marriage.

For several months after her return
from Modesto sue corresponded with
i'arker, his letters beiug addressed to
her as Mrs. Flora E. Parker, anu iv oue
of them he called her his dear wife, and
in auother he upbraided her for signing
herself, "From your loviug w ," aud
wanted her to write the word "wife"iv
full. The letters were introduced iv evi-
dence to disprove the claim that she was
reputed to be married to Davis while
receiving letters addressed to Mrs. Flora
E. Parker.

.Some witnesses swore that she was
known as Mra. Davis, aud was intro-
duced by Davis as his wiie, while others
testiiied that Davis had stated that she
was not his wile.

Tue court quoted authorities ou the
question ol repute. In oue ofthese cases
iiio supreme Court Bays: "Itseems to be
well settied that the repute which, with
cohabitation, wiii ue proof ol marriage,
must be uniform auu yeuerai, not di-
vided sod single. Ii repute lacks uni-
formity and is divided, ihen suoh repute
cannot prove marriage."

Com meu ting ou the testimony, tbe
oourt said luat the tesiimouy ou repute
was divided and uot uuilorm aud gen-
era!, aud waa sufficient to warrant him in

CONDITION OF THE HOP MARKET.

The Crop is 100,000 Bales Short of
Consumption.

But There ls Abont That Much of

Surplus Now in the English

Market.

Thomas & Short, London factors of
American hops, in their circular of
the Ist of October, say:

The near completion of the ingather-
ing of the English crop enables us to
put bfore our American friends reliable
information respecting the quantity and
quality of the new season's growth.

Althoughthe bine sufferdfrom a long-
continued "drought, which at one time
threatened disaster, the change to co-
pious rains came in time to save the
bulk of the plantations from failure,
and hot forcing weather during the
I ast month has wrought wonders in
developing and ripening the hops, and
providing the best possible conditions
for harvsting them. The later hops de-
rived the greatest benefit, the change
coming, in some cases, too late for the
earlier sorts.

The quantity is now generally con-
sidered to be about one-fourth less than
lust year's crop, which, according to
the olluial statistics, was 636,846 cwts.,
edual, at ISO pounds to the bale, to
nearly 400,000 bales. The present Eng-
lish crop may therefore be reckoned at
about 3011,000 bales. The Continental
crop is estimated at about one-fifth
less than last year's yield. The crop in
America is also reported to be from
one-fourth to one-fifth under that of
last season, but this will probably be
much reduced by growths left unpicked.
The yield for the whole world is com-
puted at some 84,000 tons, or 1,008,000
hiiL-s, being about 22 per cent, less than
last year.

Although the quality of the F^nglish
crop has, under the late favorable
wi ather conditions, improved greatly
beyond anticipations, still the mischief
done by drought and mildew has left
its mark in some districts; and the
earlier pickings were less matured and
Inferior to the later hops. Vermin has
n<>* tn the r<sult affected the crop to any
extent. On the whole, the quality is
varied, and the output may be roughly
estimated at ''0 per cent, of choice to
medium. Ai) per cent, medium to com-
mon, and do per cent, common and low.

The Importations into tin* United
Kingdom during last season were:
From the United States, 85,700; from
the Continent, J.S.SOU. Total, 111,500
bales..

ing the home crop to the above
we have a grand total of 511,500 bales,
which wi re thrown on the English mar-
ket during the season, while the con-
sumption of the United Kingdom is

lly computed at only about -iUU,-
--000 bales per annum.

While it must be admitted that a
gieat many hops were picked in Eng-
land in 1894 which were too poor for
use and did not find a market, yet it is
obvious that the above figures tell a
tale of over production, and show
good reasons for the low prices which
have pn vailed, and the Impossibility ol
finding purchasers for all the parcels of
even good quality hops which have
been on offer here.
It will, however, be seen that the pres-

ent crop being lUO.OOO bales less than
the annual consumption, there, will be
room In this market in the coming
son for considerable quantities of Amer-
ican hops of good quality, and Lt is to be
hoped that shippers will refrain from
sending Inferior qualities, there being,
besides ti, a's percentage, laij; •
Bto :ks of common grades of last year's
hops still on hand, and as brewers are
well stocked they will be independent
and critical buyers.
