basis is proposed a confederation of all
Christian churches to aid in establishing
| the kingdom of God in the world., The
| plan of the Congregationalists diffars
trom that of the Episcopal Churchin that
it does not ask for any surrender of re-
ligious convictions or
of religious traditions. The
Christian, if he accepts Christ as the di-
vine Savior and teacher of the world,
may still refuse to accept the Nicene
definitions of theology.
