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CALAMITY AT DETROIT.

Explosion in a Newspaper Building
aud Its Awful Results.

AT LEAST FORTY LIVES THOUGHT

TO HAVE BEEN SACRIFICED,

Wbile Twentr Others Wore More or

Less Seriously Injured—Occupants

ot the Uulldlue Meet Their Doom

Without .1 Momc-ut _ Warnlnit-How

the Terrible Accident Occurred Yet

DETROIT (Mich.), Nov. o.—At three
minutes to 9 o'clock this morning the
battery of boilers in the building of the
Evening Journal exploded, wrecking

the buildings 45 and 47 West Lamed
street, killing at least forty persons,
wounding twenty others more or lass
seriously, and causing a money loss of
$00,000.

The re-
mainder of the body was buried beneath
the rubbish. At intervals the arm was
feebly waved. The rescuers centered
their efforts upon this point and worked
like heroes to effect a release as quickly
as possible. Many moments elapsed b -
fore he was lifted Into an ambulan
At that time it was not determined
whether lit.- was extinct, but be was
unc. inscious.

Then came the horrors of the calam-
ity. As the workers dug Into the debris
and the air got Into it. the furnace fires
set th- debris from the bindety ablaze,
and the wreckers were driven back by

At 9:45 Charles Hackett was found in
the third story of the ruins. In the rear,
to which approach was bad through the
alley. He reported that there had been
four or five girls on the floor with him.
He did not seem to be seriously in-
jured.

As the rescu.-rs continued
work In front of the wrecked building
the upraised arm of a man was uncov-
ered on the sidewalk, not far from where
four other bodies *•• n out, it
was necessary t<. move huge pieces of a
stone windowsill and fragm ;nts of ma-
chinery before the body could b< re-

l. The victim ha.', escaped the
steam and. smoke, but hi^ head was
crushed Into a shapeless mass. He was
ideutifi.-d as Henry Larivlere, a Jour-
nal mailing clerk.

Two more bodies were found at the
northwest corner of the building at li!
o'clock, making four taken from that
spot.
