
NOW FOR WORK.

The city election being over, and the

people having decided whom they wish
to administer public affairs for the two
years following the first of January, let

"All for Sacramento." The new offi-
cials have two full months in which to

of ordinances. They will have an
advantage over the officers elected
at the last municipal election in
this, that in the Board of Trustees there
Is a majority of hold-overs and re-

elected members, and their experience

will greatly aid the two new members
of the board and the new Mayor.

The very first requirement is that The
Board of Trustees and the Mayor who
i.- to take office with the new year shall
come into harmony concerning the pol-
icy to be pursued in advancing the mi-
i- rests of the city and of the people.

The board must concede something io

ments, and he must recognize in a fair
and broad spirit the right of the board

to reasonably refuse concurrence. The
disposition of the patronage being out

of the way—and It should be disposed

of without carping, small-mindedness
or hide-bound partisanship on either
side—there will come the administer-
ing of city affairs for the good of all
the people, in the interests of progress

end economy.

These essentials are not antagonistic,

since economy does not mean nig-

gardly policy in the matter of expendi-

ture, nor the search for the cheapest;
nor does progress mean lavish expendi-

ture and the adoption or experimenting

with all sorts of new fangled ideas and
propositions. The dearest is by no

means always the best, nor is the
cheapest in price by any means always

the best for the city in service. So, too,
because a thing is new is no reason for
its acceptance, nor is every scientific
discovery and advanced idea as to pub-

lic works by any means the wisest for
this city.

nity evils. It has been said that if oue

is right he cannot be too radical, but as

every man ought to know this is not
true. It is very often more desira
be conservative in the right than radi-
cal.

Tammany has again taken possession
ofNew York City, but the State as a
whole is Republican, with a Legislature
so strong for that faith that Tammany in-
lluence in it will be of no avail for the
chiefaofthat organization.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Our evening contemporary takes its de-
feat with ill grace. It duds cause to its
satisfaction for snarling at the railroad
company, when it might be better en-
gaged iv exploiting its own course to as-
certain why its fairy-tale prophecies as to

what the result of the olection would be
came to dust and ashes. The Record-
Union is gnawing no files, but accepting
results with equanimity, and net raking

over the embers of defeat. Sacramento
is going straight ahead aud on an upward
grade to higher levels, and will leave
growlers aud post-mortem speculations
to the rear.

There is widespread belief that straight-

out Sacramento Republicans engaged in

' prayer and used only the most correct of
lunguage wben the returns of Tuesday's
city election began to come lv. It is also
the general belief tbat their spirits went

up to the top of the enthusiastic ther-
mometer wheu the news oame from New
York, Maryland, Ohio, Kentucky, and
tlie re»t of tbo Republican coiiimn. So

there is no thorn without a rose, the lie-
publicans of Saoramento may well say,
reversing an old saw.

It is a cheap and worn device to ac-

count for election results by laying the
blame at the door ofthe railroad com-

pany. Ifit had done this; if it had dono
that; ifit had kept still; if it bad spoken;
the utterances of its representatives wero
not sincere; it made answers to be read
between the lines; ruu the explainers,
and bo ou, ad nauseum. The simple
truth is, that tho attempt to saddle upon
the railroad company the blunders of
projection of personal ambition into a
campaign is a weak device to cover
bad work. The railroad compauy is
a largo target and it is, in the esti-
mation of some, popular to fire at it. If
tbe company keeps out of political mills
it is blamed; if it is driven into political
contests by the assaults of demagogues
and in selt-defense, it is condemned. It
makes very little difference to tbe dema-
gogue and tho disgruntled whether the
railroad company doea or does not; it
wiil be assailed by these elements just

the same. The constant mouthing about
the railroad company and its desires in
local poiitica is disgusting. Thero is no

reason in or for it, and it is creditable
neither to those who indulge in it nor to

those who give ear to it.

Will not the San Francisco press give
tbo people a rest in the matter of Dur-
raut'a pictures? The constant presenta-

tion of the pictorial side of the criminal
and th* orimo is nauseating.

It was confidently hoped that the eiiort
to secure the National Republican Con-
vention for California would unite ail

Californiana for once. But here is a noted
scribbler indulging in sneers at tbe at-
tempt, and doing his best to write it
down, and papers are lound lo publish
his sluff. As tbe Tulare Register says:

"Itis certain^- a groat pity that no move-
ment iutonded for the public good can be
set on foot here without arousing such
opposition as that of McEweu and his
satellites."

A country contemporary baa this to
say, aud says it well: "Trial by news-

paper and popular clamor has just re-
ceived a startling exemplification in San

Francisco. It is to be hopod that in tho
years to come, alter tne victim ha 1 been
dove to death, none of those responsible
lor the deed will have cau^e to regret it.
Iftbey do not it will be tho first instance
on record."

A VERDICT THAT SETTLES NOTHING.

The Queer Action of a San Francisco
Petty Jury.

Silly Claim That the Game Law of the

State Discriminates Against

One Class.

The action of the jury ln a San Fran-
ciaco court, ln acquitting a market dealer
charged with selling game out of season,
after the accused had admitted the truth
of the accusation and the court had in-
structed the jurors that they simply had
to lind whether or not the law had boeu
violated, was certainly a queer proceed-
ing.

The jury could not pass ou the consti-
tutionality ofthe provision ofthe law un-
der which the case was tried, and tho
fendaut fullyexpected to be convicted and
then to appeal the caso ou tho question
of the law's constitutionality. Therelore
tho verdict settles nothing, and the next
man who violates tho law will be ar-
rested and prosecuted just the same.

Some persons have assumed that the
law uiscrimiuates against someone, aud
that the courts will not uphold it. The
truth is, the law does not discriminate.
It declares that everyone may Killname
from October loth "lo February 15th.
There is no discrimination there, cer-
tainly. And surely the Stato can say at
what times game may be sold in market
—it may even prohibit such sales at all
times, and many Statos have dono so.

There ia but oue poiut io be considered,
and ihat does not go io tho constitution-
ality of the law at all. The question is,
cannot the evil affect*! of market shoot-
ing bo overcome and yet give those who
do uot caro lo shoot an opportunity to get
somo game at any lime during tne open
season? True, ifa man has uo tasle for
shooting, or is too indolent io go out und
shoot game for himself or his family—in
sbort, if he fails to avail himself of tho
privilege tiie law accords to evoryono
alike—he really has "no cause for com-
plaint.

Still, if the interests of game protection
can bo subserved in some other way than
is now provided by law, it might be weil
to adopt a method that would ailord the
lazy portion of each community, aud
those who prefer to hunt tho nimble dol-
lar rather than iho ducks aud quails, au
opportunity to buy their game. This
could probably be accomplished by limit-
ing tho number of birds tbat any person
may kill in a giveu period, either day,
week or month, as tho Legislature might
determine.

A provision of this kind would hold all
reckless game slaughterers in check,
wiiiie makiug it possible lor anyouo to
oblaiu gaino iv the markets.

But all the talk that is being indulged
iv about tho present law discriminating
iv lavor of one class aud against auolher,
is simply "rot." If tho law permitted a
sportsmau to sell game, but denied lhat
privilege to the professional market
huutor, that would be discrimination.
(>r if it aiiowed one dealer to sell game
beforo November 17>ih but cut oil' another
dealer, that would bo discrimination.

The law as it stands, however, is geu-
eral in its application, and all men,
wbother market hunters or otherwise,
may kill birds without limit between cer-
tain dates. Tho sale of game, however,
is limited to certain other dates that ai-
led all men alike.

It tiiere is discrimination in this, it
would take a microscope to find it. It is
no concern of the State whether or not
there Is a class of persons who do not
caro to avail themselves of tho privileges
granted to ail alike, aud the higher courts
wiil no doubt so hold should tho question
over be brought Defore theui.

It iias even beeu said that the law
doesu't permit a market hunter to shoot
ducka or quail beioro November loth,
and possibly soma persons have beeu led
to so believe. Teat is nonsense. Any
man who so desires may shoot all the
gamo possible alter < "ctober loth, be he
mechanic, laborer, clerk, banker or
market hunter. The law simply declares
that no person shall sell gamo before No-
vember 17th, and that it has a right lo do
ao no intelligent person eau deny.

Consequently thero is no discrimina-
tion. There may b_ a question of pro-
priety, or of concession iv favor of the
sluggards, but that is all.
