
THE THRESHER-GREGORY JUDGMENT.

It Has Been Affirmed by the Supreme
Court.

All About a Contract for Peaches—The

Conrt Reverses a Siskiyou

Land Case.

The Supreme Court lias affirmed the
Judgment of the Superior Court of this
county in the case oi C. W. Thresher,
respondent, against Gregory Brothers
Company, appellants.

The plaintiff brought suit to recover
$376 65, balance alleged to be due for
peaclu-s sold and delivered by him to

defendants in 1892, and also to recover
the fmthn- sum of $332 95, balance al-
i to be duo for peaches sold and de-
Uvered by George and P. B. Thresher to

defendants in 1892, and by the sellers
assigned to plaintiff.

The defendants by their answer ad-
mitted the purchase of the peaches, but
averred that the balance remaining

due and unpaid is only $22 40, and that
the balance remaining due to plaint-
iff's assignees for their peaches is only
ft-77 90, and they offered to allow judg-
ment to be taken against them for the
aggregate of thos,- amounts.

"To this proposition I cannot agree, '
says Justice Temple, who rendered tlie
decision. "Had Mary A. Deetz paid the
full amount of the purchase money she
could have compelled plaintiff to con-
vey, although she had lost the paper
contract, and her assignee could also
do so.

"The vendee under the contract was
in equity the owner of the land, subject
t<> the conditions of the contract. Sh"
could convey or mortgage her estate in
it. and the grantee or purchaser under
the mortgage will succeed to the estate
ot" the vendee.

"It does not appear that the contract
of sale had been assigned by the vendee
prior to the mortgage. If, however,
there is any claim of that kind, the
claims of such supposed assignees can
be litigated in this suit or be secured
against it.

"Whether the tender was properly
made or not is of no consequence on
this demurrer. The contract does not
make time of the essence of the con-
tract.

"The decree does not allow interven-
ers to perform the contract. It is
claimed by plaintiff that intervenors
cannot do so unless they are able to
surrender the written contract."

Justices Henshaw and McFariand
concurred in the decision. The Jus-
tices comprise Department Two.

THAT SUNDAY FIGHT.

James MeUrlde's Deadly Weapon As-
snult on William Dernian.

The case of James Mcßride, charged
with assault with a deadly weapon on
William Dernian, with intent.to commit
murder, was called in tbe Police Court
yesterday. A party of young men had
beeu on a carousal one Saturday night a
few weeks ago, and in the early hours of
.Sunday morning a light was started,
when McJJride struck Der man over the
hoad with a club at sixth and X streets,
knocking him insonuible. For some
time Derman's life was despaired of, but
he has so lar improved that he was able
to be in court yesterday.

William I. Kenfro informed the court
that A. L. Hart, Alcßride's aitoruey, was
unable to be present, aud asked for a
postponement ot the examination.

City Attorney Brown objected to a con-
tinuance, and Justice Davis sustained the
objection.

George E, Maguire. who resides in San
Francisco, testified that about 2: 15 o'clock
on the morning the fight occurred he had
just come out oi a restaurant ou the south
side of X street, between Sixth and Sev-
enth, when he saw lour men fighting on
the corner of Sixth street He ran
up to whore they were and saw
Mci'ride strike Herman with the
club. Mcßnde ran away, but caiue
back again. Herman was lying on tho
sidewalk uncouscious. Moßride tried to
restore him to consciousuess but his ef-
lorts were of no avail.

Further heariug in the case was thon
contiuued until l:3o o'clock this after-
noon.

DANGEROUS PRACTICE.
The Carrying of Children by Riders ot"

Kieyeles.

Inferring to the dangers from carrying
children on bicycles, the lieieree says:

"iliispractice ol carrying babies on the
front ofa bicycle has already resulted iv
the crushiugout o! the lives ofseveral lit-
tle oues, and it is time the practice ceased.

"Arider, no matter how expert he may
be, is subject to the usual accidents which
hap; on to bicycle riders. He may be
able to ride ever so carelully, but he can-
not avoid reckless riders, caule cars, slip-
pery pavements, ruls iv the sireet, and
the thousand and one other dilhculties
tbat beset the rider, aud while, ifhe were
alone, he might escape accideut, it is too
much to expect ihat, with the extra and
precious burden, such accidents may al-
ways be averted."

BURGLARFORRESTHELD FOR TRIAL.

He Was One of the Gold Dust Den
of Thieves.

How John Nlcovlch'a Trunk Was

Stolen and Its Valuable Con-

tent* Distributed.

Robert Forrest, alias Merry, an ex-con-
vict, and one of the men connected with
the notorious Gold Oust Saloon gang,
was held to answer in the Police Court
yesterday for participating in the thoft of
John Nicovich's truuk on the night of
the li-th oi last July.

The testimony developed the fact that
Forrest, "Kid" Lewis and Harry Wag-
ner had agreed to rob Nicovich's room.
Wagner staid on the outside while the
other two went into the house and stoic
the trunk, which contained two watches,
some jewelry and $200 in coin. They
took it to the Gold Dust Saloon, whore
they broke itopen and divided the con-
tents.

A young girl named Florence Soto tes-
tilied that Forrest gave her one oi the
watohes and . 1'- to keep tor him. He told
her he had been accused of stealing the
watch, but that he was innocent of the
Charge. Mie afterward gave the watch to
a Mrs. Adams, who iv turn gave it to a
man named O'Neil, who lived at Thir-
teenth aud 1 btreela. Forrest throatoued
to kill her If she told anyone about his
having given her the watch.

A man named Trapp, who conducts a
saloon in the Clunie Duildiug, testified
thai on the night the trunk wan stolen he
changed ft $20 piece for Forrest. Ho
purchased oue ot tlie stoleu watches
irom him three days later for >-.

Nicovich identified the watches as be-
ing his property.

Wagner testihed that Joseph Dolan and
1 red ingtmm came into tlie soom where
the trunk was opened. Tuey asked where
me trunk was obtained, and Lowis said
it was "pinched"' on Front street. I or-
resi subsequently gave the jewelry to the
Seto girl and Mrs. Adams. The witness
\u25a0aid he had seen on Mrs. Adams' linger a
niic which was in the trunk when it was
stolen.

Officer Logue identified Forrest's hand-
writing, which was compared with the
latter'a signature on au envelope ou
winch was written the terms of the sale
ofone of the watches to Trapp. In a con-
versation with Forrest, the latter denied
being acquainted with Wagner, or that
be W/SM ever iv irapp's saiouu with him.
lio also denied ever being in the (.'old
iHist saloon.

Officer l'ennish testified that Forrest
made the same denials to him. Tho offi-
cer found Nicovich's watch in Trapp's
saloon. The other oue he recovered from
O'Neii.

Forrest had no testimony to offer in bis
own behalf. His bail was fixed at §I,<JOU.

THEIR EYES ON THE MAIN CHANCE.

Judgment for Defendants in the
Scroggs Estate Case.

But Judeo Grant Regrets That There

la More Law Than Equity

on Their Side.

The decision of Judge Grant of Yolo,

who presided in court here during the
trial of the case of Almira J. Reichert
and others against J. C. Scroggs and
others was filed yesterday. The case
was one of those growing out of the
many complications in the matter of
the settlement of the estate of the late
Alexander Scroggs.

It was a contest between two of tho
deceaseds daughters on the one side
and their two brothers and sister-in-law
on the other, and as in a former action
involving some of the property of tin- es-
tate, the latter parties to the contro-
versy come out victorious. In his de-
cision Judge Grant says:

"Tiiis action is brought by the two
daughters Of Alexander Scroggs, de-
C( a ed, against his two sons and a
daughter-in-law to set aside certain
deeds executed by the deceased some
six months prior to his death, purport-
ing to convey certain real property in
tin- city of Sacramento to the defend-
ants.

"The testimony develops a lamentable
state of affairs between the parties, in

! which it appears that each lias an 'eye
to the main chance,' and on the part ol
: a 1" tii" defendats there seems to be
an utter disregard <>f the natural and
equitable rights of the others.

"Ifthe deeds are allowed to stand the
dants shall receive substantially

all the property of which the decedent
died Seized, and in this way will
succeed to considerably more than an
equal share of the property accumu-
lated by the decedent and his -wife in
their lifetime.

"At the close of the plaintiffs' case a
motion was made for a non-suit, which
motion I am now of the opinion should
have been granted, bo, for the pur-
poses of this decision, 1 shall treat the
testimony for tiie plaintiffs as true and
uncontrovert- d.

"The right of the plaintiffs to recover
depends largely upon the determination
of the question as to the burden of proof.

Th< facts of the execution of the
deeds by the decedent, without con-
sideration, to his sons, and the inequal-
ity of the division of the property by

m of said deeds, being proved,
must the defendants show by a pro-
pond- ranee of testimony that there was
no undue influence exercised in procur-
ing their execution, or does it devolve
upon the plaintiffs to prove affirma-
tively that there was such undue influ-
ence used in their procurement?

"Able and exhaustive Briefs have been
filed by respective counsel, and I have
carefully examined all of the authori-
;: - cited therein. Tlie plaintiffs con-
t< nd that the Burden of proof is upon
the defendants to show good faith, and

if undue influence, and the
authorities cited by them sustain thoir
contention. These authorities, how-
ever, arc mostly from the State of New
J< is-y. and the equitable rule which
prevails there does not, I regret to say.
obtain in this State. Our Supreme
Court has held, on several occasions,
ami in cases which were evidently well
considered, that the undue inilupnce

which will authorize the cancellation of
a deed 'must be tantamount to force or

• ar' -that it 'must amount to force and
coercion destroying free agency.' It
must not be the influence of affection
and attachment, nor the result of ca-
joleries, importunities nor solicitations,
however strenuous, unless it be su'ti-

to overcome the will of the
grantor.

"Nor has our Supreme Court stooped
here, but they have held that, having
shown the exercise of this undue in-
fluence upon the mind of the grantor,
i; is incumbent upon the party attack-
ing the conveyance to go further and
show affirmatively that the conveyance
attacked was the direct result of such
exercise of undue influence. Under
this state of tiie law it is practically imp-

ossible to successfully attack a con-
vi yance upon tiiis ground. Juries, ami
just men generally, lean against testa-

\u25a0 iy conveyances and wills which
set m to them unequal and unjust, and
I confess a similar leaning myself, but
It w.uld be folly under the- existing

law to attempt to vacate the deed in
question.

"I think the testimony shows thtt
tin- general Influence of the sons with
their father was strong, notably in the
instance when Aleck Scroggs procured
th< conveyance to himself of M-street
property which his father had already
promised io convey to the plaintiff. Mrs.
Reichert; and again, when J. C. Scroggs

he purchase of the fruit
wagon for Aleck, Jr.. but the testimony

not show that the influence was
• nt to overcome the willof the de-

cedent, and If it were, it must still be
shown that this influence was brought

to bear upon the very act of executing
th< deed. There must be proof that
the Influence wns used directly to pro-
cure the deed. (Goodwin vs. Goodwin,
r.'M *ai. r»00; Estate ofCarpenter, 94 Oal.
40(5; Estate of McDevitt, '.»•"> CaL 17.>

"This proof, I think, is wanting 1. In
thia i am but Btating the law as I find it

and I have no hesitation in sny-
inr that I wish a more equitable rule
prevailed in this State.

"No goo i purpose can be subserved by
enting ;it length upon either the

law or the Facts. 1 have the testimony

before me as transcribed by the report-
er, and I have refreshed my recollection
by looking over the material portions of
It. 11 Is true the testimony of Aleck
shows that he and J. C. tried to turn

.tinst the gfrls by earry-
ii tales, telling him thai .Mrs. Reichert
was againsl hint, and rehearsing the
unfortunate litigation between him and
Mis. Wermuth, and that they <iid this
fir the purpose of getting the prop-
erty for th

'Tiiis result w;is ar-complishe-d, and it
to me th it the law should permit

the inference that the conveyance was
tlie result of these machinations, but
such, it seems, is not permissible. It
must not be left to* inference, but must
be proved that the influence exerted was
the cause of the execution of the deed,
and this has not been done.

"Itfollows that the prayer of the com-
plaint must be denied, and the defend-
ants have judgment for their costs. Let
findings and judgment be prepared ac-
cordingly.''

Messrs. L. T. Hatfield and John C.
Catlin represented the plaintiffs, and
W. C. Belcher Of San Francisco (since
deceased) and Albert M. Johnson of
this city were counsel for defendants.
