LEXINGTON (Ky.), Nov. 7.—The
prospects of the Republicans electing ihe
next United States Senator: from Ken-
tucky are unusually bright.

CHARMING EXHIBITION LAST NIGHT.

' The Sacramento Camera Club Makes
% Its First Bow.

The Club Rooms Thronged—A Surprise
to Visitors—A Usefal Institution

—Beautiful Pictures.

Tlhye Sacramento Camera Club has
been organized but five months. But
though so infantiie, it gave a public
exhibition last night in its own hand-
some club rooms and entertained in a
manner most gratifying to a very large
number of guests and with high credit
to the membership. The club rooms
| occupy the flat, 1017 J street. There
are five rooms in all, two of which are
reception and exhibition rooms, one is
a model darkroom and one is a genuine
workroom, while the last and smallest
is a cloak room. .

The exhibition rooms are handsomely
furnished throughout, with fine carpet-
ing, oaken chairs and tables and many
neat and useful furniture coveniences.
There is a profusion of pretty drapery,
and last evening there was a wealth of
floral decoration, disposed in excellent
taste, and not a particle overdone.
Along thie walls are continuous panels
neatly framed upon a background of
dark crimson cloth, upon which the
| exhibition pictures are mounted, and
above are the enlarged views and a few
choice engravings.

The dark room next beyond the second
reception room, is large, well venti-
lated, fitted with the most improved
artificial lighting apparatus, and all
the necessary appliances for the de-
velopment of the work of the mem-
bers.

It is so
that eight persons can work in
it at one time without any inconveni-
ence whatever.

Next to the rear is the general work
room, fitted with apparatus for enlarg-
g, washing, printing, ete., and a spe-
cial machine for the production of lan-
tern slides or transparencies. This
room is well lighted and in all respects
appointed as a model work room
ould be.
