SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 8.—Before
Durrant was brought from the Coun}y
Jail to be sentenced by Judge Murphy
for the murder of Blanche Lamont Attor-
ney Dickinson, for the defendant, asked
for a continuance for two weeks, 10 pre-
pare a motion for a new trial.

District Attorney Barnes acquiesced
and the court again granted a continu-
ance on the agreement that there should
be no further continuances at that time.

After remanding Durrant to tha cue-
tody of the Sheritf Judge Murphy asked
what counsel wanted done in the Minnie
Williams case. District Attorney Barnes
asked to have it dropped from the calen-
dar with the understanding that the time
would be set with two days’ notice to
Durrant’s counsel. There was no objec-
tion and this action was taken.

At the close of the case District Attor-
ney Barnes said he could not say when
the Minnie Williams case would come to
trial. He could not even say that it
would be tried.
