
CARE OF THE CITY FUNDS.

The question of the custody of the
city funds has now pretty nearly nar-

rowed to this one objection, namel:',

that the city cannot afford to construct

a vault upon the property of another,

and it is not prepared to build one upon

its own property. This is stated upon

the assumption that the city, in order
to have a proper vault, must have it

within a City Hall.
The error of this objection is two-fold.

The city may care for its funds without
a vault, and it may provide such care

\u25a0without first building a City Hall. That
until a City Hall is constructed the
funds may be wrll kt-j.t and safely in a

movable vault or safe that thereafter
may be utilized fully in a City Hall.
goes without saying. That establish-
ments and businesses handling more
money than does the city of Sacra-
mento, conduct their business and care

for their money upon such a basis is

true.
There is in all this demand that the

law shall be complied with, no assault
made upon banking institutions, and
no one who has carefully pursued the

argument can come to any other con-

clusion. Our local banking institu-
tions are remarkable examples of con-

servative and safe financial concerns.

They are not surpassed in the country

for integrity. They conserve and keep

at home capital that would otherwise
seek foreign Investment; they conserve

home industries and home savings; they

are conducted and managed by men if

high ability aii'l unshaken credit. For
anyone therefore to attempt to take
this important question out of principle

and contort it into an assault upon local
institutions, is unwarranted by any-

thing that has been said, or will be said.
in the course of the debate so far as the
Record-Union is concern- d.

The law requires that the city fundi=
be kept separate and apart from ail
other funds; that they shall be and re-

main in the actual custody of the JTlty

Treasurer, and that they shall be
handled by him alone. That law should
be complied with.

There is another consideration, not
One touching the principle involved ex-

cept Incidentally, namely, that there are

funds reserved for possible calls by un-

dent claims, which the city might use
to its profit, and which are only re-

motely liable to call. These, therefore,

are susceptible of being made banking
capital, and as such may just a
be banked upon by the city for imme-
diate necessities. Thus, there a:
pervefl in the treasury which may be
safely used for the purchase ol a prop r
and ample safe for tho keeping of the
funds, and the city will be ready to re-

spond to calls upon the fund when the
call, if ever, la made upon it.

Et&ther than that the law should con-

tinue to be evaded, the Funded Debt
Commission mitrht better furnish the
city with the sum D to procure

«. suitab!.- safe. But it is said that when

i ranted, and can be construed by Turkey

cnly as an insult from a Government
with which it is, outwardly at least, on
amicable terms.

On the other hand, it is said that at
j Washington Administration sentiment
sustains our Minister, from which it is
reasonable to assume that he acted un-

der instructions. On the basis of the re-
: liability of the announcement of the
action of Minister Terrell and of its
being authentic, the question of the wis-
dom of his refusal is properly a subject

fur public debate.
Our national policy is to refrain from

intermeddling- with the affairs of na-

tions of the other hemisphere. But when
it comes to affording our citizens pro-
tection who may be in a foreign land. [
it would seem that no treaty obligation i

nor any rule of diplomatic usage or law
of courtesy is outraged by the interpo-
sition of a protest against delay or re-
fusa] on the part of a foreign power to

Iassure us of the safety of our citizens
vithin its jurisdiction. Would not Min-
ister Terrell have been playing a hypo-

critical part had he attended the con-
gratulatory function, while his protests

and demands for protection of our peo-

ple remained uncomplied with? If he
acted as he did it is not cause for war

nor for indignation by the Porte, if the
action of the Turkish Government has
been what it is understood to have been.

The inability of the agents of the
Srate Department to establish consul-
ates at points within the disturbed dis-
tricts, to which duty they were sent
early last summer; the fact that their
lives have been in danger; that they
were set upon by a Turkish mob at one
time, and that their reports to the State
Department of the outrages in Ar-
menia confirm about all that has been
printed in the papers concerning the
massacres—these things would seem to

warrant our Government in authoriz-
ing our Minister to make manifest the

sentiment that is entertained in this
ountry concerning the inefficiency of
the Turkish Government in affording
protection to our people and their prop-

erty within Turkish jurisdiction.
Regardless of the formal usage of dip-

lomatic conduct in such matters as the
congratulation of the Grand Vizier on

his coming to office, it would seem that
the American Republic ought to go of
itcord as indignantly protesting against

the present state of affairs in Turkey
and her provinces. Perhaps no more
emphatic way of making the American
sentiment known to the Porte could be
chosen than that settled upon by Min-
ister Terrell. If it should turn out that
the dispatch crediting him with such
action is inaccurate, the American peo-

pie as a mass will regret that it is not

true. In sentiment the people of this
country will sustain Minister Terrell.

gretted that such erroneous impressions
and such false ideas should ollain among
people, youug or old.

ple accented without inquiry or iuvesti-
gation what some prejudiced intelligence
lias averred. As to the conclusions
reached they are amusing and absurd in

the light ol the common knowledge of
mankind, the history of civilization, the
development of the inectiauio arts and
the progress of mankind. li' there waa
in ttie conclusion any warrant of truth,

it could be drawn with equal propriety
as to every art, manufacture, de-
vice, invention, discovery aud aid;
every advance in chemistry, elec-
tricity, ecienco. letters, art, edu-
cation, preventive medicine aud civil-
ization.

SENSELESS CHATTER.
That Is What a Marysville Paper

dill- It.

The Sacramento Bee keeps up a sense-
less chatter relative to the law fur the
protection of game in this suite. Its ut-
terances are so absurd that they are really

not worthy of notice, as they disregard
truth, hiatory and justice. It would

; have its readers believe that the iaw de-
! prives the people of all the rights of citi-
zenship simply baoause a lew market
hunters are prohibited to sell game be-
tween October ljth and Novenibar loth.
All persons are on an equality in tho
right to kill quail and dues; hetwoen the
15th of October and the loth of February,

the only restriction being iv the sale.
Aud because of the failure or a jury to

convict a person who openly violatod the
law the iiee declares that these twelve
men who violated an oath did right.

The main provisions of the laws for
the prottL-liou ol rish and game have
beeu violated hundrcda ot times during
the past twenty years aud iv more than
iil'tycases of proseuutiou with positive
proof before them the samo result, failure j
to convict, has been recorded. Aud in
noarly every Instance the violators wore
either market hunters or men fishing lor
market men aud cauuers. This writer
has prosecuted more than tweuty cases
and bat* buau juries reiuse to couvict
where the violation of tho law was ad-
mitted. Therefore it is not because of
the proseut law that market uteu aud
market hunters refuse to obey. They

have violated the provisions of every
statute for the protectiou of tish and
jgame since 1866 to our personal knowl-
edge, and they always fotiud newspapers
to defend, righi or wrong.

The present law which the Bee de-
nouuees as iniquitous is simply a copy ol"
the existing siatuto in force in fourteen
States, and some of thorn have been in
force uioro thau twenty yoars. Iv Ohio
thesalo of certain kinds of game is pro-

hibited entirely, though all persons may
kill them, except on Sunday, which
hunting is prohibited at ail times. In
Illinois kilhng of small game is per-
mitted between October Ist aud Febru-
ary lnt, yet tho sale is entirely prohib-
ited. In Maine aud Massachusetts the
open season extends over a period of four
mouths, yet the sale is prohibited, liven
the Supervisors of El Dorado County
have passed an ordinance prohibiting the
killingofquail for market at anytime,
but every person can hunt them as pro-
vided in the general law.

Ihe fact is the Bee has said many ab-
| surd things of tho game law and lias
plainly show v that it does not know if
what is says is true or not. nor does it
appear to care so it serves the market
hunters. But as a publicjournal it ought

Ito have the iuuependence and maaliuess
to Miami for the right, the enfotceuaent of
the laws.
