
PARIS PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

The Gay City Has a Model System ofI
Education,

Many Points of Excellence Utterly

Foreign to tho American

System.
•

Tarls may be the wickedest city in the
\u25a0world and the most pleasure-loving, but
the Paris school system is a model one.
Ithas many points of excellence utterly

foreign to American systems of educa-
tion, and many wise regulations govern-
ing the scholars which willinterest the
parents of Young America as well as our

school reformers.
Itis not the fashion in France to send a

"well-born child to the public school, but
that is his loss, for the system of educa-
tion is the best of its kind in the world.

For the last lifteen years there has been
a socialistic or radical majority in the

Municipal Council of Paris, and all that
could be done has been done to advance
the interest of the people. The parent |
has only to send his child to school. The j
motherly State does the real. With open j
arms it welcomes the toddler oftwo years
of age. aud if he shows special abilityin
any direction he may pursue his studies
ior twenty-two consecutive years and not
Bpend a dollar. _ .

Education in compulsory. Nothing but
mental debility exempts the child, liven
the little hospital patients and tiny crip-

ples havo their lessons and industrial
toya. The small Francais may go to the
IMaternelle or mother schools between
Ihe ages of two and six years, but he must
go to somo school from six until thirteen
years. The plea of poverty is not enter-
tained, for the State stands ready to
clothe, feed and amuse Little Wiial's-his-
name, and in addition give him a pension
to pay lor lodgings in his own house.
The pension varies from §- to £5a month,
according to the condition of the family.

CLOTHES FOR TUE POOR.
Paris is divided into twenty arrondis-

sementa or wards. Each has its own
.Mayor and Common Council. Ifa parent

is so ili-starred that he cannot clothe his
child Idon't say children, for the French
family ouiy averages a child and a hali;

lie has oniy to notify the Mayor of his
arroudissemeijt; if he doesn't, some ofli-
cious neighbor will. In due time the
child is sent ior by the proper authority,
who not only dresses hJin decently, bui
comfortably aud often fashionably.

No second-hand goods are used. Every

garment distributed is brand new aud
the proper hi. licota and stockings, a
blouse or apron of everlasting jeans to
save the outfit, caps, hats, wraps aud iv
the winter gloves are included. As might
be supposed from the national love of

uniforms, these iree garments are neither
cut from tho Kama cioiu nor made on the
same plan.

If the child has boon the butt of nature
his delects are made as bearable as possi-
ble by skilled medical advice, accurately
lilted glasses and surgical goods. In the j
eyes oi the State every boy is a French j
soldier, and every girl is the mother of
one, which has a great deal to do with

the excellent quality ot tne clothing
furnished, particularly that of the under-
wear and lootwear.

There is a perfectly appointed kitchen
and a capable cook und assistant iv every
school. A piping-hot meal is served at j

noon. It the'puuil does not caro to buy |
it he can bring his own chop, egg, h'sh or !
lot-pie, and the cuisinere will cook it for
j.im. In the poorer sections a breakfast
of hot soup is served at B:3U o'clock in the
morning aud a lunch at 4 o'clock, in ad-
dition to the noonday repast.

VACATION TRIPS, TOO.
The school hours are from 8:30 to 11:30.

aud from - until 4 o'clock. Special
classes aro iv session from i until o, and
uil day Thursday, for the accommodation
ol the children whose parents are away
Jrom home all day. The school year lasts
ten months, but during thu vacation the
bta.Ui continues to look after the young-
sters.

Vacation trips, varying from one to
thirty days, are provided, the Directors ;
ia the Uoard of Education maintaining i

that the pupil will uot profit by the iv- j
btruclion unless he has had a pleasant

vacation. In the distribution ol these
fresh-air prizes the preference is given to
the best-hohaved, the poorest children
being selected ior the long trips.

Corporal punishment is not tolerated i
in tho French schools. Mo child is ever j
jerked, pushed or euakeu, and very ;
rarely is a child scolded. Every class
Irom the cradie clomeut in tho Maior-
welle School to the brightest has itu roll
of honor aud its nickel medals, with j
bright ribbons and flattering inscriptions, j
and these, >\ith tho free scholarships, froo \
holiday trips, pri/.o uooks and honorable
mention, are mom than ample for por.'oci
deportment aud admirable discipline.

In addition to this paternal interest, the
Government supplies books and ail the j
other school requisites. The boys iv the j
professional scuools where physics and
chemistry, cabiuot work, printing and
bookbinding, mechanical industries,
practical drawing aud the application of
the line arts are taught are not under
one sou of expense; education in the j
pirls' professional school is equally free j
.Prizewinners in tne high schools are
sent to collude and the State pays the bill
lor three and often five yeara' study aud
living expenses.

FOR VERY LITTLE TOTa
There are 141 uiaternelie scfaooU in tho 'city of Paris. 'Hie hours are from 8:30

a. in. until 4 p. in., but the mother is iv
residence, with a cook aud bonne, and
babies ol the laboring classes are received
as early as 7 a. ni. and kept until 7 p. m.
The instruction given in these maternelle
schools is alter the kindergarten sytnem. j
The pupils are seated two at a denk, the !

Bure thore are indillureut and inellicient j
principals and assistants, but the good j
ones are vory, vory good. The great ,
thing is to create, to make something elso
With the material at hand, and so a child
with an advertising bill will be aided in j
converting it into a do»l for his sister or a
little dish lor his mother's pins, while a ,
boy with a giugerbread lion carves out j
two or three cubs and is satisfied to eat j
the crumbs lelt over. Penholders hair-
pins, buttonhooks and a host of other
things are made with macaroni, mil
really clever caricatures are designed
with a match, bread aud bits of ir'.igar
and dried fruits.

A MA TO"S EACH DAY.
A source of never-endiug delight is the

cabinet of toys, to which manufacturers
aud dealers make frequent contributions.

In these sohools-maternolle boys and
girl*work aud play together. There are
double swats, and Louis and Louise sit
side by aide. In all the other schools the
sexes are separated.

Paris liasU!'- primary schools for boys
and 254 for pirls. The girls are instructed
by women, and in ail hut ni.\teen of the
male schools the teachers are men. After
the completion of the primary course six
high schools, six schools lor manual
training and six provisional schools are
open to the graduates, besides various
Ivcees. At the high-normal college the
girl who manages to uusa the entrance ex-
amination get* her bor.ru, lodgiugs and
educa'ion free of expense.

'I hero are lv, i">- boys und girls in the
com;nunale or i'reo jniumry schools. Tiiis
little army is expected to be iivplace and
roaiij lor orders ai 8 o'clock every morn-
log in tiie week, except Thursdar. Gates
arc closed at $:'M> a. in., and the laggard
must pass the scowling concierge who ad-
mits him, besides the reproof of the prin-
cipal and teacher.

PLAY-GKOI^D AND GYMNASIUM.
Every school has an ot>eu yard and a

covered play-ground, and nearly all a
gymnasium with some caliethenic appli-
ances. The noon hour is spent inside the
school galo. Each day. regardless of the
weather, the boys are drilled, and run-
ning, jumpingand wrestling matches are
contested under the direction of the
master. Ho has a whistle in his mouth
ami every note is instantly heeded.

The principle of every school has a
residence in the building. Beside the
concierjjo aud his wife, who koop the
school premises iv order, and the cook,
there is a oantinier*, who gets a salary of
$5 month and is responsible for the
quality of the meal and the manner in
which it is served. The pupil brings
bread aud wine or anything olso he wishes
to driuk.

the Hoard of Education for two ceuts
may be gained by the following ollicial
menus iv use on successive days during
March.

'ihe best quality of food is provided,

the cooking is perfect, and as the supply
is only for tue day, the materials are
iresh and sound. Ihe parents pay for a
month, often a term, aud tue pupil re-
ceives a brass check from the teacher on
his way to tho refectory; those who are
unable to pay also receive a check, so
that rich and poor stand on au equai foot-
ing during tii>- luncheon hour. Thuse
children who preiar to brine h chop or
pate iroin home arc under no expense to
tho cook for its preparation. Theso foodsare brought iv little onumeied pans, aud
hali an linur oefore noon they crowd tiie
ovens and top of the range, i'hai no mis-
take may be made the fastidious little
I'ariaiau glues a slip of paper to the dish,
telling the cook whether tne egg is to be
poached or fried, the cutlui medium or
well done, or the .soie baked or broiled.

The luncheon.? wiiicb the children of
the working people get lor almost noth-
ing cost the department a pretty penny.
For example, in the populous Eighteenth
Arrondissomeiit, iv ivjj,the bill lor hot
dinners amounted hi l3S,(Xf] francs, or
$£7,738; in 18UJ tue ex pause was 106.000
lrancs, or £33,200. iv the Thirteenth
Arrondissetnuut toe cost was *U,uo i lor
the corresponding two years; in the
Eighth Arrondissemont, which is au ex-
clusive part of the city, there was no ex-
pense.

WHAT THEY ARE TAUGHT.
The children do an astonishing amount

ol writing aud ciphering, which no doubt
diminishes the apparent necessity for
comfortable und hygienic seats. Very lit-
tle attention is given to the geography of
the world; it is euough for the child to
know France, and he does know it—rail-
ways', waterways, productions, nianu-
ij:;;i;#s aud social as Well as physical
features. Besides knowing his own coun-
try, tho pupil knows li^ures. Wherever
there is manual or industrial training
there is practical bookkeeping, and it Is
so well taught that the women are the
bookkeepers aud cashiers of the entire
bu&iuesi world.

In thegirla' professional schools, fiower,
dress and corset-making, tailoring, mil-
linery work, washing aud ironing, busi-
nessinetuods, knitting, ueedie work and
drawing are taught by professional ex-
perlSi livery girl, no matter what course

KOVALEV AS A RUSSIAN NIHILIST.

Arrested for Participating in an At-
tack on the Czar.

The Story Told by Nathan Bailed of

San Francisco When the

Exiles Arrived.

La9t evening's Sau Francisco Bulletin
published an article on Ivan Kovalev,

the Russian now on trial here for mur-

! der, which, while it has no real bearing

The Bulletin mates that Nathan Babed

! of 546 Howard street, now absent from
the State, noticed that a nihilist was
among the Russian convicts brought to

this coast by tho whaling bark Cape

Horn Pigeon in ISM3, and referring to the
matter of tho escape of the prisoners, he j

| at that time said:
"1 am a Russian, and am aware that

I Russia is unjust, so 1 became interested
jin the fate of the prisoners." And later
he said: "I notice that the press is pub-
lishing matter which endangers the lives
of people who have been through much
dauger for freedom's sako. It is partly
for that reason thiit I decided to interview
the alleged couvicls.

"Un boarding the Cape Horn Pigeon
with two parsons interested, I singled
out the nihilist, lie would not speak
until I had given him the sign oi the
nihilistic order. He was an intelligent
fellow, and he gave me his true story.

" *My name is ivau KovoliotT. lam 26
years of age. 1 was born in the ciiy of
Charkolf, in the southern part of Russia.
Colleges are few iv Russia, and Charkoil'
Is a place that boasts of a university.

" 'in 1888 when Czar Alexander 111. way

on his way to Charkoft, his tra n was
wrecked by a nihilist's bomb. Tho .stu-

ofthe college, and I, Kovol.ou", who was
an honest shoemaker, was one of the
crowd ofrioters. Tho police were called
out and many a student was shot aud
killed. The battle raged liercely and the
laborers came to the assistance ol tho
students. Wholesale arrests were made.

| I was one of tho men taken into cus-
tody.' "The Russian was taken to prison, and

| the city bastiies. In August, 1891, lie was
! transierrcd to the steamship Odessa, arid
with scores of manacled men, women and
ciiiidren, was scut away to Baghalein
Island, there to serve a lite sentence.
