Zakrewsfkei on the Stand All of
Yesterday.

A Rtcld Cross-Examination—Kovalev

Attain Interviewed by Olga

Gordenko.

Lawyers W. A. Anderson and E. C.
li^rt, who are doing their best to sav>3

Ivan Kovalev from the gallows, have
been endeavoring for some days to ob-
tain from the prisoner—who is charged

v.ith the murder of F. H. L. Weber—a
statement that they hoped might

be used to his advantage dur-
ing the trial. It has been gen-

erally understood that Kovalev was

willingto admit, as he had done to his

Russian associates in San Francisco, I
and which has been testified to over

and over again, that he had something

to do with the Weber murders, but
that Stcherbakov was the one who

struck down and butchered the de-
feriseless old man and wife.

If the jury could be impressed with
this View Of the case, and with the be-
lief that Kovalev is really the half-wit-
ted person that his appearance might

under some circumstances justify one
in believing, then his attorneys might
have some chance of saving his neck.

It was with this end in view that
they hud tried to induce him to make
a statement, and to which reference
was made in the Record-Union's re-
port Of Wednesday's proceedings in
court.

The fact that Kovaiev's attorneys
w< re "working on him" became well
known, and the story was abroad on
Thursday morning that the prisoner
was expected to make a confession.
The opening of the court was delayed
on that morning because of a confer-
ence that was held between the attor-
neys in the case and the prisoner, and
ih^t a possible statement, or •\u25a0confes-
sion." was expected was generally
known about the Courthouse, yet the
fact escaped the alleged keen scent of
our evening contemporary until
brought to its notice by the Record-
Union's report yesterday morning.

The conference on Thursday morn-
ing was not satisfactory to the attor-
neys, and the trial was proceeded with
as if nothing had happenea. Still the
talk of a probable confession by the
prisoner was kept up, and that night

Mrs. Olga Gordenko, a Russian lady,
came to the city from Sonoma, for the
purpose of interviewing the prisoner
an 1 endeavoring to prevail on him to
make a clean breast of the affair, if
guiJty.

The lady had an interview with Kov-
alev soon after her arrival, in the pres-
ence of the District Attorney, but the

Her would not unbosom himself.
He rather intimated that he was not
altogether innocent of complicity In
the crime, but referred his visitor to
his attorneys, who, he said, knew all
tnat he had to say about it.

He made no confession to Mrs. Gor-
denko that night, and the Record-
Union's statement yesterday morning

to that effect was given on her author-
ity and that of District Attorney Ryan.

Again yesterday forenoon there was
ai.other conference between the pris-
oner, his counsel and Mrs. Gordenko,
and again the opening of the
court was delayed nearly two
hours in consequence. Then it was
that our astute contemporary on the
west side of the thoroughfare on which
ttie Record-Union office Is located dis-
covered thf fact that there was some-
thing in the wind.

She further said that if Kovalev had

confessed to her she would not affirm it
said Superior Judge Johnson told

her that if she stati i to anyone what« -aid iii her lntervi< w with Kova-

Mrs. GWdenko, who was herself sent

tc Siberia on suspicion of assisting a j
conspiracy to overthrow the Russian ;
Government a number of years ago,
suid she had seen enough of prisons,
and begged the reporter not to do any-
thing that would cause her to have to \
endure prison lifeagain.

When she was asked point blank if
anything in the shape of a confession
had been made by Kovalev, she said
she was not at liberty to tell. She again
referred to the fact that she would be
in contempt of court if she said any-
thing that would possibly affect the
minds of the Jurors. Kovalev, she said
impressed >.*r as being a man fairly

well educated and possessed of con-
siderable intelligence.

Concerning the statement that she
took from him yesterday, and which
took a large part of the day to trans-
late, Mrs. Gordenko said she was not at
liberty to tell what it contained. She
said she was the only one in the room
with Kovalev at thetime of the taking of
the statement and the conversation
were going on, except when occasionally

one or both of Kovaiev's attorneys
would enter the room. They did not
l:now what was being said because of
their uiifaniiliarity with the Russian
language. She was positive that state-
ments purporting to have been made to
h'-r by Kovalev were inferential and
unauthorized, as were also the questions
purporting to have been asked Kovalev
by her.

Mrs. Gordenko went to the County
Jail last evening for the purpose of talk-
ing with Kovalev, but he would not
hold any conversation with her. He
would not even come out of his cell to
meet her. Mrs. Gordenko, Sheriff
Johnson and Deputy Sheriff Kelly did
everything in their power in a peaceful
manner to get Kovalev to come out. but
he would not do so.

She also hud a consultation with Dis-
trict Attorney Ryan last night, during
which the latter said he thought Kov-
alev was nervous. Slit- said he was
mistaken, and that on the contrary the
prisoner was cool.

He told her he would like to have the
trial over with, and that he was willing

to go to the gallows.
When Mr. Ryan remarked that it was

a cold-blooded, heartless murder, she
disagreed with him again, saying that
she thought the prisoner showed that
he had a heart from the fact that the
matter was preying upon his mind to
such an extent. While she would not
admit that Kovalev had mad-- a defi-
nite, circumstantial confession to her,
Mr. Ryan said her words showed that
he had said enough to convince her that
he i.s guilty.

THE CASE RESUMED.
It was Il:o5 o'clock when Judge

Johnson opened court. Immediately

after the jury was called E. C. Hart,
one of defendant's attorneys, addressed
the court as follows:

"Ifyour honor please, Major Ander-
son and myself had a consultation this
morning, through the interpreter, with
the defendant, whom we have been
rei resenting in this trial and whom we
are representing now. The proceed-
ings concluded yesterday with the di-
rect examination of the witness Zak-
r> wsfki, and the next in order would be
his cross-examination. After the con-
sultation we have had with our client,
we have concluded that the cross-ex-
amination of the witness Zakrewsfki
will consume but a short space of time.
The questions which we will propound
to him will be Questions bearing upon
points which have suggested them-
selves to our minds since our consulta-
tion with the defendant this morning,

and we desire further consultation be-
tween ourselves. We desire to discuss
the matter and come to some under-
standing how we shall proceed?. There-
fore we will ask the court to adjourn to
the usual hour this afternoon, at which
time we will be ready to proceed."

The Court —I do not understand that
they were through with the direct ex-
amination.

District Attorney Ryan—There were
a few more questions.

The Court—You had not finished the
direct. I will not require you to pro-
ceed with the cross-examination before
recess.

The cross-examination of Zakrewsfki

KOVALEVS ADMISSIONS.
Zakrewsfki said Kovalev confessed

to him after New Year to having

killed the Webers, but he did not re-
member what month it was that Kov- j
alev confessed to him. He denied that i
lit- had testified that it was six or eight

months before Kovaiev's arrest when
the latter confessed to him. He be-
lieved and he did not believe Kovalev
when the latter told him that he had
killed Weber.

Zakrewsfki said he never told any-
one what Kovalev had said to him con-
cerning the murder. Kovalev in relat-
ing the manner in -which he killed
Weber, never used the name of the
murdered man.

Zakrewsfki was asked by Mr. Hart
how he knew that Kovalev was refer-
ring to the Webers.

The witness replied that it was be-
cause be had heard of the finding of
Mrs. Weber's watch in a closet in the
Old City Jail in San Francisco, soon
after New Year's.

Zakrewsfki testified that he met Kov-
alev. Stcherbakov and Nitikin in a
dark spot in San Jose, and Mr. Hart
asked him how he came to meet them
there. The witness replied that they

met him there.
Mr. Hart asked Zakrewsfki if it was

not a fact that one of them proposed
to burglarize a house, and that the wit-
ness protested.

The witness replied that nothing' of
the kind was suggested,

WHY HE WENT THERE.
Zakrewsfki admitted that he went to

San Jose for the pui^pose of ascertaining
From Stcherbakov something eono ru-
ing the Weber murder. Kovalev aad
told the witness that Stcherbakov was
with him when the murdei was com-
mitted. Witness denied that he knew
of th>- reward offered for the arrest of
the murderers when he \\< nt to San
Jose. ll>- expected to find Stcherbakov
there. He denied that either Kovalev,
Stcherbakev or Nitikin told him about
the robbery of Dowdigan in San Jose,
He denied also that he was employed to
follow KovaleA and gather evidence
against him for the Weber murder.

When asked why he did noi inform
the officers of what Kovalev had told
him. lie replied that he did not do so
because he had no fads.

He was reminded by Mr. Hart thai be
said he had heard Of the finding of Mrs.
Weber's watch in the old City Hall jail.

lie replied that when»Stevens exhib-
ited a watch in Zakrewsfki's shop Koi
valev remarked that he had thrown
away a better one.

NEITHER DRUNK Noll SOBER
Asked whether Kovalev was drunk or

sober when lit- spoke of the murder, Za-
krewsfki replied that the defendant
was neither drunk nor sober. The wit-
ness was certain that Kovalev said he
struck Weber over the head with th \u25a0 ax.
Kovalev was neither jolly nor sad while
relating the manner in which he killed
Weber.

The defendant told the witness he was
horn in Wilieko, Russia, and that he did
not belong to the Greek Church.

The must particular reason he h id '"or
going to San Jose to see Stcherbakov
was to ascertain from him whether or
no* Kbvalev was telling the truth when
he said that he and Stcherbakov killed
Mr. and Mrs. Weber. If he had con-
sidered Kovaiev's story to hay.- i i

th< truth he would have notified the
police. In his own mind he thought
that Kovalev knew something about the
w;.tch. He heard about the fnding of
the watch after the confession. He also
believed, after that, that Kovalev had
a hand in the murder.

The witness was requested by Mr.
Hart to explain to the court and jury
his reasons for not having notified the
police of Kovaiev's sayings.

Zakrewsfki replied that he only im-
agined that Kovalev was the murderer,
and had no facts to bear him out.

Zakrewsfki occupied the witness-
stand all the afternoon. The court took

IT CAN HAVE ITS OWN SAFE.

Views of Trustee-Elect Bentley on the
Treasury Question.

It Is) Xot a Difficult Matter to Keep

the Funds Safoly Without Mnk-

li!« Tueni ltauk Deposits.

A Record-Union representative yes-
terday called at the County Treasury

and had a conversation with County

Treasurer Lyon relative to the possible
placing of a city safe in the county vault
for a rental tee.

Mr. Lyon courteously show d the in-
terlor of the county vault to the re-
porter, and expressed the opinion that
there is not room in the apartment for
another safe. Another safe could be
placed in the vault, but it would crowd
it uncomfortably, he thought. The
county money—and it handles as much
as docs the city, and at times probably

Es k< lit in a safe in the vault.
Sometimes it is l*ss than the city funds
aggregate. Probably about the same
siim. on the average, is in each treasury.

This money is kept in a safe smiie three
feet wide, eighteen Inches deep and a
little less than three feet high. Mr.
Lyon finds no difficulty in keeping the
county funds In this safe, though hi d
likt a larger one, but he Is not favorable
to the idea of having another treasury
in the county vault.

Mr. Lyon is County Treasurer liter-
ally. 11" keeps th<- county monej
'\u25a0.illy in his possession, and It is n^t
farmed out or used in any waj as bank-
ing capital. In short, he conducts his
effia precisely as it is contended the
City Treasurer should conduct his.

': h<- Record-Union representative then
called upon Trustee-eleci Bentley, am!
as ki d him what were his Ideas upon the
subj< ct of tln care ol the < ity m
Mr. 1 tentley replied:

"] am in Bympathy with the Ideas ad-
vanci d by Ihi Record-Union in this
v<i tter. I think they are substantially
corn ct."

\u25a0 Do you think, Mr. Bentley, that city
funds sh< uld be deposits in a bank?"

"] 'li not. l have read what Treasurer
< 'armichael has had to say about it. and
I do not see force in his objectio
having the money kept by him act-
ually."

"That is clearly thr- intention of the
law. is it not .'"

"i thuik it is. I may say that I am
all 1 ran I" inform myself upon

city affairs and fit myself for my duties',
and in doing so 1 have had this subji ct
under consideration, and feel thai
law should be complied with and the
<-ity funds actually kept by the Treas-
urer."

"AH the Record-Union contends for
\e the law. It has confidence in oui
banking institutions, and has not one
word to say against them, but every-
thing for them and their owners."

"Why could not the city buy a safe?
Say it costs a thousand dollars, and i.s
piac< '1 where oversight of it can be
maintained—where it can be watchi i.
I see no reason why that may not be
done."

"The Record-Union thinks s>>."
"Why. has not .Mr. Carmichael's firm

a superior office where such a safe may
be placed."'

"It has, the Record-Union thinks,
and moreover, it thinks that the vault
now usfl by that firm, with a proper
safe in it, will be an admirable place
for the Treasurer's safety deposit of
the funds. If the outer door is 7iot am-
ply strong, one can be placed there that
will be, when it is considered that the
safe itself \u25a0will be secure. The doors
can be made as secure as are those of
the County Treasury vault."

"Could not room for a safe be rented
in a bank vault? I should think so."

"The Record-Union has advanced
just such an idea, Mr. Bentley."

"About this other matter—the bond.
The Treasurer gives a bond of $125,-
--000 and he has twice that sum on
often."
