
CONVICT LABOR IN STATE PRISONS

A Letter of Inquiry From Pennsylvania
Answered.

President De Pue of the State Prison

Directors Explains Its

Workings.

Governor Budd is in receipt of the fol-
lowing correspondence on the subject
of contract labor in State Prisons,
\u25a0which will be of interest to many who
have studied on the question, and ex-
plains itself:

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 13, 1595.
Governor James H. Budd, Sacra-

mento, Cal.—My Dear Sir: Herewith
I hand you copy of the letter written in j
reply' to the one you handed me on the
train. The letter seems long, but there
is so much to be said on the subject |
that it is difficult to stop when the mat- j
ter is once taken up.
I hope some of the worst of the exist- |

ing laws relating to the prisons may be
corrected by the Code Commissioners'
recommendations. Hoping you are

Alexander K. Pedrick, Secretary
Pennsylvania Legislative Commission,
Philadelphia, Perm.—Dear Sir: Your
letter to Governor Budd has been re-
ferred to me with the request that the
extent of manufacturing with convict
labor and the condition of California in
this regard be stated.

"We have two penitentiaries—one at
Folsom, Sacramento County, with
about 850 prisoners, and the otht-r ;U

San Quentin, Marin County, with
about 1,350.

At the former the men were from
ISBB to 1894 employed on a dam and
canal, but have since been and are now
employed in working a granite quarry
and building granite additions to the
prison buildings, and have quite re-
cently commenced work opening a
quarry of blue trap rock,to work which
contracts have just been let for a
crushing plant of a capacity of 1,000
tons of road metal per day, which it is
expected will be used through the Bu-
reau of Highways in the improvement
of roads, and for which the State will
obtain a small advance over the cost
of operating the plant. Transporta-

tion by rail has been arranged for at
about three-quarter cents per ton per
mile, and a great improvement in the
highways is expected will result.

Although the tests of the granite
from the Folsom Prison have shown it
to be of particular excellence, we have
been unable to sell any great quantity,
owing to the objections raised by th>-

ated Trades to the handling of
prison products. We have at times,
however, placed some crossings and
curbstones.

In addition to the foregoing work at
Fols. .m. farming is carried on, but this
requires but a few men.

'After the first day of January, 1882,
the labor of convicts shall not be let out
by contract to any person, copartner-
ship, company, or corporation, and the
Legislature shall by law provide for the
working of convicts for the benelit of
the State."

In conclusion, I am pleased to say that
the sentiment against using prison labor
seems to be charging, and will, I trust,
soon be better understood in California;
f.s well as in Pennsylvania, and while it
would be wrong for any State to engage
in industries whereby the enterprise of
its citizens would be ruined, it should
lie possible without doing this to find
employment for all able-bodied men
that would make them at least self-
supporting, and we shall look forward
with interest to the conclusions to be
reached by your committee. Yours,

GRANTED A NEW TRIAL.

•Vantine Says lie Did Not Intend to
Violate the Ordinance.

The case of Frank Yantine, who was
found guilty in tho Police Court on

11. L, Buckley, attorney for Yantine,

jasked for a new trial, as the defendant
I had conducted his own case, aud although
| there was a technical violation of the or-
diuance, as a matter of fact the substances
deposited were only cinders, tiu cans aud
broken brick, which gave out no odor
and were uot in auy way injurious to the
health of residents. Mr. Vantine, he
said, was a law-abiding citizeu, and had
no intention of violating the law, and
would uot under any circumstance* do
anything that he thought would endan-
ger the health of his neighbors.

The court said that he very seldom
granted a new trial, but the circum-
stances in this case were peculiar, and the
violaliou of tho ordinance only a tech-
nical oue. lie should therefore grant a
\u25a1ew trial, aud set the time for the ___.

It appears that Yantine was hauling
rubbish and cinders, and dumping theiu
on lots owned by his father to fill in the
lots. The latter states that there was no
garbago mixed with tho rubbish.
