Noth-
ing whatever was said in this proposal
about the prayer-book, but the Rev. Dr.
Christian of Newark, N. J., carried the
convention with bim when he said that
no church must be recognized that does
not take the prayer-book ‘from cover to
cover.” The particular case that came up
at Minneapoiis put the sincerity of the
Episcopalians, in

It sometime happens that the root
of a decayed tooth will cause trouble toa |
horse which can only be relieved by ex- |
traction, The root cannot well be reached |
by forceps, bscause it is far below the
surface of the gum.

In an aggravated case of this kind |
some time ago the operation of
trephining was performed. T'he tooth |
to be extracted was in tha lower
jaw, and a hole was bored from |
under the jawbone right up to the root of
the tooth. A chisel was then passed up
the cavity and a smart tap with a|

hammer sent the oflending root ty-
ing out. The animal was soon well
again ,and able to do its work.
