Most Serious Anxiety Prevailing

at Turkey's Capital.

THE SITUATION DAILY BECOMING
WORSE.

Amerloan Missionaries Ask for an

Escort to Talco Them and Their

Families to a Place of Safety—Esti-

mated That Twenty Thousand Per-

sons Have Been Massacred Since

the Sultan Accepted the Scheme

of Reform.

LONDON, Nov. IT.—The Daily New 3
drill to-morrow publish a dispatch from
Constantinople, dated November 16th,

paying that the most serious anxiety

prevails, and that the situation is be-

coming worse. The Government is ob-
taining a record of the houses in which

Armenians live. This action causes
alarm, because in several towns where

massacres have occurred the houses of
Armenians had been previously
marked. Several of the leading Ar-

menian merchants have sought and re-

<\u25a0• ived shelter in the houses of Eu-
ropeans.

The American missionaries at Bitlis

have telegraphed to the American
Minister asking him to procure from the

Porte an escort to take them and their
families to Van.

It is estimated that 20,000 persons
have been massacred since the accept-

ance by the Sultan of the scheme of re-

form. .
The Daily News, in an article on

"America and the Turk." will say th-at
the new world is asserting itself to re-
dress the balance of the old world. The
lethargy of the European Powers is to

explain, but it is well that the Turk
should know that there is a great na-
tion beyond the Atlantic that will not
allow the blood of its sons to be shscl
with impurity.

• Our latest advices report Harpoot
missionaries safe, and the American
.Minister Is taking all possible precau-
tion for their future safety. Nothing
is being omitted by the department in
the direction of appropriate action. '

TROY (N. V.), Nov. IT.—A largely at-
tended meeting was held here to-di:y
tc protest against the massacres of
Christians in Armenia. The proceed-
ings of the Turks were strongly con-
demned, and the following message was
cabled to the Marquis of Salisbury, the
British Prime Minister:

"Massacres of Armenians shame
Christendom. Citizens of Troy, N. V.,
in mass meeting, protest vehemently,
and appeal to the Powers of Europe for
immediate action to stop bloodshed."

The United States Government was
also requested to interfere.

WILL CHICAGO GET IT?

Looks as Though the Republican Con-
vention 'Will Meet Tlktm.

CHICAGO, Nov. 37.—A morning- pa-
per says: Joseph H. Manley, ex-Chair-
man of the Republican National Com-
mittee, and at present manager of the
Thomas Brackett Heed Presidential
boom, has written to Chicago to engage
thirty rooms tor the "fleet! headquar-

ters" at the Republican National Con-
vention. If this letter of ex-Chairman
Etianley's means anything at all—and
th \u25a0 writer is a man who knows what is j
going on—it means that Chicago is
practically certain to get the next Re-
puhlican National Convention.

The letter containing this important
information is now in the hands of
William Udell, an attorney, and a
warm personal friend of ex-Chairman
Manley. The letter was written to Mr,
Odell by Mr. Manley from New Orleans
a week ago. Mr. Odell, while using
every effort to keep secret the contents
of a purely personal letter, admitted its
contents, and deeply deplored the fact
that the Manley-Reed plans are so soon
reached by the public. Mr. Odell left at
noon to-day for Philadelphia, where he
will to-nioirow night meet Mr. Manley. 1

Kx-Chairman Manley, who has writ-
ten the request for rooms for Reed
headquarters, has for some time been
making a tour of the western and
southern country. He passed through !
Chicago a month or six weeks ago, and
vrhile here conferred with several of the
Illinois leaders known to feel kindly
toward the candidacy of Reed. It is be-
lieved the question of bringing the Na-
tional Convention to Chicago was, next
to the discussion of Reed's chances for
the nomination, one of the most im-
portant questions brought forward.

Since that time Mr. Manley has vis-
ited Colorado, Kansas, New Mexico,
Utah and California. In each of th*se
States, particularly in California, he
sp'-nt considerable time. After swing-
ing around the Western circle. Mr.

MANY LIVES LOST.

A Frightful Accident Occurs at
Cleveland, Ohio.

AN ELECTRIC CAR RUNS THROUGH

AN OPEN DRAW.

The Car and Ita Occupants Ilnrled In-

to the Itlver, Over a Hundred Feft

Below— Fifteen Bodies Already Re-

covered, and lour People Yet
Among the Mlssluu—The Conductor,

Who Lost His Life, lilamed lor the

Terrible Accident.

CLEVELAND, Nov. 17.—A frightful
accident occurred here last evening,

which resulted in many lives being lost.
The accident occurred at ~:'.\T> o'clock at
the draw oi' the Central Viaduct, a
long stone and iron structure, which
crosses the valley and the Cuyahoga
River, and connects Jennings avenue
on the south side and Central avenue
on the east. The bridge is 120 fe< I
above the river and a draw is immedi-
; tely above it. t.> admit of the passage
of tall-masted vessels.

The draw was open for a tug drawing

a schooner which was about to pass be-

neath the bridge. As usual, the gates

were closed on both sides of the draw,

and danger lights of red were displayed
to guard against such accidents as oc-

curred to-night. An electric car was
Keen coming along from the east
t iward the south side, but Captain

Charles Brennan,who has charge of the
bridge, had no thought of danger, as
the usual precautions had been ob-
served.

At what is known as the derailing
switch, unit feet from the draw, the con-
ductor mechanically alighted, as is the
custom of all conductors at this point,
to see ifall was right. The car came to
a sudden standstill and the motorman
waited for orders. The conductor failed
to see the red signal of danger or the
closed gates, or perhaps custom made
him careless, and he signaled to the
motorman, named Rogers, to come
ahead.

The motorman turned on the electric
lluid, the conductor Jumped aboard the
car, "which at a terrible speed went roil-
ing toward the draw. Why the motor-
nrran flid not see the danger lights or the
closed gates sooner than he did will
perhaps always remain a mystery, but
the fact remains that he did not.

\u25a0\\ hen a few feet from the draw it first j
dawned upon the motorman that the
draw was open. lie made frantic ef-
forts ti> turn off the current, but it was
<>:' no avail. The motorman, realizing
his own danger, leaped off the front
platform just as the car ran down the |
viaduct In the direction of Central aye- ]
nuL' and disappeared.

Those who saw the accident say they
heard one agonizing chorus of screams
and in an instant all was as quid as
death.

A crowd of fully 50,000 spectators
gathered at the scene of the accident
this morning when the Bearch for the
missing bodies was resumed. Diver
Joseph Eberhttrt was employed by tho
street car companies to assist in the
Bt-arch and after he had been at work
two hours on the river bottom he gave
th- pull-up signal for the grappling
}<ooks. and the body of mail carrier
Louis Huletz was brought to the sur-
face.

Eiuletx' brother had stood on tho
bridge all night peering anxiously
through tho darkness and inquiring
inn-- ami again if his brother had been
found. When the mutilated body was
brought up the brother became wild
with grief, and could hardly be re-
strained. Tho top of the head was al-
most torn oft and the face was bat-
tered in a (earful manner. The body
was taken to the morgue. This was
tii.- last body that had been found.

About H> o'clock Diver Metcalf came
to the surface with a handful <>f
woman's hair. He said that a b>iy
\v;is he'd down by th«< trucks, and that
Ir trying to pull it out he pulled her
hair <>ut. The body is thought to be
that of Mi-s Martha Bauernheimer of

About 10:30 o'clock a river man re-
ported to tin- police that the body of a

The
hair was clotted with blood, and the
face was crushed in so as to make
Identification almost impossible. It
was afterwards identified as the body

of Gertie Hoffman.
The work of searching for the four

undiscovered bodies will be resumed
again to-morrow.

Patrick Looney, the only passenger of
the ill-fated car who was taken from
the wator alive, is still at tlu- hospital
in a critical condition. He Las not re-
gained consciousn. ss since being taken
there, and the Interview with him sent
out over the wires from here was un-
true.

The moat plausible theory as to the
cause of the disaster is on accQunt of
the removal of the circuit-breaker,
which was replaced by a derailing
switch about two weeks ago. Form-
erly the circuit was broken s<
hundred feet from the swinging por-
tion of the viaduct whenever the swing

open, -'.\u25a0 \u25a0 \u25a0'.'•nx to the new con-
trivance, which was constantly set to
derail a car, it was necessary for the
car to stop. The conductor would set

This proceeding was en-
acted last night, and as the misty rain
had so covered the glass in the vesti-
bule, the motorman claims to have been
unable to see the danger lights, depend^
Ing solely upon the conductor's signals.
As the conductor went down to death
with his car. it will never be known
what caused him to fail to see the lights.

OUTLINE OF CLEVELAND'S NEXT

It Is Said Ho AVlll Recommend That

Congress Kedre Greenbacks

From Circulation.

The President will return to the attack
upon Congress for a retorm of our cur-
rency methods. Ho willsay that the Xx- !
ycutive has done all within his constiiu- i
tioual powor to protect the national credit
under the clumsy system now ivvogue, I
and will point out what the dangers of*
this system are. He will take the ground ;
that the difficulty is not iv any sense one
of revenue, !>ut ol tiie attempt U>main-
tain a goid reservo and hundreds ol mill-
ions of notes reUoeuiaule in gold upon
demand a; the samo.

The President will cull the attention of
Congress to the fact liiftt no other Llov-
eriiiiißUl iv tuo world attempts to keep
its gold store open lor all the require-
ments of couimerco and banking, this dis-
tinction being left 10 the United Mates
ulone. He will repeat his former descrip-
tions of the inanuer iv which the use of
these demand notes over and over again
—the fitcretary of the Treasury buin^ by
iaw required to p«y thorn out aa fas: as
they are received—forms the "endless
chain" of gold depletion about which «o
much was heard a week ago.

The lorm ol remedy agreed upon bo-
tween the President and secretary Carl-
isle, and lo be set iorth in the message, is
very simple. It consists ol a recom-
mendation that the statute of lbTs requir-
ing the Secretary oi the Treasury to re-
issue 1Hiled States notes as noon as th.-y
are paid inio tne Treasury be re-
pealed, and that he be given authority
to retiro tLioui from circulation. Also,
that the he< rotarj' L>e authorized to ex-
change tor tuo greenbacks at any tune a
new ihtiuo of Government bonds, to run
vi thai >w rate of interest.

Jt is the belief of the President and Sec-
retary that tha entire outstanding iatiuo
ol jjreeiibucks would bo quickly pro-
semied at the treasury counters by the
banks of the country m exchange tor
theao bond*, and thai the bonus would
goon i>6 deposited as baa.s of an increased ;

circulation of national bank notes, 'lhis
recommendation is made- upon the theory
that the national bank circulation is suf- :
licicntly elastic to inei.-t the requirements
of commerce. pro\ i'iin.LT all unreasonable
obstacles to such circulation are removed
by Congress.

«Hie 01 the obstacles at the present:
time is the lack of bonds of proper cliar-
acter (or deposit. In l^uo the national
bank circulation ran down to $123,000,000,
but has now recovered to about $~iI3,(AK),-
OOOi Leading bankers have tesliuod that, |
with au issue of bouds adapted to the pur-
pose, practically all of the green backs
could bo supplanted by national bank
noted —certainly a lame enough propor-
tion 01 them to meet the currency wants
oi the country.

'1 he President wilt not prepare a meas-
ure ior submission to Congress, with an
idea of Bucuriuu its adoption.

Neither President Cleveland nor Secre-
tary Carlisle baa the smallest noiiou that
Congress will act favorably upon thin •suggestion. They have no bopo ol any ,
legislation. At the same time they deem
ittheir duty to put the facts before Con-
gress add the country, that tiie people
may have no difficultyin placing the re-
sponsibility lor inaction where it prop-
erly belongs.

It has been definitely decided that there
will be no issue oi bonds until alter the
meeting of Congress, unless, of course,
some sudden outrusb of gold should
make earlier action absolutory necessary.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 17.—Secretary
Morton's third annual report is a bri >fer
document than the two which pr.
it. It discusses the work of the several
bureaus of the department, asserting

efficiency.

Much of the matter of the report has
been anticipated in publications from
time to time during the fiscal year and
since its close.

Of the amount exported
tasi year, nearly 23,000 000 pou ids went
io Germany and over 9,000,000 pounds
went to Prance.

Speaking of the export trade in dairy
products of the United States, the re-
port points out the fact that in cheese
the United States, while a large shippi >
i British markets, holds the conspicu-
ously unflattering place in the extreme
rear as to quality and price, and as the
only one of the competitors for this
trade whose business shows a serious
falling off. This he attributes to the
deterioration in the quality of American
cheese by adulteration. In butter the
United Slates is out Of the race, supply-
ing less than 1 per cent, of the British
demand for foreign butters, notwith-
standing the fact that Great Britain im-
ported In eight months m m >.< •>"»
worth of butt< r.
