STATE INSANE ASYLUM DIRECTORS.

They Meet to Discuss Reforms With
the Governor.

A Committee Appointed to Perfect a
Plan and Formulate a Law

Concerning Them.

The State Board of Examiners held its
regular weekly meeting yesterday, the
main feature in the proceedings being
the examination of the claims of the va-
rious insane asylums and the endeavor
to equalize the prices paid by the dif-
ferent institutions for supplies.

It has been noticed for some time that
the same article would be bought by
the different institutions at widely
varying prices. For instance, Agnew
might pay fourteen cents a dozen for
eggs, while on the same month’s claim
from Stockton or Napa would appear
“Iggs, twenty-four cents a dozen.”
The matter was discussed two weeks

Senator Seawell said that he took a

different view from that of the Gov-
ernor. The burden should be borne by
the people generally. The law should
be so amended as to prevent persons
being sent to asylums who should not
be sent there. The larger number that
is collected together in a body, the
cheaper they can be cared for, and :if
the counties care for them it will be
more costly and the money will be
wasted. If they do it will cost
more than under the present system.
Those who are able to support their
relatives should be forced to pay for
them. The asylum was no benefit to his
county.

Mr. McDougald and others said that
it cost far more to support them in the
county hospitals than in the asylums.

Mr. Seawell resumed that if we are
going to maintain these asylums we
should do it properly and with all due
regard to humanity and economy. He
thought the remedy would be to stop
sending people there simply because
they could not make a living.

The Governor said that if the asylum
was of no benefit to his county it was
not a benefit to the State, and the law
providing for it should be repealed.

The Senator explained that what he
said was that it made no difference to
the county whether the State or county
maintained the poor, except that men
could be cared for more cheaply in
large bodies.

Mr. Shurtleff said that the present
system was robbing the really insane
of their opportunity of being cared for
by the State.

Mr. Gibson of the Southern California
Asylum thought that one reason why
these unfortunates should not be cared
for by the counties was that they could
not be cared for as well as they could
by the State. He thought there should
be a central State institution for in-
curables of this type.

The Governor pulled out a contract of
the Southern California Asylum and
asked concerning the difference in
prices,”compared with the other insti-
tutions. Butter was worth 23 cents,
while at some other asylums it was 12
cents. Potatoes were $1 10, and at the
rorthern asylums they were 55 cents.
Salt was $1, and elsewhere about one-
half. Tea was 22 and 24 cents, while in
scme other places it was from 9 to 15
cents.

“Tea at 9 cents is vile stuff, and I
would not buy it,” said Mr. Miller. *“As
for the salt, we only used $£3 25 of it.
We cannot get as good prices where we
buy only a small quantity as for a
large one. These contracts are all
made on bids, and transportation is
high with us. Wages in our institu-
tion are lower than at the others. Our
potatoes come from up north where the
other places are.”

In the East the practice is to call them
hospitals and to avoid allusions to the
insane as far as possible.

The Governor suggested that a uni-
form form of application for positions,
with three indorsers, be adopted. In re-
lation to the appointment of directors at
Napa and San Jose, he said that the law
bound the Governor in each case to ap-
point a majority of the directors from
the county.
