The attempt made by Sena-
tor Morgan to dispute them seems to
be <largely founded on misapprehen-
sion, and her majesty’s Government
cannot doubt that when the full facte
are before the public in the TUnited
States, the liability of that country to
make compensation, which has never
been denied by the Government, will
be generally xu‘n;:m/ed both in and
outside of Congress.”
