With the exception of the sixth
amendment suggested, the Comptroller
says all these recommendations have
heretofore been made to Congress.
“The advantage accruing to the Gov-
ernment by the substitution of a bank
note for a treasury note currency would
be immeasurably great. The need of
maintaining a gold reserve to meet the
recurring demand obligations, now
never retired, would, within a reason-
able time, be obviated, and, delivered
fyom this wvexatious and expensive
difficulty, the Treasury Department
could return to its legitimate function of
collecting the revenues of the Govern-
ment needful to meet govenrmental ex-
penses and disbursing the same.

“With the relief gained to it through
the removal of this burden would come
a greater one to the business interests
of the individual zitizen, whose every
operation would no lor ger be harassed
by the uncertainty springing from a
fear that either in the present or the
{ future the currency obligations now
fecrced by this Government through the
provisions of an inflexible law into the
avenues of trade and commerce may be
discredited and dishonored. The rele-
gating of note issue entirely to the
banks would give a Letter guarantee of
meeting te varying wants of trade
which is impossible with a legal man-
date decreeing an amount of treasury
issue of no greater and no less value
at one season of the year than another,
whether or not there be a correspond-
ing increase or lessening of the demand

state of readiness to be placed immedi-
ately on board.

“Such ship is not to be considered as
in ordinary, but is to be treated in all
respects as a ship in commission, and
subject not to the dockyard authorities
of the yard where stationed, but to the
orders of the Commander-in-Chief of
the squadron to which she is attac
or under the direct control of the N
Department. In other words, the ship
would be in commission with a largely
reduced crew, and treated accordingly.
The saving thus effected in men, coal,
stcres and other charges is obvious, and
at the same time the efficien
ship as a fighting machine will always
be maintained. At least once in each
year these vessels are to be given full
crews and to be sent on short cruises to
test their conditicns, and. that the men
and officers may gain experience in
pandling them. Vessels undergoing a
general overhauling at a navy yard will

Captain
Noble observed that the shore on
either side of the straits was lined
with troops under canvas, and that
cannon were placed at clese stages
along the banks. Two blank shots, one
from each shore, were fired at the Loch
Rannich. The Captain did not heave
his vessel to, thinking that the shots
were part of some military maneuver,
Soon three shells were fired at the
sfeamer. The first shell dropped un-
der the bow of the steamer, the second
fell astern, and the third whizzed
across the bridge a few feet from the
Captain’s head. He was astonished,
and thought that war had been de-
clared between England and Turkey.
