THE SUPREME COURT WAS DIVIDED.

Three of Its Justices Dissent From an
Opinion.

An Important Will Case, Involving
Some Nice Distinctions
of Law. .

The Supreme Court has decided a will
case that has excited great interest
among the lawyers of this State. Jus-
tice Henshaw delivered the opinion and
Chief Justice Beatty and Justices Har-
rison and Temple concurring, while
Justices McFarland, Garoutte and Van
Fleet dissent.

The case was entitled “Estate of
Ozias Walker, deceased,. Petition of
Lydia A. Lane to revoke probate of the
will, Oliver H. Walker, appellant.”

The facts disclosed by the evidence
were as follows: The will of Ozais
Walker was written by C. G. Warren,
his attorney, and was executed in the
presence of H. C. White and C. G. War-
ren, who were requested by the tes-
tator to attest, as witnesses, its execu-
tion. The requirements of the statute
were complied with in all respects, ex-
cept that the witness, C. G. Warren, in
signing his name as a witness at the
end of the will, inadvertently wrote C.
G. Walker.

Upon this showing the court revoked
the probate of the will and the propriety
of its action in so doing was the sole
question presented upon the appeal.

The decision says that at the outset it
is proper to say that the right to make
testimentary disposition of property .is
not an inherent right, or a right of
citizenship, nor is it even a right
granted by the Constitution. It rests
wholly upon the legislative will and is
derived entirely from the statutes.

In conferring that right the Legisla-
ture has seen fit to prescribe certain
exactions and requirements looking to
the execution and authentication of the
instrument, and a compliance with
these requirements becomes necessary
for its exercise. The Legislature of
this State has required that a will be
subscribed at the end by the testator or
someone in his presence and by his di-
rection; the subscription must be made
in the presence of the attesting witness-
es, or acknowledged by the testator to
them to have been made by him or by
his authority.

The testator must at the time of sub-
scribing or acknowledging the will de-
clare to the attesting witnesses that the
instrument is his will, and there must
be two attesting witnesses, each of
whom must sign. his name as a witness
at the end of the will, at the testator’s
request and in his presence.

The opinion cites a long line of Eng-
lish decisions to the cffect that a mark
made by either testator or witness to
represent his name is a compliance
with the law, but says that our statute
being explicit, these decisions have no
weight.

The judgment of the lower court is
therefore confirmed.

Justice McFarland dissents, saying
that the signature of Warren in this
case, as shown beyvond question, would
stand good if any written instrument
or paper known to the law were in-
volved other than a will, and he sees no
good reason why the rule should not
apply here. To allow a will to be de-
feated by the careless or intentional
misspelling of a name by a subscribing
witness would, he thinks, lead to great
abuses.

Justice Garoutte does not think a
man’s testamentary disposition of his
| property showud be defeated for the
| reasons given. While the right to dis-

pose of property by will is purely

| statutory, still it can hardly be said to
lhe a mere matter of legislative grace,
| for it has become almost an inalienable
[ right, made so by reason of its long
practice and approval by all civilized
nations. He is satisfied that the Legis-
lature never intended that such results
should follow.

Justice Van Fleet also dissents, and
agrees with Justices McFarland and
Garoutte. He thinks that by too close
adherence to the letter of the statute
the court in the main opinion loses
sight of the evident purpose intended

to be subserved by the provision in
question.
He thinks the'record shows a suffi-

cient compliance with the requirements
{of the statute, and that the deceased
| should not by any such slight lapse as
is here disclosed be deprived of the
| time-honored right of testamentary dis-
position of his property.
| The witness Warren evidently in-
{ tended to sign his own name, when he
inadvertently wrote that of Walker,
and that the testator has so far com-
| plied with the statute as to make his
| purposé effectual. He therefore thinks
the decision should be reversed.

VANTINE HELD TO ANSWER

The Court Thinks No One Else Took
Coglan’s Money.

The examination of J. Vantine for
robbery took place in the Police Court
vesterday.

The testimony showed that Vantine
and a man named F. L. Coglan had
been drinking together in a lower K-
street saloon and that Coglan was
drunk. Vantine took Coglan out into
the alley and told him if he had any
money to give it to him and he would
get him a room.

Vantine then took him to the White
House and put him to bed. The bar-
keeper told Special Officer Almas to
look out for Vantine, and Almas, with
Officers Douglas and Taylor, went to
the room and found that Coglan had
not a cent in his pocket. They arrested
Vantihe and found ¥2 70 in his pocket,
although he had said in the saloon that
he had no money, and Coglan had
changed a $5 piece just before he he left
the salcon.

A hanger-on around the saloon named
Meyers testified that Vantine came into
the saloon about half-past 8 o’clock
and asked for credit for three glasses of
beer and was refused. Vantine proved
by five witnesses that he could not
have been at the saloon at that time, as
he was at Twelfth and R streets at the
time. He also provad that he and his
brother had received several dollars for
some junk he had sold.

H. L. Buckley, Vantine’'s attorney,
scored the barkeeper severely for sell-
ing liquor to Coglan, when he was al-
ready so drunk he could hardly stand,
although he claimed to be his friend.

The court said that the case was
made up mainly of circumstantial evi-
dence, with some facts proved. It was
shown that Coglan had some money
when he left the salocon and that none
was found on him, and that Vantine
was with him during that time and
no one else could have taken it.

He therefore held Vantine to answer
in the Superior Court, and fixed his
bait at $1,000.

ANOTHER HOMESTEAD CONTEST.

A Postmistress Who Preferred Her
Oflice to the Wilderness.

A decision has been rendered by Reg-
ister Thomas Fraser and Receiver Chas.
F. Gardner of the United States Land
Office of this district in the contested
case of Henry J. Wells, contestant,
against James C. Gallanar, homestead
claimant, involving the north half of
southeast quarter and southeast quar-

ter of northeast quarter of section 21,
township 11 north, range 20 east.

In 1889 Wells made a filing which-

included the northwest quarter of the
southeast quarter and a contest was
had between them in regard to that
forty acres, the filing of Wells upon it
being cancelled in 1891 and Gallanar
making a homestead entry covering it
in June, 1892,

On May 13, 1895, Wells filed a contest,
charging that Gallanar had abandoned
the land for more than six months and
was not a settler on it or cultivating it.

The contest was heard before the
County Clerk of Alpine County, where
the land is situated, by permission. The
evidence developed the fact that neither
Gallanar or his family had ever resided
on the land. Gallanar himself admitted
that he was absent from the land for
nineteen months prior to and including
the time the contest was filed, during
which period he resided with his wife,
who was Postmistress at Lotus, El
Dorado County, and owned a house
there. There was no evidence to show
that he had ever made a personal set-
tlement on the land or that his wife
had ever lived in the county.

The Register and Receiver therefore
find that Gallanar has never estab-
lished a bona fidé residence on the land
and that for nineteen months he re-
sided with his wife at Lotus, and that
such absence was an absolute abandon-
ment of the land under the rules of the
Department.

His entry is therefore canceled and
the preference right awarded to Wells.

SAN FRANCISCO GOSSIP.

Passing Events in the Pacific Coast
Metropolis.

The Individual Communion Cup and
the Drinking Cups at the
Various Schools.

{Bpecial Correspondence of the Record-Union.)
SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 11.—There is
a clergyman living in Oakland who con-
ceives that it is his mission to bring
Christians to a realizing sense of their
own uacleanliness from a strictly physi-
cal standpoint. We are accustomed to
hear ministers of the gospel assure us
that the moral or spiritual portion of
our being is stained to an alarming ex-
tent, and most of us seem to bear the
accusation with a considerable degree
of fortitude, but when one of them
charges that certain of our customs are
little better than those of barbarians,
why, that is a horse of another color.

The gentleman referred to has pat-
ented what he calls an individual com-
munion cup, and as his imagination
conjures up the pleasing picture of his
invention in use in every house of wor-
ship in the land, in his mind the germs
which are conveyed from lip to lip as
the wine is now passed in the sacra-
ment exceed in number the sands of the
seashore and surpass in size and nox-
iousness the great red dragon of seven
heads and ten horns.

With a persistency which might be
commendable if employed in his legiti-
mate vocation of snatching brands
from the burning, this clergyman trots
cut his hobby at every ministerial
synod, conference and assembly that is
held in the neighborhood, and he has
heen successively (though not success-
fully) sat upon by every Board of
Health in the State.

But after all there is a principle in
this matter that is worthy of considera-
tion. There may be but little danger in
the communion cup, for it is used only
at long intervals (in most churches but
once in every three months), and the al-
cohol contained in the wine is itself a
germ destroyer. But there are other
things than communion cups.

A short distance from where I am
writing, there is a schoolhouse which
mcre than a thousand pupils attend,
and there are perhaps twenty drinking-
cups for them all. These children are
from the homes of virtue and of vice, of
heaith and of disease, and they are us-
ing those cups again and again day
after day. Here there is no alcohol, or
other antiseptic, as in the wine-cup, to
destroy the lurking microbes, nor is the
cup merely touched to the lips, for in
quenching the eager thirst of childhood
the tin rim is generally pushed into the
mouth until that feature is expanded to
twice its normal size.

Why not do away with the tin cups of
the schoolyard, and have every child
keep in his desk his own drinking-cup.

Apgain, there are the public drinking
fountains. They cannot well bae
abolished, and yet if one accepts the
germ theory of disease one cannot but
believe that each of them must be a
very nidus of bacilli. Stand with me
awhile on the corner of Market and
Kearny streets and let us watch those
who stop at Lotta's fountain. It is not
the lame, the halt and the blind that I
mind, nor the outcasts, rag-pickers
and scavengers who stop here to quench
their thirst. I could drink after these,
but it is the long procession of the
tuberculous, the scrofulous, the syphi-
litic—those 1 cannot stomach. jah!
drink if you will; I shall go elsewhere
for mine.

The dramatists and novelists are all
wrong. Men do not clinch their hands
and give forth black looks and mutter
under their breath when they are un-
dergoing a terrible mental strain. On
the contrary, they are quits scrupulous
as to the little amenities of life. I know,
for I was in the courtroom when Dur-
rant was condemned to death. I saw
the lawyers greet one another with
smiles. 1 saw the prisoner and his
father talk together with as much ease
and naturalness as if they were dis-
cussing the political outlook in Turkey,
and I saw Judge Murphy, just after
sentence had been pronounced, strug-
gling with a cigar and a refractory
match with far more emotion depicted
in his countenance than he had dis-
played when on the bench.

The evening before I had attended
