Wheat Market at San Francisco Dull
and Depressed,

Marked Decrease In the Receipts of

Potatoes, and in Consequence

Prices Are Firmer.

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 15th.
Flour la steady at old prices. The Wheat

market is dull and depressed; business on
and off call is slow; a cargo of ov«r 59,000
ceutuls down from Port Costa. Barley Is
quiet, steady and not much oflering; among

yesterday's receipts were over 103,000 cen-
tals from Port Costa; a cargo of 17,309 cen-
tals Chevalier and 3»,569 centals brewing

was cleared yesterday for Scotland. Oats

were unchanged and the market Arm; re-
ceipts were 3,300 centals, mostly from Ore-

gon.
There has been a marked decrease In the re-

ceipts of potatoes during the past week, and
as a result dealers have been enabled to make
quite a good ciean-up of accumulated sui>-
piies, while at the same time imparting a de-
cidedly firmer tone to the market. The pres-
ent supplies on hand aie comparatively light,
but there is no probability of a scarcity. At
this period of the year this market is usualiy

called upon to furnish supplies lor the south-
ern coast, aud this demand may beexuected
to begin almost any day now. As soon as it
gets well underway, steady prices and an im-
proved trade may be looked for here, fcaliuas
stock is being received rather slowly, but the
ijuaiityIs good and values are well sustained.
Recent receipts of Oregon varieties havo not
been up to standard, and prices are ashade
easier, Sweei Potatoes are beginning io be

scarce, and prices are higher and linn.
Supplies ol Dried Fruits continue liberal

and sales are rather blow. There is <^uite a
quantity of different grades offering, and
while strictly choice iots are held rirmly, it is
difficult to lix a standard of value on me-
dium grades. Tne demand for export is lignt
lor the time being.

In the local Produce markets yesterday the
conditions were about the same as on tne pre-
ceding day, except, perhaps, the demand was
a trille lighter. Sales of Fresh Fruit* were
fairly extensive, and there were few changes
in prices. Thiee carloads of Oranges came to
hand, and under a moderate iuqurysupplies
vvLie ample. Choice Grapes are lield a Utile
liiuietirmly. Apples are celling siowly.

Putter supplies continue well proportioned
to the demand, and prices are silll rather
easy. Ranch E^gs are steady. Pouiiry is
dull, but steady.
