WILL BACK UP CLEVELAND.

Republican Senators Uphold the Stand He

Takes on the Monroe Doctrine.

THEY STRONGLY APPROVE OF HIS

FOREIGN POLICY.

The House of Representatives Unani-

mously Pusses a Bill Appropriating

one Hundred Thousand Dollars for

Expenses and the Appointment of

M Commission to Investigate and

Report on the True Divisional Line

Between the Republic ofVenezuela

and British Guiana.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 18.—The bill

passed during the morning by the

House providing for the appropriation

ot t>xoo,ooo for the expenses of a com-
mission to investigate the Venezuelan
boundary question, as suggested by the
President, caused a renewal of the de-

bate in the Senate Republican caucus of
the day before on our foreign relations.
The Republicans agreed that it would

be the part of wisdom for this measure
lo be referred to the Committee on For-
eign Relations for revision and amend-
ment, and the debate showed tbat there
was a unanimity of sentiment in favor

of amending the measure by incorpo-

rating in it tbe text of the Monroe doc-
trine, that doctrine never having been
given the full force of legislative enact-

ment by Congress. The time within

which the commission shall report was
also taken into consideration, and the

time when their report must be made
will be Bxed. ,

The stat. ment was made by one ot

the speakers that all the data needed
by this commission was now on hie in

tiie State Department, and that a full

and thorough report could be made
within sixty days, it was agreed that

it would not do to let the idea go abroad
that the commission was intended as a
time-consuming au.*ir. during which

the deliberations on the matter under

leration would be permitted to

out of sight.

with the amendment, moved a recoa-

sideration of the vote by which the reso-
lution was agreed to, and that motion is
pending.

When the Senate met to-day Hill
(Dam.) of New York introduced a bill
to repeal the law which provides that
no person that held a commission in the
army or navy of the United States at
the beginning of the late rebellion,'and
who afterward served in any capacity
in the miltary, naval or civil service of
the Confederate States, shall be ap-
pointed to any position in the army
or navy of the United States. He asked
that the bill be put upon its passage
at once, remarking that it was particu-
larly proper and opportune "at this
critical period of our history" that
such an offensive epithet should be
wiped out.

The Vice-President asked whether
there was any objection to Hill's re-
quest that the bill be now considered.

Piatt (Rep.) of Connecticut said that

the request seemed to him rather re-
markable. It was likely that all Sen-
ators would vote for it, but in the ab-
sence of the Senator from Massachu-
setts (Hoar), who was the first Repub-
lican Senator on the Judiciary Com-
mute, he would insist on the bill going

to that committee. There was no imme-
diate haste for the passage of the
bill. The country was not likely to get

into a war before the reassembling of
Congress.

The bill was allowed to remain on the
table.

The resolution offered by Call (Dem.)

of Florida for the appointment of a se-
lect committee to investigate organ-

ized efforts of corporations to control
the election of members of Congress, or
to influence the legislation of Congress,

was taken u^, and Call made an argu-

ment in favor of its adoption.
The resolution having to go over, at

the expiration of the morning hour (U

p. m.), the Senate voted. 38 to 12, to

continue its consideration.
Hale moved a substitution for a select

committee, the Committee on Privileges

and Election?, and that motion was
agreed to— yeas 29. nays 24—and then
the resolution as amended was agreed
to.

HOUSE PROCEEDINGS.
WASHINGTON, Dec. IS.—Mr. Hitt

(Rep.) of Illinois introduced a bill ap-

propriating $100,00U for the payment
of the expenses of a commission to ex-
amine into the boundary between Vene-
zuela and British Guiana.

Mr. Boutelle (Rep.) of Maine sug-

gested reference to a committee, but
made no objection to immediate con-
sideration.

Mr. Hitt supported the bill in a brief
speech. The demand for the previous
question was suspended for a few mo-
ments for the purpose of permitting
Mr. Crisp (Dem.) of Georgia to say

that he agreed with the gentleman

from Illinois, Mr. Hitt. He had intro-

duced the bill which he himself (Crisp)

had offered yesterday afternoon, but
failed to gain recognition.

The I'nited States, he said, had in-
vited Great Britain to arbitrate the
matter in dispute between it and Vene-
zuela. Great Britain had refused to
do so, and the United States must now
ascertain, and ascertain speedily, on
which side lies the right. It was the
President's purpose in suggesting the
appointment of a committee, and the
purpose of the bill in providing the ways
and means for making the suggestion

effective. If Great Britain would not
join in denning the right in the case,
the United States must do it alone.
"And when the right is so ascertained.
we have the courage and the manhood
to maintain it." (Applause.)

The previous question was then or-
dered without a dissenting vote, and
the bill was read a third time and
passed unanimously.

Mr. Dingley (Rep.) of Maine offered a
concurrent resolution providing for a
holiday recess extending from Friday,
December li<»th. to Friday, January .*'..
1896.

Mr. Meredith (Dem.) of Virginia:
"Before that resolution is passed. I
would like to have some gentleman on
the oth^r side introduce a bill to :

The holiday resolution was passed,
and then at 12:40. on motion of Mr.

SCALDED TO DEATH.

Six Men Lose Their Lives on the Ameri-
can Line Steamship St. Paul

m

BY THE SUDDEN BURSTING OF A

STEAM VALVE.

Frightful Accident at a Colliery in

Pennsylvania, Caused by the Break-

ing of a Coupling While a Train

Was Ascending a Grade—A -Num-

ber of Men Injured, Four of Them

Fatally.

NEW YORK, Dec. IS.—By the burst-
ing of a steam valve on board the
American line steamship St. Paul, at

Pier 1, North River, early this morning,

six men were scalded to death and four

others were so badly scalded that they

had to be taken to the hospital. The St.
Paul' was to have sailed at 11 o'clock
to-day for Southampton.

The dead are: James Fawns, second
assistant engineer; William Manning,

fourth assistant engineer; Robert
Campbell, machinist; George Williams,

machinist; Daniel McCallion, a ma-
chinist's helper; Robert Wilson, ma-
chinist, died at the hospital.

Following is a list of the injured who
were removed to Hudson-street hos-
pital: Frank Vesper, third assistant
engineer, 29 years old, Roxbury, Mass.,

scalded about face and hands, reported
dying to-night; Andrew Heard, 4.~>
years old, Woolsen, Eng., storekeeper,

scalded all over body, also thought to
be dying: Adolph Falkner, 29 years old
of this city, stoker, scalded on legs,
arms, hands and neck; Durham, ma-
chinist, scalded on body.

The St. Paul came in last Saturday.

She was already to sail at 11 o'clock to-
day, and had a large passenger list.
This is what is known as her holiday
trip, but the accident, it was said on the
pier this morning, will delay her de-
parture for at least twenty-four hours.

At the time of the accident there were
about thirty men. engineers, machinists
and helpers, in the fireroom and engine-
room. A large, steam valve, leading

from the fireroom into the engine-room,
burst, and filled the two apartments
with escaping steam.

James Carnegie, the chief engineer,
was not in the engine-room at the time
of the explosion. The second assistant
engineer, James Fawn:;, was there, with

other assistants and machinists, oiling

the machinery and getting ready to sail
at 11 o'clock.

The noise of the escaping steam,
which followed the bursting of the
steam valve, was heard on deck, and
great excitement followed on the ship.
The cries of the men in the fireroom
w«.re also heard, and some of the crew
went to their rescue. Two or three of
the scalded men climbed up on the deck.
Tin- skin was peeled from their faces
and arms, and they presented a horrible
appearance.

For a few moments it was not known
just what had transpired, on account
of the dense steam which ftlle- the fire-
room and engine-room, and the excite-
ment was intense.

The cause of the bursting of the
jsteam valve is not known at present.

Later—Frank Vesper, third assist-
ant engineer, of Roxbury.

Heard. -!."> years old, a storekeeper, from
Scotland, died at 6:45 p. m. to-night

at the Hudson-street hospital.
It was announced, late this afternoon

by the American line officials that the
repairs to the St. Paul would occupy
at least ten days.

TERRIBLE ACCIDENT.

A Number of Men Injured, Four of
Them Fatally.

SHAMOKIN (Pa), Dec. IS.—A ter-
rible accident occurred at the Mid-
valley colliery at 7 o'clock this morn-
ing, where a number of men were in-
jured, four of them fatally. The latter
are: Joseph Lavonski, Mount Carmel,

back and head hurt; Jann-s Hoilister,
engineer. Maysville, scalded, arms bro-
ken and internal injuries; Stanny Ye-
solli. Mount Carmel. head and knees
crushed; John Lebig. Mount Carmel,
scalded and compound fracture of legs.

At 7 o'clock an accommodation train
was up for the men to go to No. 2 slope.
After which Conductor Harry Hudson
ordered Engineer Hoilister to run back
light to No. 1, and bring back a string
ol empty cars. The conductor accom-
panied the locomotive to the colliery.
Thirty men boarded the ears and the
engine started. When near the top the
coupling broke n«xt to the engine, and
the cars ran down the steep grade. At
a sharp curve near the bottom the
left the track, causing a mass of wreck-
age twenty feet high. A number of the
men were buried in the debris. Had the
train kept the track the cars would
have run down the No. 1 slope, a dis-
tance of hundreds of feet.

Treasury voted to tho sugar claims and
awaiting the Comptroller's pleasure to
be distributed to the rightful owners is
being held Illegally, and should be pro
rated among those for whom it was
originally intended.

This does not mean final action in the
case, a.s the case will be taken up to
the Supreme Court of the I'nited states.
Usually several y- ars elapse before a

'ded in the higher tribunal can he
tried, but it is said that the Justices

tgreed under the circumstances to
give the sugar planters' cause an imme-
diate hearing, and it is therefore prob-
able that within a month or two the Su-
preme Court will pa.-s final judgment
on Mr. Howler's contention.

dissecting material. Lowe is a tough

sault.

Dr. Minney. Dean of the college, was
also arrested to-night on the charge of
arranging with Lowe for the bodies, as
were also F. H. Martin and L. C. Dun-
can, students at the college, who are
charged with receiving the bodies into

the dissecting-room. The three latter
gave bonds, while Lowe remains in jail.

Lowe is said to have done the grave-
robbing single-handed. The ease against
him was worked up by Police Sergeant
Frank Ellison.

ANTI-SALOON LEAGUE.

WASHINGTON, Dec. IS.—The second
day's session of the Anti-saloon League
was largely devoted to the discussion of
the proposed constitution. The report of
the Committee on Credentials, which
was adopted, showed that about 1!00
delegates were in attendance, repre-
senting organizations throughout the
country.

The neWTly-elected President, Hiram
Price of lowa, delivered an impas-
sion,-d address, in which he said he be-
Heved victory would ultimately perch
upon the banner of this new associa-
tion, and he regarded this as the bright-

est day in the whole history of the war
that is constantly waging against the
liquor traffic. "Heretofore," he de-
clared, "we have fought in detachments
and single-handed: now we present a
solid front to the enemy, and we must
succeed."

MARINE DISASTERS.

marito. The fight lasted seven hours.
The rebels (led, leaving forty-six dead
on the field and carrying off many
wounded. The Spaniards, who stormed
the positions occupied by the rebels,

lost seventeen killed and fifty-three

wounded.
An Archbishop Dying.

ST. LOUIS (Mo.), Dec. 18.—Arch-
bishop Peter Richard Kendrick is be-
lieved to be dying. A week ago he con-
tracted a cold, and has gradually-
grown weaker. To-night his condition
was considered so critical th.it the sac-
rament for the dying was administered
by one of the Jesuit priests living near
the Archepiscopal residence. Dr.
Gregory, the attending physician, fears
that the venerable Archbishop has not
much longer to live. Archbishop Ken-
drick is 89 years old.

DOUBLE TRAGEDY.

Two Brothers Shot and Killed at Gold
Cross Mining Camp.

OUTCOME OP A QUARREL WHILE

DRINKING AT A BAR

San Joaquin County on Thanks-

giving Night, Arrested at Merced—

live Chinese Held l'p by Two

Masked Highwaymen Near I.illis.

SAN DIEGO, Dec. IS.—Tirso and
Juan Gonzales, two brothers, were

killed at Gold Cross mining camp, situ-
ated thirty miles west of Yuma, on Mon-
day evening in a saloon brawl, the mur-

derer being a prospector named John-
son Randolph. A miner named Mul-
caliy and tbe Gonzales brothers were
drinking at the bar, when Randolph
entered the saloon. Mulcahy and Ran-
dolph became Involved in a quarrel,
during wliich the latter slapped the
former in the face. Instantly Tirso
Gonzales whipped out his revolver and
fired twice at Randolph without effect.
Randolph retaliated by shooting Tirso
in the stomach. Juan Gonzales then
took a hand in the fight, and leveled
his gun at Randolph, but the cart-
ridges failed to explode. A second later
Juan fell dead with a bullet through
the heart from the pistol of Randolph.
Tirso died twelve hours afterward.
Randolph (led, and has not been cap-
tured. The bodies of the murdered
nun were brought to Yuma and an in-
quest held this afternoon but no par-
ticulars are obtainable. The Gonzales
brotheis were merchants, and it is said
that Tirso was quarrelsome arul pug-
nacious. Little or nothing is known of
Randolph.

CARSON MINI.

Nevada Threatened With Another Big
Scandal.

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. IS.—The Call
to-morrow will say: "Nevada is threat-
ened with another Mint scandal. The
State Board of Examiners have dis-
covered 73,000 bright, new silver dol-
lars in the State Treasury, all of which
bear the date of IN«J3, and have the ap-
pearance of having been dumped in
there fresh from the United States
Mint The coinage of standard do liars
at the Carson Mint was always lim-
ited and wholly suspended early in

, 1803, and it is asserted that no such
| amoum as $73,000 was coined that year.

"The question naturally arises:
'Where did these dollars come from, and
how did they reach the State Treas-
ury?' They were not paid into the
treasury in the regular course of bus-
iness, and many hold the opinion that
silver bullion to this amount was clan-
destinely coined into standard dollars
al a profit of about 38 per cent, and
exchanged for goid at the State Treas-
ury, thereby netting a profit for those
concerned of about $40,000, the orig-
inal amount of silver dollars being es-
timated at $80,000.

"It is also stated that the amount of
geld expected to be ou hand is not ap-
parent. This should not be construed
as a shortage, the amount of legal ten-
der necessary to bal ince the accounts
of the State Controller and State Treas-
urer being present to a cent, but the
enormous supply of silver dollars, all
bearing the date of 1893, was somewhat
of shock to the officials who count the
money in the treasury each month. It
is suggested that the next Legislature
Investigate the matter, which is r< -
garded as a clever deal in exchange
made possible by the depreciation of
silver.

THEODORE DURRANT.

Dishonorably Discharged From the
second Brigade Signal Corps.

SAX FRANCISCO, Dec. IS.—Theo-
dore Durrant, under sentence of death
for the murder of Blanche Lamont, has
been dishonorably discharged from the
Signal Corps of the Second Brigade of
the National Guard. In General Orders
No. '.». issued by the Adjutant-General,
dated December 17th, General Warfield
dispenses with Durrant's services to the
State in the following language:

v.Musician W. H. T. Durrant, Signal
Corps. Second Brigade. N. G. C, having
been convicted of felony in a civil court
of the Stat'- of Calilornia, is hereby dis-
honorably discharged from the service
of the State of California." This action
wa»» taken in consequence of official
notice sent to General Warfield by Cap-
tain Boardman of the Signal Corps of
the fact of conviction, in accordance
with the Civil Code, which prescribes
that any member of the National Guard
convicted of felony shall be dishonora-
bly discharged.

This frightened the crowd
and it fell back. But it soon recovered
its courage and from Twelfth to Six-
teenth street, up around the public

buildings, was a. running tight betwet n
the pope, and the mob. At Sixteenth
Btreet the crowd grew weary of the
chase and fell away.

The strikers to-day attempted to in-
augurate a parade, and about 200 Of
them marched down from Eighth and
