
RAIN, OR NO RAIN, ON CHRISTMAS?

Barwick Supplies the Data, But You
Must Guess.

Some Cold Facts, and Some Wet Ones,

From the Musty Records

ofthe Past.

The Weather Bureau reports show
the highest and lowest temperatures
yesterday to have been 51 degrees and
41 degrees, with brisk to high south-
erly winds and cloudy weather pre-
vailing.

The wind's velocity reached 28 miles
per hour, and it was blowing at o
o'clock last night at twenty to twenty-

two miles per hour.
The barometrical readings at 5 a.

m. and 5 p. m. were 30.0U and 30.11
inches, respectively.

The highest and lowest temperatures
one year ago yesterday were 50 de-
grees and 44 degrees, with 1._6 inches
of rain, and one year ago to-day 55
degrees and 45 degrees, with ._4 of an
inch of rain.

The storm last December between the
16th and 2.'» dgave a total of 4.30 inches,

or more than has fallen this entire sea-
son, which goes to show how quickly
we can gain our usual average rainfall,
for when the elements set in for a good
old California storm we may look out
foi water everywhere.

The rainfall yesterday was .10 of an
inch, making 'b.'bs inches for the season,
as against S.S_ inches to an equal date
last year.

CHRISTMAS AND RAINFALL.
The Weather Bureau records show

that during the past eighteen years
rain has fallen on Christmas Day only
on six occasions, while in twelve years
there was no rain on that day.

There was rainfall on the 24th of
December in ten years out of eighteen.
The chances for rain on the coming
Christmas is as 12 to o—that is, I-
chances of its being a rainless day to
0 of its being a day with rain. The
percentage is 3M in favor of rain, as
against 67 unfavorable for rain.

It will he seen that the total rainfall
for each season from 1877-88, as given
in the above table, shows that the
chances aiv generally for a good sea-

rainfall when rain falls on Christ-
inas Day. It does not hold good in allas it failed during the season ofISB3-4, when 2.42 inches fell on Christ-
mas Day. and only 16.58 inches fell the
whole of the season. On last Christmas
no rain fell, but the season's fall was

21 inches. Still, the chances are
against a heavy season's rainfall when
no rain falls, on Christmas Day.

THOSE SHASTA QUAIL.

Behrens' Case Not Regarded as a Very

The other day the fact was published
in these columns that C. H. Behrens, a
hotelkeeper (and Constable) at Shasta,
had been complained of for having live
quails in his possession, contrary to
law. The matter being also reported
to State Commissioner Morrison, he
wrote to District Attorney Ruse at Red-
ding requesting him to give the case his
attention.

Mr. Rose informs Commissioner Mor-
rison that he has investigated the mat-
ter and finds that Behrens has a few
mountain quail that he keeps to please
his little girl, and not for profit; that
the birds are very tame, and will not
leave the house when liberated. Beh-
rens, he says, is willingto do whatever
the State Commissioners direct —turn
the birds loose, or pay a fine—but asks
to be allowed to keep them, as the mem-
bers of the family have become at-
tached to their pets.

Yesterday Mr. Morrison communi-
cated the facts to the other members of
the Fish and Game Commission, and
the board will again consult with Dis-
trict Attorney Rose ami advise him
what cause to pursue. As Behrens is
represented as being a. responsible

business man and a good citizen, and
as the law authorizes the State Com-
missioners to grant permits to keep

live quail, under certain conditions, it

is quite likely such permission will be
given him.
