
ARE WE PREPARED FOR WAR?

With the suggestion of possible war
before the American people, the coun-
try is opening its eyes to the indefen-
sible condition of the sea coasts of the
republic. We are beginning to under-
stand General Miles of the army, Com-
modore Hlchborn of the Naval Con-
st! _cttam Bureau, and Secretary Her-
bert of the Naval Department. One
tells us that we have not men enough
to garrison the defenses which we
ought to have, but have not; another
that such defenses as we have are
w*eak affairs at best, excepting possi-
bly at two points, and that we are sad-
ly deficient in torpedo boat service,

while the third declares that we need
a thousand more men to equip the
ships we have built, and that the na-
tion should have a reserve force of
naval militia from which It could call
ten or twelve thousand trained men
at short notice, to equip the reserve
steamers we are subsidizing, with the
right to call them into service as cruis-
ers and transports.

General Miles does not think we need
a great navy, that if we had It, it would
be useless for defense purposes. But
the Commodore and the Secretary dif-
fer with him, and while admitting the
need for more land defenses on our

coasts they are emphatic in their state-

ments regarding the high value of a

strong naval force as a preventive of
war.

Both these sides are right. We need
a strong navy and we have it now in
ships of excellent character. But we

do need a large and effective torpedo

boat service in addition. The country

can well consider the demand of Gen-
eral Miles for an increase of the army

strength from 30,000 to 00,000 men; it
will also concede the wisdom of more

and better sea coast defenses, while it

will agree with the Secretary of the
Navy that thirty new torpedo boats

should be ordered constructed at once.

But these gentlemen are not novel
in their suggestions. Similar advice
has been given the people by men in

the highest positions in the army and
navy for years. It has been pressed
upon our consideration annually for a
long time, as the best of advice to fol-
low in times of peace that peace may

continue. Our navy is now one to be
proud of; the smallest of any nation
with any special pretensions, it is suf-
ficient if only we had trained men in

pflenty for the ships and a torpedo fleet
correspondent with the extent of our

seaboard and the importance of the
great ports to be protected.

As to coast defenses we have, out-

side of three points, none worthy of

the name ?that would offer any sort

of resistance to assault by any of the
great navies of Europe. General Miles
tells us plainly that if we should mar-

shal a million of men in arms upon our

seaboard they would be of no more use

than so many wooden dolls, because we

have not the appliances necessary to

withstand assault from modern ships

of war, which can cast shells from a

distance where the vessel is hull down
and land the missiles within a two

hundred foot square?ascertained by

calculation by the gunners.

We have 4,000 miles of coast, on one-

half of which it would be possible for a

toe to land without ability on our part

to do more than protest. General Miles
does not believe that torpedoes and a

strong* navy are sufficient to protect

such
_ sea coast line, but that we need

in addition several offensive and defen-
sive works, such perhaps as the dy-

namite guns lately tested at the Golden
Gate, San Francisco, constitute, to pro-

tect the chief harbors in which a hos-
tile fleet might anchor.

Such statements as these must com-

mand our serious attention. They are

not to be cast aside as the vagaries or

fads of military men. On the con-

trary, they are projected before us

by those wThose patriotism and skill
cannot be questioned, and whose serv-

ices and lives have proved that they

are not wild theorists nor rattling

jingoes, but men who consider the econ-
omies of all propositions they make,

and have the best interests of all the
people at heart. Of course, to carry out

the plans of the Secretary, the Com-
modore and the General, will involve
enormous expenditure, and work ex-
tending over many years. But it should
be considered what the situation would

be and what it would cost us in case
of war to be caught with our gates un-

locked.
We do not believe that war is immi-

nent between the United States and
England, but it is not without the pos-

sibilities. We do not believe that either
nation wants war, but it is not impos-

sible for them to be driven into it by the- momentum of events, or the force of
public opinion. We do not believe that
the naval and army officials desire to

"scare" the people, but we do believe
that they are sound in their statements

that the surest preventive of war be-
tween our nation and foreign powers
is a state of fair preparedness for a con-

flict. It inspires respect for us on one

side and confidence among us on the
other.

A CASE OF NOT SAYING ENOUGH.

The Los Angeles "Express" has this
editorial note:

Perhaps nothing so graphically il-
lustrates the diversified character of
the climate in California as the fact
that at one and the same time orange 3
are ripening in the orchards and fresh
strawberries are being served on the
breakfast tables at one end of the
State, while people are dancing in ice
palaces at the other. There is not, we
venture to assert, another part of the
globe where such a thing is possible.
Cf-rtainly there is no other State which
can duplicate that record; and yet,

Iwhile the bright, warm sun is shining in
Los Angeles and the fruit is ripening
and the fiowers blooming in our yards
and gardens, our fellow Californians in
Truckee are enjoying the novelty of an
ice palace which rivals in beauty and
attractiveness the more pretentious af-
fairs at Montreal and St. Paul. It is not
necessary, therefore, to go out of the

IState to enjoy pleasures and to parti-

jcipate in festivals that it is necessary
to visit many States to see in the East.
We have the rose festivals and floral
displays at Pasadena and Santa Bar-
bara in the winter and early spring;
the carnival of New Orleans in the LO3
Angeles fiesta; the bull-fights of Mexico
at San Bernardino, and the ice palaces
of St. Paul at Truckee. This is a great

State ?so great that even its oldest res-
idents hardly realize its possibilities.

All of which is strictly and absolute-
ly true; but we submit that there is in

it that concealment which is worse

than expression, inimical to Central and
Northern California. It is that manner
of deception which wears truth upon

its forefront, and which a few days ago

the "Record-Union" gave notice would
result from the ice palace festival;

namely, the article does not tell the
whole truth.

For the "Express" knows that pre-

cisely the summery conditions of the
south with which it contrasts the snowy

festival of Truckee prevail with within
a very few miles of Truckee, and that it
could just as truthfullysubstitute Sac-
ramento for Pasadena or Marysville,

Oroville, Stockton, Chico or any other
town of the great vaueys and the Sierra
foothills for the Southern California
towns, in order to make the same com-
parisons.

So while all our contemporary says is
true, strict justice commanded it to go

further and say more; to say that

Truckee is a town of high altitude, and
lies over upon the eastern flank of the
Sierra Range, and that within the same
county in which it stands the oranges

ripen earlier *han in the Riverside sec-

tion, and that evergreen fields and gar-

dens of floral wealth, rivaling those of
Pasadena, look up to the snowy caps of

the mountains where the ice carnival is

held.
The full truth was demanded of our

contemporary, and its omission, which
we dislike to say is purposeful, will
have precisely the same effect as if the
"Express" had said "in the north of
the State are ice and snow, when in the
south there are flowers and fruits," a
truth that would be just as accurate if

stated thus: "There are ice and snow in
the south, when there are fruits and
fiowers in the north."

A CHANCE FOR INVENTIVE
GENIUS.

Th- Los Angeles "Herald" remark-
ing upon the cheapness of human life
as regarded in these days, if one is to

judge by the activity displayed in in-

ventions to destroy it, and the disre-
gard of inventions to save it, refers to

the terrible disaster in Baltimore last
week where in a theater panic two

dozen human lives were trampled out

in a moment, and twice as many more
people wounded, suggests that such dis-
asters ought to be prevented and their
possibility put beyond the fartherest

Certtrinly here is a field for the exer-
cise of inventive genius that has not

been well worked. There is not now
known any device for preventing a

panic in a theater or other crowded
auditorium. If there have been any in-

ventions in that direction, they have
made so little impression upon the pub-
lic mind that they are now forgotten.

Yet it should not be held difficult to so
devise as would reduce audience-panics

to the lowest ?minimum of possibility.
It should be within the ability of in-

ventors to provide some means by

which an audience can be prevented

from trampling upon its members or
choking up an exit. Of course, nothing

can be provided in advance to prevent

a panic, where there is a large number
of people in a small space, and some
fool raises the cry of "fire"; there is no
way to prevent the beginning of a panic
except each auditor is chained to his
seat. But it would seem to be possible

to so construct barriers throughout a
house, that would be under the control
of one hand, by which in case of a panic

a number of interposing raffs or gates

could be made to cut the house instantly
into a number of sections, passage from
one to another of which would be im-
possible, and still permit the audience
to pass out to provided exits.

Some such device would absolutely

prevent a crush, and would compel the
people to retire in groups, and in such
order that even if there should be a
choked passage, the injury resulting

would be the least possible, consistent
with getting the people out of the house
at ail. Something should most cer-
tainly be provided that will approach

prevention of such scenes as that at the
Baltimore Theater last week, where all
the damage done to the people was by

the people, since the house was not on
hie and there was nothing to prevent

the orderly passing out of the audience,
except its wild alarm and the insane
crowding of rear ranks upon those in

front.
Of course, broad exits ought to be

required in all public halls, and in such
number and so easily accessible, that
no great crowding would be possible.
Neglect of such provision is criminal
on the part of builders, owners and
town and city authorities. But even
where there are exits in plenty, there
may be a panic and a massacre by
trampling. It is against this latter and
the precedent crush on the sounding of
a note of alarm that inventive genius
should project itself.

THE POPULAR LOAN.
The Los Angeles "Times" says:
It is probable that if the people are

afforded a fair opportunity to subscribe
for these bonds there will be none left
for the» syndicate.

If that forecast does not prove true,
then it will be because the people have
not the money tc invest, or are not in-
telligent as to the exceptionally fine op-
portunity the loan affords them to
place their money in small or large lots.

As the "Record-Union" has already

shown, the means of subscribing are at
hand. Any reputable bank will send on
the subscriptions and secure answers of
acceptance. The bonds are offered
first to the people, because it is desira-
ble always that a people should be the
first and best creditor of their own na-
tion. This should be proved true in our
republic. It should not be said after
the date when the subscription opens
that the people of the United States
refuse to take the Government of
the country as a creditor, when the
foreign money-lenders are so eager to
secure its bonds.

The loan pays interest quarterly at
4 per cent., so that it may be com-
pounded. As the bonds are non-taxa-
ble, this raises the interest reward by
just so much as taxation would amount
to, and by so much more as the cost of
usual investment of money, involving

search of titles, insurance, etc. Here,
tor instance, the interest on the popu-
lar loan will really be 7 per cent, a
year, on absolutely impregnable se-
curity.

The bonds are to issue in small de-
nominations, and thus anyone with so
much as $50 of savings may invest.
There never was a better and safer in-
vestment offered for the savings of men
of moderate means and for the poor.

Three thousand people assembled at
a town in Mississippi on Wednesday
to witness a hanging under execution
of a court sentence. Some of these
spectators, we are told, walked twenty

and thirty miles to be "in at the killin'."
This simple fact serves to prove the
viciousness of public executions. Real-
ly, they breed crime. They paralyze
sensitiveness, brutalize the beholder
and feed a taste for the morbid and hor-

rible that is sure to result in evil to the
individual and to the State. We recall
that when the "Record-Union" only a
few years ago urged (and it was the
first in this State to agitate the ques-
tion) that executions at County Jails
be given up, and that the condemned
be sent to the State Prisons to be exe-
cuted, as is done in New York, the sen-
sational press jumped astride of this
paper and would have ridden the life
out of it had we not shaken off the
crew and proved to the satisfaction of
the people that the "Record-Union"
was right. There is no man in Califor-
nia now who would have the effrontery

to propose a return to the old system.

Yet that old style of putting murderers
out of the way was mild and commend-
able compared with the method which
obtains in the South of out-door execu-
tions, to which all the people are in-
vited. It is to the shame of the South-
ern States that they cling to this brutal
old method of executions in the open.

The system is bad, no matter how
viewed, and there is no sort of decent
apology that can be made for it.

A river mining company now engaged
in front of this city in lifting tailings

from the bed of the river and washing

them to obtain gold, says that its as-
sayer declares there is in these tailings

a pound of quicksilver to a ton of tail-
ings. This is probobly an over-estimate,
but the fact that there is a considera-

ble amount found in every ton of slick-
ens and sand in the river will serve to
answer those who declare that hy-

draulic mining does not appreciably af-
fect interests so far down the river as
Sacramento City.
