The Religious Thought of the Day as

Expressed in the Sectarian Press-

Some Matters of Interest to Both

Ministers and Laymen.

"There are certain things which the
church may take for granted," observes
the New York "Churchman" (P. E.),

"in advancing upon the great field of
conquest which lies before her. She
needs no more protestations as to the
validity of her historic episcopate, and
no further apology for the ordinances
which she undertakes to administer.
Her main work on this continent will
hereafter be the carrying out of that
commission whose authenticity she has
hitherto taken such pains to vindicate.
The vindication was once needed; It is
needed no more. If churchmen have
the confidence in the church which they

have so persistently demanded of out-
siders, they had best show it by using

all the powers which the church pos-

sesses in regenerating the land. The
spirit of wisdom and the spirit of power

which reside in Christ's church, rightly
used, willaccomplish nothing less than
this regeneration. The right use im-
plies, of course, faith, confidence and un-

wearied industry. Social problems, the
motives of political life, the life of the
poor, the paganism of country places,

are all matters for the consideration
of the church, and for the healing which
Christ alone can furnish, through the
ministrations of the church. So diffi-
cult, so pressing, so imperative are the
calls made from such quarters as these
that American churchmen may rejoice

that there is no more need for debating

about preliminaries."

"We greatly regret," says the New-
York "Independent," "that there is

such confusion about the time of the
day for prayer for colleges. This special
service ought not to be given up, even
although we do not expect so many

revivals in our colleges as there used
to be. It is a remarkable and very
gratifying fact that there is not so much
scope for them as there used to be be-
cause so many more young men come
to college aready members of the
churches. Much better work is done
for the young men than used to be the
case, and now at most of our colleges

we expect most of the students to be

Christians when they enter the fresh-
man class. So much is the result of bet-
ter methods of church work. Neverthe-
less, the religious condition of our larger

colleges is by no means what it should
be. There is, perhaps, less drunken-
ness, gambling and brutality, but there
is hardly less self-indulgence and lazi-

ness. While there is not a little religious
activity, it still lacks guidance and effi-
ciency. We naturally expect the relig-

ious activity of a college to depend very

much on the activity and faithfulness
of the college pastor, if such an officer
there be. It is more difficult to obtain
a good college pastor than a good pro-
fessor of Greek or chemistry. The test
for such a man is success. If he finds
students out of sympathy with him, if
they listen unwillinglyto his preaching,
and do not cheerfully and freely talk
v. ith him on religious matters, he is out

of his place. He may be a very good
r un and a sound preacher, but he is
not the man for a college pastor."

"Lyman Beecher," says the New
York "Evangelist" <Pres.) "was accus-
tomed at Litchfield, after a sermon

aimed at the awakening of the uncon-
verted, to go to the village store or the
mill, or any other place where he would
meet his parishioners, to find out if

his arrows had fastened in any heart.

The skillful gospel surgeon will not

neglect his cases, but will rejoice to

apply the gracious means of cure indi-
cated in each instance. Preaching with-
out seeking to know the effect is like
fishing Without a hook. An overland
train last year happened once to stop

so that the dining-car was on a bridge

just over a little pond which swarmed
with fish. The passengers amused
themselves by throwing down bits of
of bread into the water. The fish in
their eagerness would leap into the air
to get their share of this shower of
manna, and some would throw them-

selves on top of the slices of bread and
float there half a minute or more in or-

der to pre-empt the ample supply. But
there was not a single hook on the car,

and not a fish was caught. Very much
like that is the spiritual fishing which
'draws' crowds, it may be, by an afflu-
ent display of oratorical, musical or

social attractions, but which makes no

serious proposition to secure souls for
Chris4- "

"So long as men remain what they

are, it must be an undecided question,"
says the New York "Observer" (Pres.),

"whether change in any body of relig-

ious opinion or customs can best be ef-
fected by those who continue at least
nominally to accept it, or by those who
openly reject it and form an opposition

body of their own. In the one case

change, if effected .at all. is the result of
the quiet exercise of influence by the
dissidents, and in th.j other of the force

of example. Which is the most effect-

ive, and particularly which is morally

the most binding upon men who find
themselves unable to accept the doc-
trines and practices of any sect, will,

however, always be decided by individ-
ual judgment. Indeed, apart from the
differences of temperament which make
such decision inevitable, there is no

positive proof from experience on which
to base decision. The strong, conscic-n-

tious men of deep convictions will
choose open secession rather than ap-
pear to acquiesce in what they disbe-
lieve, while those who know the exceed-
ing slowness with which any great re-
form makes way will remain in the
fold, trusting that in time their quiet
influence may leaven the whole lump."

"That the church has often been si-
lent when it ought to have spoken, that
persons have been reckoned among her
members whose lives bore no resem-
blance to the character and life of its
founder, that methods to secure popu-
larity have been made use of which be-
long more properly to the theater than
to a religious organization, must be
sadly admitted," remarks the Boston
"Congregationalist." "It ought to be
borne in mind that it is not the size of
the audiences which gather to hear
what the pulpit may say which attests
its usefulness, but the clear, honest, em-
phatic presentation of the principles

which Christ taught, principles which,
having been manifested in His person
and life, are to be realized in the per-
sons and lives of all who bear his name.
When the church awakes to a sense of
its real position in a community as the
conscience of that community, when its
members seek earnestly and faithfully
to be right on all questions which oc-

> cupy thought, or about which opinions

i are more or less confused, there will be
I less justification than some think now
iexists for the employment of other

agencies than that which Christ has
chosen through which to reach and
bless men. But the public conscience
must be kept pure and be enlightened

jor it will become worthless. The church
jmust not forget _that spiritual power,
even if unseen, is far greater than that

| which is visible and material, and that
ifailure to employ the methods by which

alone this spiritual power is obtained
is, and forever must be, without ex-
cuse."

"Ithas become the fashion," says the
"Christian Register" (Unit.) oif Boston,
"to talk about arbitration. It is a
fashion which we like to encourage. We
hope it will not be supplanted by any

Idiscouraging folly. And now our Bap-

tist contemporary, the 'Watchman,'
suggests arbitration in church quarrels.
A better plan for churches is to avoid
quarrels altogether. Baptist churches
are not the only ones which occasion-
ally get into hot water; and no quarrels

are more fierce and no feuds more per-
sistent and irreconcilable than those in
which the members of a church become
arrayed against each other. Some-
times the law has to settle disputes
which, humiliating as it may seem, the
gospel has no power to adjust. Not

!that the gospel was incapable of set-
tling them, but because it is the last
thing that the quarreling members wish
to apply to the case. To invoke a
friendly council of churches and settle
the matter by arbitration and hush the
noise of discords is a good example to

set. If the gospel of peace is not illus-
trated in the church itself, how can we
expect it to make progress in the
world?"

FRANCISCO, IN AUGUST, 1883.
(Twentieth annual encampment of the

G. A. R.)
