He said that the greatest
Problem of to-day was the evangeliza-
tion of the cities, with their millions of
foreign population. A century ago there
were six cities with over 8000 popula-
tion, and 3 1-3 per cent. of the popula-
tion. Now 143 citles contain 29 per
eent. of the population.

G. O. Hayford spoke of “The Barly
Paptists of Sacramento,” and sketched
what had been done since the little con-
gregation of fifteen in 1850 commenced
to worship in the edifice at Sixth
and H streets. He also read the resolu-
tions drafted by a committee appointed
&t the last annual meeting, relating to
the death of Mr. and Mrs. F. H. L.
Weber, who were members of the
church.

Rev. Charles Beeselay spoke of “The
Present Condition of the Baptists of
Sacramento,” and Dr. Mealand spoke
on “The Future Prospects of the Bap-
tists of Sacramento.”
