Wheat Prices Unchanged, But the
Market Rather Soft.

Beeeipts of Barley Light and Quota-
tions Remain Steady?Oats

Very Dull.

San Francisco, March 2d.
"Wheat is unchanged, but the market is

rather soft. Futures are weaker. Bar-
ley remains steady; receipts are light, al-
though there is plenty in the country,
which is being held to see how the new-
crop turns out; with more liberal offer-
ings the market will weaken. Oats are
very dull; previous prices stand; the only
receipts to-day were from the north.

Potatoes are firmer; stocks are not
heavy. Onions are weak. There are not
many Sweet Potatoes offering. There
were 314 boxes of Asparagus in this morn-
ing; the majority sold for 6c. Rhubarb
did a little better, but it is still weak;

boxes arrived. Mushrooms are scarce
and higher. Green Peas are dragging; 137
sacks were received from all sources.
Tomatoes sell slowly; receipts were 30
boxes. There are but a few boxes of Egg
Plant to be seen, but nobody wants It.

Butter is still quite weak, but prices for
to-day are unchanged. Cheese is steady,
with stocks slightly increasing. Eggs ap-
pear to be somewhat firmer; a cent or so
above quotations is being received to-
day for both store and ranch Eggs.
