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BOOKMAKERS DONE TP,

“LITTLE PETE,” THE CHINATIAN,
BRIBES THE JOCKEYS.

Estimated That Within the Past Few
Weeks He Has Cleaned Up a Hun-
dred Thousand Dollars.

SAN FRANCISCO, March 27.—The
cofficials of the Pacific Coast Jockey
Ciub have just discovered a gigantic
conspiracy, whereby Fong Ching, a no-
torious Chinaman, better known to the
police and public as “Little Pete,” has,
in collusion with several prominent
Jockeys now riding in this city, de-
*rauded the bookmakers at the Ingle-
®ide and Bay District tracks out of a
sum roughly estimated at $100,000.

For some weeks past the peculiar
rides put up by Jockeys Chorn, Chev-
®lier and Hinrichs have excited the sus-
wpicion of the track officials, but owing
%0 the finesse displayed by the lads, it
was difficult to attribute their failure
o land winners to anyother source save
the proverbial streak of bad luck.

Recently their work has been of such
& “raw” character that detectives were
engaged to watch the boys. It was then
discovered that the three jockeys
mamed were frequent visitors to the
boot factory of “Little Pete,” and it
was also observed that on the day fol-
lowing each visit {‘Pete” made a win-
ming at the track. %

Despite the bad appearance of af-
fairs, the detectives were unable to do
anything until Hinrichs became dis-
gatisfied with the share of the plunder
doled out to him and disclosed the
whole plot to the officials. A full in-
vestigation followed and as a result
Chorn and Chevalier were to-day ruled
off the track for life and Hinrichs was
suspended indefinitely.

“Little Pete” has been barred from
mttending either the Ingleside or Bay
District tracks, and Owner Dow Wal-
lace, sponsor for Chevalier, has like-
wise been warned off.

The associations have also decided
mnot to accept the entries of Tom Grif-
fin and Andy Blakelee, on account of
the peculiar running of the horse Fair
Faith on the 12th, and Jockey Cody
has been indefinitely suspended for the
manner in which he rode Cabrillo on
the same day.

Chorn, who has been in the employ of
'Barney Schrieber, was regarded as one
of the best jockeys on the coast, having
until lately led all jockeys in the num-
ber of winning rides. Chevalier has
been under suspicion for some time.

“Little Pete” has served a term in
San Quentin for jury bribing, and has
been implicated in several questionable
transactions, notably the smuggling
of the Chinese “actors” to the San
¥Francisco Midwinter Fair and the At-
lanta Exposition.

The disclosures have created a tre-
mendous sensation in turf circles, and
it is officially stated that other crooked
work will be exposed, and that at least
two more jockeys will be suspended, if
not ruled off.

Hatherton’s Body Found.

SAN FRANCISCO, March 27.—The
mystery of the disappearance on March
1st of ex-City Architect E. A. Hather-
ton was solved to-day by the discovery
of his body floating in the bay. He un-
doubtedly committed suicide. It is
supposed that the loss of his money
affected his mind. He spent most of the
last five years in Tacoma, and had
he faced fortune a little longer would
once more have been wealthy.

His sup-
port on the female side of the cast was
good also, and Virginia, by Miss Rock-
well, was a refreshing exhibition of inno-
cence, maidenly modesty, childish trust
and womanly fear. Miss Rockwell puts
very little apparent effort into the part,
she is simply natural and precisely
what Afflus described her, one not yet
a woman and not a girl, but standing
between the two. Mr. Thompson’'s
Affius was of that metal which brings
the spark of approval from sincere
criticistn. He is all the tyranical Dece-
moir should be, but is withal a gentle-
man, though of debased tastes. He
makes the haughty tyrant hateful, but
without being disgusting. $So, too, with
De Gez's Deutatus, the fiery old war-
rior; Pascoe’s Icilius and Dixon’s Nu-
matorius—they were strong, vigorous,
manly and marked by artistic excellence
that is worthy of all commendation.
Mr. O’Neill surprises his friends. His
“Virginius'’ is full of classic beauty.
It does, it is true, lack something of
feeling as yet; it is not *“full of tears”
and his agony of passion and grief on
receipt of the news of the seizure of his
daughter, while passionately strong, is
wanting that depth of feeling which
moves the auditor to his soul’s depths,
as other actors have done in that role,
Yet Mr. O’Neill's “Virginius” is a
splendidly acted part. It is symmetri-
