YOUNG TOUGHS.

Three of Them Nearly TIlurder an
Elderly Chinaman.

Several outrages have lately been
committed by young hoodlums on

peaceable Chinaman, and if the practice |
is kept up a little longer some of the |

youthful toughs are liable to get killed
before police protection can reach them.

About 10 o’clock last night three
hoodlums assaulted an elderly China-
man at Third and K streets, and the
only wonder is that he escaped with
his life. They knocked him down with
cobblestones, and it was some time be-
fore he regained consciousness. One
stone struck him on the forehead, and |
he must have been hit with others, for
when he was picked up his right cheek
bore a big bruise and his face was cov-
ered with blood.

The toughs made their escape before
anyone could identify them, although
Officers Fisher and Hayes were soon on
the spot. The Chinaman’s friends
would not allow him to be taken to the
Recelving Hospital, but Assistant City
Physician Ogden attended him in a
Chinese house to which he was removed.
His injuries, though severe, were not
considered dangerous.

On Thursday evening about a dozen
young rowdies assaulted a Chinaman
on Fifth street, near I. They swarmed
about and all over him, and if a few cit-
izens had not come up just then it is
likely some of the half-grown toughs
would have been shot, as the Chinaman
was making an effort to unlimber his
artillery.
