WASHINGTON, April 24.?The Sen-
ate made considerable progress to-day
on the sundry civil bill, having dis-
posed of all the amendments reported

to it by the Committee on Appropria-
tions. Some comment was made on the
practice attributed to the House of
Representatives of appropriating sums
only sufficient to cover the cost of serv-
ice for six or nine months in the year,
and throwing on the Senate the respon-
sibility and blame of swelling the ap-
propriation bills.

The advice proffered by Mills of Texas
to cure that evil was for the Senate to
pass the appropriation bills just as the
House sent them, leaving to the Presi-
dent the duty of notifying Congress that
additional appropriations were neces-
nary for the public service.

There was also some little criticism
of the action of the House in cutting off
appropriations for the Providence Hos-!
pital in Washington?that action being
attributed to religious bigotry and in-
tolerance.

The fact that the First Comptroller ]
refused to audit the accounts of the i
Venezuelan-Guiana Commission for
olfice rent was also commented upon
feeverely.

At 5:45 p. m. the Senate adjourned
until to-morrow.

SUGAR BOUNTY CASES.

Concluding Arguments Heard Before
the Supreme Court.

WASHINGTON, April 24.?The Su-
preme Court of the United Stats to-day

heard the concluding arguments of

counsel upon the sugar bounty cases by
Joseph H. Choate in behalf of the claim-
ants and by Solicitor-General Conrad
for the Government.

in the course of his speech Mr. Choate
bruesquely paid his respects to Comp-

troller Bowler, whose action necessi-
tated the litigation, and who was an
auditor of the argument throughout.
He was speaking of the power of Con-
gress to make the appropriation that
had been withheld from the claimants,
contending that the courts had no juris-

diction to review that action.
"Why," he said, "the eases are here

merely by accident. A big pebble was
found in the cogs of the Government,
and these claimants were compelled to
come here to get it remove'!, bo that the
wheels might be allowed to go round."

At another period of his address Mr.
Choate referred to the appropriation of
money made by Congress to Lafayette.
"That was made," he continued, "to
partly disharge what they believed to
have been a debt of gratitude for great
and valuable services rendered to the
United States in the revolutionary war.
And yet (with a significant look at Mr.
Bowler) if some persons had been in
the Government at that time Lafayette
would not have received that money, on
the ground that Congress had no power
to make that appropriation."

MOVEMENTS OF WARSHIPS.
The Boston, Detroit, Machias and

Yorktown at Shanghai.

WASHINGTON. April 2 i.?A cable-
gram received at the Navy Department
from Rear-Admiral MeNair, command-
ing the Asiatic naval station, reports
that the cruisers Boston and Detroit
and the gunboats Marinas and York-
town arrived at Shanghai to-day. No
explanation of the reason for this ur
usual congregation of warships was
contained in the dispatch, but it is
presumed at the department that Ad-
miral MeNair has brought them to-
gether for the purpose of having fleet
evolutions. The naval regulations re-
quire that squadrons shall assemble
for maneuvering once every six months.

I crossed the hay a few moments after
t! o'clock on the morning set for exe-
cution, it took place promptly at 7
o'clock. The three men, escorted by
a file of soldiers, and supported by an
older of lay brethren of the Catholic
Church, were taken from the chapel to
a space between the outer and inner
walls, and at the eastern end of the
fortress, where a battalion of Spanish
regulars formed three shies of a square.

(The fourth Side was the main wall of
the fortress. In front of that the pris-

I oners' arms were tied behind their
jbacks, and they were led OUt. Just out-
I side the square :l hundred people had

gathered to witness the execution of
the rebels, most of them being Span-
iards.

On the walls of the fortress two or
three hundred soldiers were gronped
where a good view could be obtained.
I heard no expressions of pity from the
spectators for the men who knelt with
the priests and prepared foV the end.
A young Lieutenant of the guard who
was ordered out to do the shooting,
however, asked to be excused. He was

a Cuban, serving in the Spanish army.
Another officer took his place. The
men knelt facing the wall and with
their backs toward the firing squad.
They showed no signs of flinching. A
file of soldiers, twelve in number, was
draw up about ten paces away. Four
men were ordered to aim at each pris-
oner. There was an interval of silence
when all was ready. The officers raised
their swords, there was a rattle of
musketry, and the men rell forward on
their tsu t *.

Hernandez and Bascallao showed
signs of life. A Sergeant with his re-
volver gave Hernandez an extra shot,
tne tiro de gracia, as it is called. He
was obliged to fire twice at Bascallao
before it was over. The -lay brothers
carried the bodies to Havana and
buried them in pauper burial grounds.

SECRETARY CARLISLE'S SIDE.

His Answer to the Suit Brought by
William Graves.

WASHINGTON, April24.?1n the suit
brought by William Graves in the Su-
preme Court of the District of Columbia
against the Secretary of the Treasury,
in which he claims that he was.
through the unlawful and hostile action
of the Treasury Department officials,
prevented from securing $4,500,000 of
the recent issue of 4 per cent, bonds,
Mr. Carlisle to-day filed an affidavit
showing his side of the case. The affi-
davit charges Graves with withholding

from the court a full recital of the facts,
and with attempting to create wrong
impressions by false recitals, and by
garbling correspondence.

The main ground of the Graves com-
plaint was that he did not promptly re-
ceive notice of the acceptance of his bid,
because it was simply directed to him at
New York, and by reason of the refusal
of the Secretary to extend time for de-
positing the first installment of gold hi
was wrongfully deprived of the benefits
of his contract.

Mr. Carlisle states that Graves' bid
gave no address other than "New
York"; that while in the body of the
bid he named two places for delivery of
bonds, he gave no special address; that
the acceptance was mailed in Washing-
ton on February 9th, with the address
given at the head of his proposal, and
that this was received at the New York
Postoffice on February 10th; that pub-
lications were made in the New York
papers, and papers generally through-
out the country, on February !>th, show-
ing the successful bidders; that Graves
knew on February 10th that he was a
successful bidder, and sent a telegram
to the department on that day showing
this fact; that duplicate of the notice of
acceptance was sent as soon as he
wired his special address, and was re-
ceived by him February 11th. which
was four days before he was required to
make any payment; that on February
13th Graves made an application for an
extension of time, on the ground that
the first notice was misdirected, causing
a loss of two days, but stated distinctly
in such application that notwithstand-
ing the delay he was prepared to make
his deposit on February loth.

Mr. Carlisle's affidavit further re-
cites that Graves, after he had failed to
get an extension of the time for pay-
ment, or to get the bonds sent to New-
York before payment, made a second
bid on February loth of 81 13% for all
i onds that the Secretary might consider
ir. default on that date, including those
awarded him on his first bid. It is fur-
ther charged that Graves filed as an ex-
hibit to his petition what purports to
be a copy of a letter -written by him
February 15th to the Secretary, but
which contains statements which were
rot in the original letter, and omits
statements which were.

The h-tter exhibited with the peti-
tion, and what purports to be the origi-
nal letter, are printed side by side. The
copy of the original letter given in the
affidavit contains the following:

"I inclose to Mr. Naylor the sealed let-
ter from you that you may see because
of this delay, caused by a clerical error.
I could not get my gold from the Bank
of California, to whom I referred you.
Until I produced the letter of accept-
ance from you; then bonds went down,
and I could not collateral them at the
price, and I was on the market as a
borrower."

Again: "Do not allow m" to lose my
good name because of my failure to
meet conditions over which I had no
control, viz: The drop in values after
your notice came to hand, but on the
other hand, give me what you are In a
position to do. In justice allow and be-
lieve me."

Neith-'r of these paragraph? appear in
the letter as it appears in Exhibit .1 of
the petition.

In regard to these statements, the
affidavit says: "It appears from his
genuine letter that he could not get the
gold in the Bank of California until he
produced a letter of acceptance from
affiant; that at the time he received the
letter the bonds had gone down so that
he could not use them as collateral at
the price he had bid; that he was on
the market as a borrower, ami that
what prevented him from complying
with his hid was 'the drop in the value
after your (my) notice came to hand.' "

The affidavit states that on the loth
Of February Graves was Insisting on his
second bid. having abandoned his first
bid, and that the facts in regard to his
second bid were suppressed in his pe-
tition.

The affidavit denies the statements in
the petition that Graves made a tender
at the New York Sub-Treasury on ac-
count of his allotment, and says that
never at any time was any tender made
by or for him.

All of the charges ir. the petition that
Craves was treated in any wise differ-
ently from other bidders are denied, as
is the statement that bonds were sent
to the Sub-Treasury at New York for
other persons before their deposits were
made.

George Monroe Dead.

NEW YORK, April 24.?George Mun-
roe, originator of the problem of cheap
and good literature, died suddenly of
heart failure on Tuesday morning last
at Pine Hill, in the Catskills. Mr. Man-
roe was born in Nova Scotia in 1825,
and by dint of his own efforts became a
rich man. He was an ardent, thought-
ful-minded Presbyterian, and his dona-
tions to church objects were large and
continuous.

Fought a Savage Duel.
CHICAGO, April 24.?Because they

loved the same woman, Oscar Or!and,
ag"d S3 years, and Emanuel Rugjak
fought a savage duel at midnight with
stilettos on the street in the vicinity of
Orland's Canal-street home. Before be-
coming unconscious Orland told of the
duel, and said they stabbed and slashed
at each other for nearly an hour.

MATABELES AND BRITISH
MEET IN BATTLE.

Tne Former Outflanked and Driven Into
the Umguza River.

Heavy Loss Reported Inflicted Upon

the Africans.

The British Forces Later Ordered to

Retreat to Buluwayo, It Being

Feared That a Greater Force

Would be Met With?Large Num-

ber of Boer Wagons Conveying

Ammunition and Other Field

Requisites Leaving Pretoria.

CAPE TOWN, April 24.?A dispatch"
from Buluwayo says that Commander
Duncan, with 200 whiles and 100 na-
tives, with Maxim and Hotchkiss guns,
met the Matabeles three miles out from
Buluwayo.

The details of the fighting show that
the defenders of Buluwayo decided to
make a sortie from that town and
engage the natives who were besieging

it. The British party met with no re-
Istance until they readied the Dm-

guza River, where they came upon the
enemy. The force from Buluwayo oc-
cupied the south bank of the river for
a distance of a mile, while the Mata-
beles were stretched along the north
bank for four miles. Selous, with a
hundred natives, was stationed in the
center; the Afrikanders formed the
left wing, and Guy's scouts the right
wing.

The British force crossed the river
arid rushed upon the Matabeles, who
were outflanked and driven into the
water. The enemy warmed up and at-
tempted to get in the rear of the Brit-
ish, obliging the Afrikanders to gallop
back to intercept them. Guy's scouts
fell into an ambush, and had to make a
rush to extricate themselves from the
Matabeles, who were pouring a hot fire
into them.

There were many instances of per-
sonal heroism. Trooper Baxter, seeing
Corporal Wise severely wounded and
his horse shot from under him, Jumped
from his own horse and helped Wise to
mount him, thus enabling the Corporal

to escape. Baxter gave his life for
his friend, for shortly after Wise's es-
cape he was killed by a stroke from an
assegai hurled from one of the am-
bushed foe. Guy had a narow escape,
a bullet grazing his scalp.

Lieutenant Hood was severely and
Lieutenant Crewe sligntiy wounded.
The latter insisted that Hood should*
take his horse, and the latter after
some demur did so and effected his
escape. CreWe also got away without
further injury, but had great difficulty
in escaping Baxter's fate.

The Hotchkiss and Maxim guns be-
came jammed early in the fight. They
were only fired twice. Had it not been
for this the loss of the Matabeles would
have been far heavier than it was.
The horse that Selous was riding was
killed in midstream, and the rider
barely escaped with his life. All the
troops were cool and plucky. They
drove the enemy up the river, inllicting
heavy loss upon them.

The exact number of the killed and
wounded Matabeles is not known. The
Matabeles were in full retreat, and were
being closely pursued by the British
and their native allies when the order
was given for the latter to fall back to
Buluwayo, it being feared that a much
stronger force would be met with. The
Government has cautioned the officers
to act on the defensive only until rein-
forcements shall have arrived.

It is thought here that the sortie will
prevent the natives from attempting to
attack the town, which it was their evi-
dent intention to do. There is no truth
in the report that the British were de-
feated. The only basis for it was a
statement in the first dispatches that
the British had been driven into the
river. Later details make no mention
of this, and it is thought the statement
was a mistaken one, for the British
crossed the river to reach the enemy at
close quarters.

It is reported that a large number of
Boer wagons conveying ammunition
and other field requisites are leaving
Pretoria, the capital of the Transvaal.
Their destination is unknown.

Karl Grey, the newly appointed Ad-
ministrator of the South Africa Com-

VENEZUELA COMMISSION.
No Agent Yet Selected to Go to the

Hague.

WASHINGTON", April 24.?The Ven-
ezuelan Boundary Commission reas-
sembled to-day after a recess of ten
days. Its most important business was
a decision previously foreshadowed in
these dispatches to send one or more
persons to The Hague to examine the
original Dutch manuscripts relating
to Guiana. No selection of such agent
or agents was made, however.

An additional mass of testimony in
behalf of the Venezuelan claims was
Pled with the commission to-day.

Scruggs, the Venezuelan counsel, also
tiled a brief criticising the British blue
book.

A voluminous amount of testimony
from Caracas was likewise presented
to the commission.

The brief presented by Mr. Scruggs
answers the various contentions of the
British Government, as given >n the
published blue book mainly through
historical notations, with commems cf
his own. He mentions the statement
of the blue book that in lot).)

Orinoco and arrest twj Englishmen
whom Raleigh had left there as BpyS
and informers,' and 'to advise the In-
dian chiefs not to admit or receive any
foreigners except Spaniards'; that these
instructions were faithfully carried out,
that the only surviving Englishman
had been arrested and that the Indians
were warned against the intrusion of
