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DICK THOMAS—HIS SCHENE.

The Miners’ Association Strongly Objects
: to It.

A Public Dam for Private Uses—
A Protest Has Been Entered
Against It.

(From the San Francisco Chronicle of
April 28th.)

An able-bodied “job” has been discov-
ered in the appropriation for the con-
struction of restraining barriers in the
Sacramento and Feather Rivers.

If it succeeds it will result in the Gov-
ernmen: building a dam at Daguerre
Point in the interest of private parties,
while the hydraulic miners will be com-
pletely ignored.

Rather than this should happen, says
a telegram from the State Miners’ As-
sociation to Tirey L. Ford, its agent at
Washington, ‘the hydraulic miners
would prefer that no appropriation at
all should be made at this session.”

In another dispatch the associalion
repudiates Assemblyman “Dick”
Thomas, who has heen at Washington
for several months, ‘and who is credited
with working the project through in
the interest of himself and a coterie of
prominent capitalists and politicians.
The scheme is -a magnificent one.
Thus far it has been very cleverly
worked. It compr2hends the acquisi-
tion of electric and water power and
irrigation rights at the expense of the
State and Federal Governments, the
value of which it is difficult to estimate.
The figure is placed at $1,000,000 by
John M. Wright, wno has been investi-
gating the subject for the Executive
Committee of the California Miners’
Association.

The “job” has been under way ever
since Senator Ford obtained the pas-
sage of the Act appropriating $250,000
out of the State Treasury for the build-
ing of restraining dams, provided the
United States Government would set
aside a like amount for a like purpose.
The opportunity was then offered, and
at the legislative session of 1895 the
first step was taken.

Section 1416 of the Civil Code, relating
to water rights, was amended so as to
provide “that if the erection of a dam
has been recommended by the Califor-
nia Debris Commission at or near the
place where it is intended to divert the
water, the claimant shall have sixty
days after the completion of such dam
in which to commence the excavation or
construction of the works in which he
intends to divert the water.”

The object of this addition to the law
was to enable those interested in the
scheme to postpone work until after the
Government had built the dam and
then to take advantage of its presence.
Away back in 1890 the United States
Debris Commission reported in favor of
impounding works on the Yuba River
at Daguerre Point, nine miles above
Marysville. Knowing this and the
walter rights section of the code having
been properly amended, Assemblyman
Thomas proceeded to locate water
rights at that point. Whether or not
he had moneyed associates at that time
is not known, but in December last he
secured financial assistance which en-
abled him a month or so later to go to
Washington, where he has since been
waiting for the opportune moment to
get in his fine work.

The opportunity came when the sun- |

dry civil appropriation bill went from
House to Senate and was referred to the
Committee on Commerce. Thomas’ ob-
jeet was to have the dam constructed at
Daguerre Point, where his water goea-
tions are situated. He acomplished
much in this direction by causing the
committee to amend the item appro-
priating $250,000 for the erection of re-
straining barriers to protect the Sacra-
mento and Feather Rivers.

Either of the amendments would
have accomplished the object, and both
were designed to make assurance
doubly sure should one or the other fail
of passage. One of them provided that
the restraining barriers should be con-
structed “in accordance with the recom-
mendation of the California Debris
Commission, as contained in executive
document No. 16 (H. R.), Fifty-third
Congress, second session.”

The meaning of these amendments
was not understood at first. An ex-
amination showed, however, that ‘“‘ex-
ecutive document No. 16” was a rec-
ommendation made by the Debris Com-
mission in 1891 that a restraining dam
be built at Daguerre Point. It was
found, also, that among the purposes
set forth in Section 25 were recom-
mendations of a similar character con-
tained in executive documents 267 and
98. It was further ascertained that the
purposes enumerated were solely for
the restraining of the debris in the riv-
ers and not for the continuance of hy-
draulic mining.

This was not at all to the liking of
the miners, who determined to take ac-
tion to upset Assemblyman Thomas’
scheme, the more so as they discovered
on reading the reports of the Debris
Commission that it had changed its
mind as to the availability of Daguerre
Foint for a restraining dam, owing to
the fact that the river had changed its
channel since the recommendations had
been made.

A long dispatch was therefore sent to
Washington on Saturday, which ex-
pressed dissatisfaction with the amend-
ments, pointed out that they were for
the benefit of a private scheme and em-
braced the appropriation clause as de-
sired by the miners. It read as fol]ov,vs:

SAN FRANCISCO, April 25, 1896.—
Tirey L. Ford, Washington, D. C.:
Please furnish verbatim copies of this
telegram to Senators White and Per-
kins immediately. After thorough ex-
amination and discussion of the Cali-
fornia Debris Commission reports to
date, the miners of the California Min-
ers’ Association are firmly convinced
that the passage of the so-called hy-
draulic appropriation clause as nDow
worded, being the clause adopted in
committee on April 21st, will work a
very grave injury to the hydraulic
miners of California, and they would
prefer that no appropriation at all
should be made at this session, if no
change can be had.

The appropriation as worded looks
solely to the construction of a dam at
Daguerre Point, and would result prin-
cipally in benefiting the owners of that
certain individual water right taken
up at that place and intended to be
especially protected by the Act of the
California Legislature, entitled An
Act to amend Section 1416 of the Civil
Code of this. State, relating to water
rights,” approved March 23, 1895.

The last report of the Debris Com-
mission is against the building of a dam
at Daguerre Point at present. See page
4,064, Report of the Chief of Engineers,
United States Army, 1895.

The miners, believing that the works
to be constructed should conform to the
present views of the commission, as well
as the results of their future investiga-
tions, desire particularly that the appro-
priation clause shall read as follows:
“For protecting the navigable waters of
the United States in the State of Cali-
fornia, £250,000, to be expended in the
construction of works for the restrain-
ing or impounding of mining debris, un-
der the direction of the Secretary of
War in accordance with such recom-
mendations and plans of the California
Debris Commission as shall be approved
by the Secretary of War for the pur-
poses defined by Section 4 of ‘An Act to
create the California Debris Commis-
sion, and regulate hydraulic mining in
the State of California,” approved
March 1, 1893; provided, that the Treas-
urer of the United States be and he is
hereby authorized to receive from the
| State of California, through the Debris
Commission of said State, or other offi-
cer thereunto duly authorized, any and
;all sums of money that have been or
| may hereafter be appropriated by said
| State for the purposes herein set forth.

| And said sums, when so received, are
| hereby appropriated for the purposes
{above named, to be expended in the
| manner above provided.”
| The use of the word “navigable” in
ilieu of the words “Sacramento and
| Feather” is considered extremely de-
sirable to prevent possible conflict as
regards the California appropriation,
with Subdivision 33 of Section 25 of Ar-
ticle IV., California Constitution.
