
SOME FAMOUS TUNNELS.
That of Mont St. Gothard the Longest

in the World.
One of the most famous tunnels out-

side the United Kingdom is that of the
Mont de Cenis or Col de Frejus, which
has a length of seven and one-half miles
(actually 39,840 feet) through Mont

Cenis, and which connects the provinces
of Savoy and Piedmont. This wonder-
ful undertaking was proposed by M.
Medail, and plans for its construction
were drawn up in IS4B, but it was not
until far into the fifties that the plans

were approved and the undertaking de-

cided on, the late King Victor Emman-
uel of Italy initiating the work of ex-
cavation by setting the boring machin-
ery in motion on August 31, 1857. At
first the ordinary method of piercing
by manual labor was adopted, steam
being employed in 1890 and compressed
air afterwards to the finish, the boring
being completed in December, INTO. The
engineers engaged on this gigantic op-
eration were MM. Grattoni, Grandis
and Sonnveiller, and the total cost of
the work was £2,000,000. The first ex-
perimental trial trip was made on Sep-

tember 13th, and occupied forty min-
utes, and the tunnel was formally in-
augurated by the passage through of

a train of twenty-two carriages jn
twenty minutes on September 17, IS7I,

the regular service commencing on Oc-
tober 11, 1871. In the Arlbeg tunnel the
work was commenced in 1830 and com-
pleted in a little over three years, the
distance being six and one-fifth miles
and the cost £108 per yard. Another
famous tunnel is that which passes
through the Mont St. Gothard, which
is the longest in the world, being 4*,-
--840 feet in length. It traverses the cen-
ter of Switzerland at a hight of from
8,000 to 12,000 feet above the sea. It
was commenced in 1572 and was opened

in 1882, ten years having thus been oc-
cupied in its construction. It has had
a very important effect upon the com-
merce between Italy, Switzerland and
Germany. This tunnel was bored out
by means of mechanical drills, the pro-
gress made being thirteen feet per day

One of the most famous instances of
subaqueous tunneling in the United
Kingdom was that of the Severn Tun-
nel, which runs for a length of four
and one-third miles, was commenced
in 1873, and completed in ISSO. Messrs.
Hawkshaw, Son, Hayter and Richard-
son being the engineers. The bed of the
Severn is formed principally, of marls,
sandstones and conglomerates, overly-
ing highly inclined coal measures ;
slates and sandstones, which are also*
exposed to the bed of the river. The

tunnel ls made almost wholly in the
lias and coal measure formations, ex-
cept at its eastern end, where it passes
through gravel. Much water was met

with throughout, and in 1879 the work-
ings were flooded for some months
through a large land spring on the
Welsh side, and which water had to be

diverted. At another time the workings

were flooded by water, which burst
through a hole in the riverbed, and
this hole, sixteen feet by ten feet, had
to be filled up with clay, and the works
completed beneath it. The greatest

amount excavated in any one week was
0,000 cubic yards. Another tunnel,

though it be only one mile in length, is
that kr.cwi: as the Mersey, the whole of
the excavation in which, amounting to
320,000 cubit yards, was got out by

hand labor, as to have used heavy
blasting would have shaken the rock.
The work took six yum to carry out,
being opened in 18Sti, and Messrs.
Brumlees and Fox were the engineers,
and the total cost, including ap-
proaches, was £1,2u0.000.

A word may be here given to the now-
neglected and abandoned projected

Channel tunnel to connect England
with France ?a proposal which had its
rise at the beginning of this century,
but in which nothing was done till 1881,
though borings have since been carried
on for a distance of 2,000 yards be-
neath the sea from the Folkestone side,
the usual rate of progress being fifteen
lineal yards a day. Beneath the Hud-
son River at New York a partially-
constructed subaqueous tunnel now lies
drowned, an attempt having been made
to drive a double tunnel through the
mud and silt forming the river-bed;
but in 1880, when about a hundred
yards had been completed, the water
burst in, and twenty men were drowned,
and though the works were afterwards
resumed, considerations of a financial
character compelled their abandon-
ment. Had it been finished the tunnel
would have been a mile in length. An-
other abandoned tunnel is that com-
menced in 1872 by Chesebrough, when
he began tunneling beneath the De-
troit River between Canada and Michi-
gan, but which had to be abandoned ow-
ing to continued irruptions of water
after some GOO yards of headings had
been driven. Other famoue tunnels are
the Croton Aqueduct tunnel, which is
13 feet 7 inches in width and hight, from
the Croton dam to the reservoir in New-
York, which Is thirty-three and one
quarter miles in length, and was car-
ried out at the rate of one and one-
quarter miles per month, all
through rock; the Hoosac, 25,080 feet
in length; the Nochistongo, 21,659 feet
in length; the Sutro, 21,120 feet long;
the Riquivel, 15.t523 feet In length; the

Nerthe, 15,153 feet in extent; the Blaizy,
13,455 feet long, and the Thames and
Medway, which runs for a length of
11,880 feet. The carrying out of the
above tunnels have been among the
grandest engineering triumphs of the
world, of which those of the nineteenth
century have more than passing rea-
son to be proud.?London Standard.

COTTON MANUFACTURES.
Enormous Magnitude of the English

Export Trade.
The London 'Times" of December

12th, contains an account of an inter-
view between Lord ueorge Hamilton,
Secretary of State for India, and a dele-
gation of Lancashire cotton manufact-
urers who were protesting against the
imposing by the Indian Government of
a duty of 5 per cent, on manufactured
cottons imported into India During

the discussion his lordship stated:
"Great Britain is the greatest produc-
ing and exporting country in the world.
I do not know if many people are aware
that, taking the returns of the last ten
years, the exports of cotton manufact-
ures alone comprise 25 per cent, on the
average of the whole total exports of
Great Britain, amounting on an aver-
age to the enormous total of £00,000,000
per year. On the other hand India is a
great receiving market for cotton
goods. Its population comprises one-
fifth of the human race, and it has
taken during the past on an average
from 30 to 40 per cent, of the total cot-
ton exports of Great Britain."

The controversy over the duty ques-
tion has since been settled by the Gov-
ernment of India making an import tax
or duty of 3% per cent, on cotton goods
produced in both England and India
The thing which will impress Ameri-
cans, however, is the enormous magni-

tude of English cotton manufacturing
interests, the annual exports alone
amounting, as stated by Lord George

Hamilton, to £00,000,000, or $300,000,-

NEGRO CITY IN AFRICA.

jExtraordinary Community Visited by
a flissionary.

The following marvelous story is told
by Rev. Josiah Strong, whose own high
character, together with the fact that
no one has challenged the authenticity

of the story, make credible what would
otherwise inspire doubt. The story is
told to illustrate the fitness of the
Christian negro to evangelize Africa.
It is an account of a visit to an African
city on the Kassai, a tributary of the
Congo, whose King had threatened with
instant death any visitor to his capital
or any guide who should conduct one
thither. So for nine years all attempts
to reach it had been futile. When Mr.
Shepherd came, speaking the King's
own language, and being of his own
color, King Laguba received him
kindly and showed him every attention.
This is what Mr. Shepherd saw:

They attended him to the city, and he
found what he had not seen before In
Africa, a fenced city, with broad, clean
streets in which hundreds of happy
children were at play, with marbles or
at leap-frog or trundling their hoops.

He found a city laid out like a checker-
board, the squares being filled with
houses. Every street and every house
was named.* The houses were well
built, commodious and furnished with
carved furniture and exquisitely woven
mats. He was conducted to one that
had been assigned to him and found it
well provisioned. There he received the
neighbors for three days, and on the
fourth he was summoned to give at-
tendance upon the King, and the King

Jsent two of his sons and 1,000 children
to escort him to his presence. He
walked with them down a broad, beau-
tiful avenue into the great central
square of the city. Blanket cloth had
been spread out in a great circle of
perhaps 100 feet in diameter, and with-
in this the ground had been covered
with leopards' skins. On these skins,
sittihg in a hollow square, were the
700 wives of the King and his aged
sister, while thousands stood outside
the circle. As the King was borne In
by his sixteen carriers the air was rent
with the shouts'of the people, and when
the King was seated the people seated
themselves upon the ground. Then
two Princes came forward, and taking
Mr. Shepherd by the arm, conducted
him into the presence of the King.

The King was gorgeously dressed, and
wore a crown. He took from his belt a
knife which he said had belonged to
seven Lokugas, and this he presented
to the young man as a token of confi-
dence. The King said to him: "Ifyou
or your people are hungry, do not fail
to let me know, and whatever you want
of me or my people you shall have."
He then presented the missionary to
his aged sister and the ceremony was at
an end. The Prince conducted him
about the city, and as he saw their vast
markets full of busy life, well supplied
with fruits and vegetables and manu-
factured articles, he felt himself to be
again in the midst of civilization. He
found there a people with laws which
were strictly enforced, with courts of
justice and with prisons. Any member
of the tribe who is guilty of bigamy-
suffers death. Any man who is guilty
of drunkenness or theft, or of gambling,
or of wife-beating, is severly punished.
Every third day with them is a Sab-
bath, and they carefully observe it.

University Training and Genius.
We doubt greatly whether the aca-

demic atmosphere is always the most
congenial for the development of a
strong original imagination. Would
Homer have written his great epics if
he had been to a university? Would
Burns have been the poet he was if he
had been sent early to the university-
classes of Edinburgh or Glasgow? No
doubt there are poets to whom fine uni-
versity culture does nothing but good-
poets like Chaucer, like Spenser, like
Tennyson, like Arnold, nke Clough.
But there can be little doubt, we think,
that Shakespeare would have lost more
in spontaneousness than he would have
gained in accuracy of thought ifhe had
gone through all the discipline of a
great university. There is certainly a
kind of genius which is far freer and
fresher without the constraint which
the higher intellectual discipline im-
poses than it would be with it.

Undoubtedly the effect of all good
university training is to put a bridle on
the imagination, and so deprive a

jpowerful imagination of a good deal of
i its natural freedom and elan. It is not
jthat university training diverts men of
! high imaginative power from practical

life, as it does the average man's taste,
jbut that it makes them too critical, too
!self-introspective, too fastidious for the
jhighest purposes of intellectual life,
| unless their imagination be like Mil-
i tons, one born, as it were, with a
jbridle already upon it," and subdued to
the stately pace of a rich and sonorous

jrhythm. Where the vital intuitions of
igenius are the first and last character-
istics of the poet, such culture as a uni-
versity life bestows can add little, and
may take away much.
