The China Flour trade seems to be re-
viving; yesterday’s steamer took out
about 12,000 barrels; for a long time
shipments were very ligut.

Barley is quiet and
unchanged. No trading in Oats or Corn,
and prices are undisturbed.

Old crop Potatoes clean up well and
prices are firm; New are easier. Asparagus
and Peas are weaker., Common iinhubarb
is easier, but better stock holds up well.
Summer Squash is in light supply, but is
not much wanted.

Receipts of Strawberries were more
than double those of yesterday; 532 chests
were received and prices were lower.
Cherries were also considerably weaker,
receipts being 1,604 boxes. Raspberries,
Blackberries and Currants arrive spar-
ingly as yet. The medium grade of Or-
anges are domg well, but at the moment
the fancy grades move slowly; yesterday’s

receipts were three cars in the morning
and five in the afternoon; none to-day.
