The Matron and Nurses Deny the
Charge, and Explain Why the
Child Died.

ing cough and cholera infantum, and
everything fed to it passed through
without digestion. It seemed to retain
the food given it, except on one occasion,
when it was thrown off.

“I had only charge of the baby about
ten days. My babies, as you can see,
are all about six monrths old, and Mrs.
Cunningham had the little one in charge
before it came to me. Her room became
overcrowded by mew arrivals, and so
little Gladys—we called her Gladys True
—was sent to me. I'm sure I haven’t
the least idea who are the parents of the
babe, though my impression is that it
came here from the County Hospital.”

ANOTHER STATEMENT.
“The baby was brought into my

Dr. H. N. Haight has launched a
sensation on the community in the shape
of a charge that an infant that died at
the Foundling Home on Friday last was
starved to death, either intentionally or
through the ignorance or incompetency
of the person having direct charge of it

Dr. Haight has made a public state-
ment in which he says he is the parit-
ner of Dr. Watts, the physician who at-
tends cases at the home, and in the
latter's absence answered a call from
there last Wednesday evening. He says
he found an infant a few weeks old
suffering terrible agony. Its clothing
was too tight about the abdomen and
he had it loosened. The child did not
seem to get any relief and he ordered
some milk for it, and the liquid was
taken eagerly. This eased its pain,
and he departed after leaving instruc-
tions that it be fed and cared for.

On Friday morning he was informed
that the infant was dead. He went to
the home and made a post morten ex-
amination of the body and found but
two drops of milk in its stomach. This,
the doctor says, was proof, that it had
not received any sustenance since his
visit on Wednesday. :

He claims that the child was literally
starved to death, as he found it to have
been otherwise healthy. He did not un-
derstand how this could have resulted
from ignorance, as he left explicit in-
structions with the person attending it
as to what should be done.

Dr. Haight said he did not blame the
Matron, as she could not possibly know
at all times how faithfully the attend-
ants were obeying orders. He intimated
that there might be reason to suspect
that the child was purposely neglected,
as the parents of these foundlings often
desire that their offspring do not live.

WHAT THE MATRON SAYS.

The “Record-Union” last evening sent
a reporter to the Foundling Home to
interview the Matron of that institu-
tion and ascertain what explanation
she had to make in regard to the case.

“On the night of the 15th of April,
about 1 o’clock a. m.,” said Mrs. Nellie
Clarke, the Matron, “I was called up by
a ring at the front door bell. I had not
vet gone to sleep, as I had been think-
ing about domestic concerns, and I
sprang from my bed and hurried to
the window, where I had a good view
of the porch. There was no one in
sight, but this baby which died on Fri-
day night last was in the little buggy
that always stands ready for found-
lings.

“I at once called my assistant, and
we brought the child in. It was only.
just born, and had not been properly
cared for, and its only covering was a
cheesecloth. There was no
sight, and from that day to this I have

never had the slightest inkling as to |

whom the child's parents are.

“This baby for several days before its
death had whooping-cough and dysen-
tery, and its food was passed without
l'cing digested. Dr. Watts, who is a
partner of Dr. Haight, was called in
to see the babe, but next day went to
the medical convention. In the mean-
time the baby grew worse, and I called
in Dr. Haight, who, being a partner
with Dr. Watt, I considered the proper
physician. He came on the 13th, and
while there took the babe in his arms
and fed it. Dr. Haight is correct when
Le said it took food ravenously.

“He said that young children were
often dressed too much, but found no
fault with either the clothing or stom-
ach-band of this one. Dr. Haight did
not call on the 14th, being, I under-
stand, called into the country, and on
the 15th, about 11 p. m., the baby
died.

“In making the statement that the
child had had nothing to eat for thir-
ty-six hours previous to its death, Dr.
Haight was—well, was mistaken. 1
fed it myself on Thursday evening, the
day before it died. I gave it an ounce
of milk, and again it ate ravenously.
But within ten minutes I was some-
what surprised to find that the food
had passed through its system without
being in the least digested.

“Further than this, I was in the nurs- |

MRS. DREW’'S STORY.

(inward spasms, the Matron called
them, and I think she was right), but
about 4 p. m. its jaws set and we were
unable to get it to take any food.

WHAT A VISITOR SAW.

“T was at the Home Sunday evening,”
| said Mrs. Alexander J. Gardiner, whose
| mother, Mrs. S. E. Clayton, is President
| of the institution. “I often visit the
institution and am greatly interested in
it, probably because my mother is its
President. She is ill now.

“About 6:30 a carriage drove up and
a finely dressed woman stepped out and
|at once opened with the statement
{ which has been made public. She
| seemed half hysterical, though very vol-
| uble, and made the statement for the
i benefit of the servants here and myself,
| almost word for word as it has been
| credited to Dr. Haight.

“I have no hesitation in saying that
I believe the statement was written by
the lady in person, who introduced her-
self as being Mrs. Dr. Haight, and by
her given to the press, probably with
Dr. Haight's consent, and I give you
permission to publish just what I say.

“I was very polite to Mrs. DF. Haight,
and may have been somewhat sarcastic,
when I thanked her for her good opin-
ions, and told her thaz: the ladies did not
always get such a complmentary and
fiattering notice.

“I wish to say that had Dr. Waitts
been in the city I don"t believe any
such a story would ever have been pub-
lished, and I wish to say further that
there is not one word or truth in the
statement that the baby was murdered.
It is simply preposterous.”
