
CONDITION OF FRUIT CROPS.

The Yield is Light, But the Quality is
Very Good.

Talks With Various Shippers?Apricots

and Peaches Now Going

Forward.

All fruit-growers and shippers are
a unit in saying that the present
weather insures a good variety of all

fruits now on the trees, and that the
evil effects of the excessive heat of a
week ago are more than counter-bal-
anced by it. The situation, as viewed
by those interested, is at present about
as follows:

While shipments of early cherries
were; praotically over last week, a few
choice lots are still being shipped from
San Jose, Vacaville and Suisun, and
are demanding the fancy prices paid
all along, and returns just received
from express shipments show from
seventy-five cents to $1 25 per box net,
While one lot of Tartarians sold in New
York brought from $1 20 to $1 50.

Shipments of Alexander peaches be-
gan in earnest the first of the week,
and the variety of the fruit is fully up

,to the standard of shipments uf last
yea»\ While as yet no returns have
been received, it is expected that good
prices will be in order, owing to the
fact that there is no competition from
Eastern or Southern orchards, giv-
ing the California shippers a fait" field
and all the favors.

Large shipments of apricots (Royal)
are being made daily, and will continue
for the next two weeks. They are
bringing good, though not fancy
prices, but owing to the universally

fair crop may not continue to do so.
In many localities, too, a large per-

centage of the Ci-op has been rendered
unfit for Eastern shipment by being
pitted with shot-hole fungus, which is
more nearly universal than usual, on
account of the unusually damp weather
of the late spring. However, for dry -
ing purposes, the fruit is not damage*
in the least, and while canners prefer
smooth, plump fruit, it is thought some
of it may be disposed of to them. The
shot-hole fungus damages nothing but
the general appearance of the fruit,
the llavor being fullyequal to varieties
Which have not been touched.

During the recent hot spell a great
many apricots aad pears dropped, par-
ticularly the latter, and while the
prospects are good for a heavy crop,
growers could not well afford the loss
occasioned. The heat had the same
effect on the fruit that a hot sun has
on tender young plants, and fairly
cooked it. While in a number of lo-
calities the dropping continues, it is
thought the danger is past, and the
fruit now on the trees will hang unless
something at present unforeseen hap-
pens. Dealers do not care to predict
what prices will be paid for pears,
though it Is believed that earlji ship-
ments will bring fancy prices.

Several shipments of plums were
made during the first of the week from
the vicinityof Vacaville. The fruit was
in prime condition, and there is consid-
erable speculation concerning the prices
it will bring, with the prospects bright,
owing to the shortness of the crop.

Recent advices from Georgia, Cali-
fornia's chief competitor in the early
fiuit line, show that owing to recent
h. avy rains and storms, early peaches
will not be more than one-fourth of a
crop. "While the report needs verifica-
tkm, it is known that considerable dam-
age has been done, aud the competition
from the Georgia orchards will not be
as strong as was expected a week ago.

The canm ries are still busy contract-
ing for the late cherry crop, and are
paying from seven to eight cents a
pound. Shippers axe advising growers
to dispose of the crop at these figures,
and as a consequence the shipments
of late varieties will not be heavy.

Up to and including yesterday, the
shipments of all fruit from the State
for the season was seventy-five car-
loads, of which fifty-one cars were cher-
ries, sixteen apricots and eight mixed
lots of peaches, pears and apples. The
Sacramento. San Jose and Vacaville
districts were the heaviest shipping
points, and the first load of cherries was
shipped from Suisun.

The shipments of last year, up to and
Including June sth were 145 carloads at
£11 varieties ot fruits, as against 75 cars
for the prtsent season.

The first shipment of cherries last
year was made oil May 7th, as against
MaylSthof the present season. The first
shipment ~f peaches last year was made
on May Kith, as against May 21st this
eea«*on; while the ftrst plums were
shipped last year on May 22d, as
against May 16th this yvar, and the first
apricots May 13th, as against May 14th.

So it may be seen that the season is
not so far behind that of last year as
has been Bald, ;tnd that the first ship-
ment of plums was made six days ear-
lier this season than last, while the
prices receh ed have been better and the
quality of fruit up 'o the average.

RECENT DECISIONS.
Two That Have Been Filed by the

Supreme Court.

In the cae of Willis T. Warner, plain-

tiff and respondent, against the South-
ern Pacific Company, defendant and

'appellant, an appeal by the defendant
fl om a judgment in favor of the plain-
tiff and from an order denying a new
trial, the Supreme Court has reversed
the judgment because the damages

found by the jury were excessive, and
because the trial court erroneously in-
structed the jury. The judgment and
order denying a new trial were accord-
inglyreversed and the cause remanded.

The complaint from the trial court al-
leged that Warner had been ejected

from a railroad train by a conductor
after having presented a proper ticket
Cram Fresno to Fowler, the conductor
demanding an extra fare, and that he
was assaulted and abused by the con-
ductor and that he asked for $25,000
damages. The evidence showed that
the plaintiff had sustained no serious
injury, though he demanded $5,000 for
a doctor's bill and $10.00") for time lost,
lie was awarded $5,000.

The Supreme Court in returning its
decision says that under any view as
favorable to the plaintiff as could be
justly taken, the damages awarded
should not have exceeded at the utmost

limit a few hundred dollars, and that
the excessive verdict was no doubt the
n suit, to a great extent, of the er-
roneous instructions of the court,

A MININGCASE.
In the case of Patrick Donohoe, plain-

tiff and respondent, against the Trin-
ity Consolidated Gold and Silver Min-
ing Company, and others, defendants,

Bank ot Shasta County, appellant, an
appeal from the judgment and from the
order demanding a new trial.is denied.

The plaintiff's action was to foreclose
a lien for the value of labor performed
upon a claim belonging to the mining
company, the bank being made defend-
ant as claiming some interest in the
property. The mining company suf-
fered default.

The bank admitted all the plain-

tin's allegations, saving that it denied
his employment, labor, and its value
und tun-payment. The amount of
Judgment (SB4) is allowed, as the plain-

tiff's allegations were proven beyond

duubt.

DAYLIGHT ROBBERY.

Nah Caulo's Dollars Taken While Sheriff
Conroy Looks On.

Williams, the Sure-Thing Man, and

Benton, the Restaurant Waiter,

Were the Principal Actors.
Thursday afternoon Nah Caulo, a

young Japanese who had been em-
ployed at Auburn, determined to visit
Sacramjento. He had about $00 in
his possession, and having imbibed
rather freely invited J. H. Benton and
E. B. Williams into a saloon to wash
away bitter memories in a horn of flre-

watef. As both Benton and Williams
had bitter memories to wash, neither
refused, and in paying for the beverage

Nah Caulo exhibited his hard-earned
ducats.

Both Benton and Williams had
fallen upon hard lines recently, the
former being- a waiter who has been
employed in the restaurants of Sacra-
mento at odd times for the past year,

and the latter being one of the three
sure-thing men arrested here by Offi-
cer Maley last week, but turned loose
for lack of evidence, though his bunco
layout was confiscated.

After bibulous Jap and his hobo com-
panions had swallowed their poison,

the former boarded the smoker on
train No. 2, which was just ready to
pull out for Sacramento, while Will-
iams and Benton mounted the sleeper

at the rear end of the train and ma.de
their way forward to the smoker where
the Jap was making himself as com-
fortable as possible, having plenty of
room to do so, there being only two
other passengers to share the car with
him.

By the time the two hobos reached
the smoker the train was in motion,
and they at once collared the unsus-
pecting Jap and forced him out upon
the platform of the car, where they
attempted to dump him off. But the
Jap struggled violently, refusing to be
dumped, until a passenger tendered his
services and attempted to separate the
Jap and his assailants, when all three
lost their balance and tumbled off the
platform, the Jap striking on his head.
He at once regained his feet, but be-
ing dazed ran against the moving train
and was knocked to the ground, when
Benton and Williams at once went
through hi 3clothes, relieving him of
his hard-earned dollars.

The Pullman porter who had been a
spectator pulled the beilrope and the
train stopped, but not before the nim-
ble-fingered gentry had escaped back
to Auburn, going to the Putnam House,
where they ordered drinks all around,
and tipped the bartender with $2 50,
coin of the realm, informing him that
they had caught a fish at the depot.

They next hired a team and driver
and were deposited at Clipper Gap,

where they boarded a freight train, but
were fired by the crew at Appleton, and
from there walked into Colfax.

Sheriff Conroy of Placer County had
stood at the depot at Auburn and
watched the robbery?it having oc-
curred just outside of the switch yard?

but he had no idea of what was going
forward, thinking that the three men
he saw scrambling upon the ground had
been ejected from the train, which was
a usual occurrence.

But when a short time afterward he
learned that a robbery had been com-
mitted under his very eyes and in the
broad glare of day, the man hunter in
him became aroused, and he set about
to head off the aspirants for the gal-
lows. He was not long in putting two
and two together, and when the robbers
walked into Colfax they walked into the
Sheriff's arms, and before they had
time to cogitate over their past lives
very long, were deposited safe in the
Placer County Jail, where they will
await a verdict of twelve good men and
itrue.

CALLENDINE CASE.
A Sick Juror Causes the Dismissal of

Then All.
After being out twenty-four hours

without arriving at a verdict, the jurors
in the Callendine case was discharged
last evening.

They probably would not have been
discharged had not Frank Aschnauer,
one of their number, been taken sick.
The jurors returned to Judge Hinkson's
court and he was informed of the illness
of Mr. Aschnauer. Dr. G. C. Simmon.3
was called in and examined the juror

in the presence of the court and the at-
torneys. He stated that Mr. Aschnauer
had contracted pneumonia, and that it
would be dangerous for him to longer
remain on the jury.

In view of the physician's statement
District Attorney Ryan and General
Hart both said they would not ask that
Mr. Aschnauer be required to return to
the juryrom, though both regretted
that the case could not be concluded.

Judge Hinkson said he would not feel
Justified in holding the jury under the
circumstances, and after complimen-
ting them for their patience and atten-
tion during the long and tedious trial
he dismissed them.

It was agreed that the case would be
tried again some- time next month. The
jury had Stood ten to two, presumably

ten for conviction.
