
AMNESTY TO THE STRIKERS.

Letter From C. P. Huntington on the
Subject.

He is Glad to See the Offenses of the
Strikers Relegated to the Limbo

of Forgetfulness.

(From trie San Francisco Chronicle.)
The recent action of C. P. Huntington

of the Southern Pacific Company in di-
recting that the names of those on the
list of discharged employes who were
placed there by reason of their partici-
pation in the strike of June and July,
1894, be stricken from that list, recalls
the statement made by officers of the
Southern Pacific Company shortly after
the close of the strike that Mr. Hunt-
ington was apposed to the indictment
found some time in August of the "same
year. The discharged list is known to
the railroad operatives as the "black
list." The railroads, however, contend
that this is not a just characterization.
F.xeperienced railroad managers con-
clude that if a man is discharged for
incompetency he ought not to be taken
on in another place on the same sys-
tem, as the danger to life and property
fiom acts of incompetent men is very
great. It s scarcely worth wtiHe, they
say, to test a man's competency, And
him wanting, discharge him, and then
restore him to employment in a busi-
ness where his subsequent discharge

is inevitable. This difference between
a black list and a list of discharged
employes were set forth very clearly
in a letter written by C. P. Huntington
to one of the leading officers of the
Southern Pacific Company, dated Au-
gust 21, 18U4, and published in the daily
press of this city.

A rumor has gained currency that J.
A. Fillmore, at that time General Su-
perintendent, had declared that the dis-
charged employes should not make a
living in California. Mr. Huntington,
while doubting the accuracy of the
statement that Mr. Fillmore had em-
ployed the language attributed to him,
declared that the company owed it to
himself and his patrons to employ re-
liable men, and also owed it to himself
and his patrons not to employ men who
would destroy pre nerty or resort to
violence, and especially those who had
destroyed perishable property owned by
shippers and denied to such shippers

that celerity of movement which would
save their shipments from total loss.
C. P. Huntington then, continued:

"But when we have done that?that
is, refused to take them back?we have
done our part toward protecting our-
selves and the interests of those who
need the road to take their stuff to mar-
ket. After we have refused to take
them back, I think we should wish them
to get places elsewhere, if it could be
done without injury to the public ,and it
is not our business to follow them, but
when they go, to wish them well. In
fact, I should never refuse a man work,
even my worst enemy, without regret,
as anyone that comes to me for work
whereby to support himself and family,

shall have it if I can give it to him."
But there is more than one species of

discharged employes. There are those
who are discharged for breach of trust
and absolute acts of dishonesty; an-
other class for incompetency, whose
employment by any railroad would be
dangerous to life and property; those
for breach of discipline, etc. The largest
list of discharged employes of the
Southern Paoific Company, however,
related to those who had absolutey dis-
charged themselves by refusing to per-
form the duties assigned them?who. in
short, went out on a strike, declaring
that they would no longer serve the
company unless they could control and
direct its policy.

C. P. Huntington, believing that the
list in the main comprised expeiienced,
competent, honest and faithful people,
decided that the entire list should be
abolished, and in conveying this deci-
sion to the officers of the company here,
he said:

"It is true enough that these men
made great mistakes at the time of the
strike, and some of them were guiltyof
things that were worse than mistakes.
But they were misguided men, who
found in the excitement of a riot a sort
of excuse for their consciences. All
men, however, make mistakes, if they
make anything, and for one I do not
feel like pursuing them or having them
pursued for indiscretions which they
no doubt regret themselves now in the
light of past facts. The Southern Pa-
cific Company was right in the position
it took. It did its duty to the public in
every place where it was not a physical
impossibility to do it, and where this
impossibility existed the riotous ele-
ment of the strikers was the interrupt-
ing obstacle. The trouble in almost all
such cases is that the excesses into
which some men are led are due to the
malignant few rather than to the judg-
ment of the large majority. I have not

had a doubt from the first that the vast
majority of our men were honestly
sorry to be placed in a position so un-
tenable as theirs was during the strike
of 1894; and they have come to regret,

even more than we do, the destruction
of the property or the loss of life, and
especially the destruction of property
that was so closely identified with their
own livelihood. The time and the pas-
sion of the strike are far behind us, and
I am, as I have said, glad to see all
these who were implicated restored to

normal relations and their offense rele-
gated to forgetfulness."

The effect of the order of the Presi-
dent of the Southern Pacific Company

willbe to gradually restore the old em-
ployes as rapidly as the operating de-
mands of the system shall absorb them.
From the close of the strike to the pro-
mulgation of the order abrogating the
discharged list of men on account of
participation in the strike of 1894. C. P.
Huntington has favored the utmost
leniency and has resolutely discouraged
every act of any official, high or low,

which might present the color or bear

the gross and offensive
the interpretation of persecution.

MASS MEETING AT FLORIN.
The Folsom Macadam Road Indorsed

? Humphrey's Good Work.
A mass meeting of tho citizens of

Florin and vicinity was held at Jones'
Hall on Thursday night for the pur-
pose of gaining a popular expression

relative to the building of the pro-
posed macadamized road between Sac-
ramento and Folsom.

L. If. Landsborough was elected
Chairman, and the meeting was ad-
dressed by Highway Commissioners
Mans'in, Irvine and Maude, who ex-
plained the advantages to be derived
from a system of macadam roads
throughout the county and the esti-
mated cost of the same.

Supervisor William Curtis also ad-
dressed the meeting, as did E. Myron
Wolf, Secretary of the Bureau of
Highways.

Considerable enthusiasm was shown
by the citizens, and Anthony B. Hum-
phrey of Mayhew Station, one of the
soliciting committee for the county,
got a good deal of substantial encour-
agement in the shape of contribu-
tions toward the building of the road.

Mr. Humphrey has, by his own per-
sonal efforts, secured subscriptions for
the building of the road amounting to
more than $3,000, or about enough to
cover the cost of building from Per-
kins to Hangtown Crossing, and if
the other members of the committee,
which meets at Folsom to-day, can
make anything near as good a show-
in, the proposed road will no longer be
classed as one of the possibilities, but
msy be looked upon as an established
fact.

PHENOMENAL PERFORMANCE.

Tom Carroll Again Lowers the World's
Record.

He Throws the Twelve-Pound Ham-
mer 199 Feet and 6

Inches.

Old records are smashed and new
ones made every day, but it is only
once in a century when a mark is set
as far ahead of previous records as
that set yesterday by Thomas Carroll
oi Oakland, an old member of the Sac-
ramento Caledonian Club, when he
threw the twelve-pound hammer (four-
foot handle) thirty-three feet six
inches farther than it was ever thrown
before, burying deep the world's rec-
ord of l(i('» feet, held by himself.

The throw was made from a regula-
tion seven-foot amateur ring, and was
made in public, many persons witness-
ing the performance, besides the
judges who will preside at the Cale-
donian games at East Park to-day, and
who certify to the correctness of the
event.

The herculean effort was made on an
open space near the American River,
and was virtually part of the games to
be held by the Caledonians at East
Park to-day, owing to the fact that no
ground at the park is adapted to suc-
cessful hammer-throwing.

Mr. Carroll made four throws, each
and every one of which left the former
world's record far out of sight. They
were as follows: First, 193 feet 9
inches; second, 199 feet (j inches; third,
189 feet; fourth, 19.S feet 1 inch.

The judges were dumfounded at the
throw, and measured the distance
twice before they were willing to re-
cognize it as a record. Even the tape-
line was inspected, but when every-
thing was found right they very will-
ingly wrote and signed the following,
which will no doubt stand as the
world's record for many a long year
before another giant Scot steps forward
to relegate his powerful brother to a
back seat:

"Sacramento, Cal., June 5, 189*5.
"This is to certify that Thomas Car-

roll of the Sacramento Caledonian
Club this day threw a twelve-pound
hammer, with four-foot handle, and
with a seven-foot run, on level ground,

190 feet (J inches, with no favoring
winds.

"We, the undersigned judges, do set
our hands and seal that the above-
named performance was this day hon-
estly and fairly performed. (Signed)

San Francisco; Ed M. Donnelly, 929 X
street, Sacramento; John Morrison,
1518 I street, Sacramento; Sam A.
State House Hotel, Sacramento; Hugh

Before making the effort Mr. Carroll
expressed the belief that he could put

the hammer 180 feet, and he was as
much surprised at the result as many
of the judges. He wrested the world's
record away from Cowden of New York
several years ago, since which time no
man has been able to overhaul him.

In making a try yesterday Mr. Car-
roll fouled by stepping over the line,
and the hammer fell the almost miracu-
lous distance of 202 feet from his toe-
mark. The judges, however, very prop-
erly would not allow the throw.

To-day record-smasher Carroll will
swing the fifty-six-pound hammer at
East Park, and says if he is in good

condition he expects to set a new rec-
ord for that sport, which now stands
at thirty-five feet.

"What is this modern disease called ner-
vous prostration?"
